Miracles & Gods Will: Spinozo's view

There was a great philosopher named Baruch

Spinozo who believed that miracles were an
unexplained act of nature, not proof of God, proved
dangerous and controversial. All the heart of Baruch
Spinoza's philosophy is a challenge to the traditional
Judeo-Christian view of the relationship between God
and the world. While the Hebrew Bible and Christian
scriptures share a conception of God as the creator of
the natural world and the director of human history.
This idea that God is not separate from the world and
is expanded systematically in the Ethic's Spinoza's
Magnum Opus. However a more accessible
introduction to Spinozo's view can be found in his
discussion of miracles in an earlier text The Theologics
Political Treatise'. This book presents an innovative
interpretation as a source of truth and questions the
traditional understanding of prophetic miracles and the
divine law. It seems responsible enough to many
contemporary religious believers but Spinoza’s attitude
to the Bible was far ahead of his time. Today we take
for granted, a certain degree of cultural relativism and
most of us are ready to accept that ancient people
understood the world differently from us and therefore
had different ideas about natural and divine creations.
The idea that the order of nature reveals existence and
essence of God leads to the view that nature is divine
and should be valued. In this way, Spinozo had an
important influence in the nineteenth century romantic
posts. Spinozo concluded that "ALL NOBLE THINGS
ARE AS DIFFICULT AS THEY ARE RARE",

The planets are about the size of Earth and given
the proximity of two of them to the dwarf star. They
receive about four times the amount of radiation that
Farth does, but is potentially in the habitable. zone as
well.

Like the moon, the researchers believe that the
two planets closest 10 the star are tidally locked. This
means that the planets always face one way to the
star, One side of the planet is perpetually night, while
the other is always day.

These tiny stars, along with brown dwarfs, are
long lived, common in the Milky Way and represent
25-50% of stellar objects in the galaxy.

They were barely overlooked untill researcher
Michael Gillon of the University of Liege in Belgium
decided to take arisk and study the space around one

of these dwarves.
