former party of having lost
direction and credibility
due to 1ts drift from 1ts
traditional stands on issues,
such as nationalism and
Sanatan Dharma.

Former Indian Admini
strative Service officer
Parampal Kaur, who
recently resigned from the
service, her husband
Gurpreet Singh Maluka,

who 1s the son of senior
Shiromani Akali Dal leader

Sikander Singh Maluka,
and Youth Congress leader
Jahanzaib Sirwal also
joined the ruling party at a

ceremony, lauding India's
rise under Prime Minister
Narendra Modi.

Gupta last month turned
down the Congress's candi
dature for him from the

Ahmedabad East Lok
Sabha seat, a BJP citadel,
and then quit the party as he
blamed his "constant humi
ltation and character
assassination by a leader
connected with the commu
nication department” of the
ogrand old party for his
decision, an apparent Swipe
at Jairam Ramesh, the
Congress general secretary
in charge of the party's
communication depart
ment.

The leader who has
"Ram" 1n his name asked
them to keep mum when
Sanatan Dharma was being
insulted, Gupta told repor
ters, adding that those who
have never fought an
election are formulating the
vision for the Congress.

The Congress has
gravitated to the Left, the
former social media head of
the party said.

On one hand, the party
said 1t respected the Sup
reme Court verdict paving
the way for the construction
of aRam temple in Ayodhya
but on the other, 1t did not
attend the consecration
ceremony of the temple, he
said.

Gupta cited the
Congress's stand on a host of
issues, including its oppos
1ition to the Citizenship
(Amendment) Act and
aligning with a party like the
Aam Aadmi Party despite
1ts strident criticism 1n the
past, to make his point.

Gupta expressed his supp
ort to the BJP leadership's
agenda of a "viksit Bharat"
by 2047 and lauded Modi's
vision.

Recently, another former

Congress spokesperson,
Gourav Vallabh, also joined

the BJP.

The three other leaders
lauded Modi for India's
global rise and development
under his watch.

Tawde said their presence

will further strengthen the
BJP.

Sirwal said "political
brokerage" 1in Jammu and
Kashmir has been finished
by the BJP.

Maluka said he is joining
the saffron party for the
development of Punjab.

Gujarat Congress spokes
person Manish Doshi told
reporters in Ahmedabad
that Gupta's allegiance to
the BJP was exposed when
he decided to turn down the
Lok Sabha poll ticket
offered to him by the
Congress.

"Unofhcially, Gupta was
associated with the BJP for a
long time. It was an inside
story and we knew 1t
beforehand that staying
with the Congress was his
game. The Congress party
gave him positions, prestige
and he used this to make
money and then went on to
betray the party," Doshi
alleged.

"We knew everything
from the start. The party
gave him a chance to contest
the election and this (his
backing out of the poll race)
revealed everything. Now,
he 1s reading out the script
given to him by the BJP,"
the Congress leader said.

While withdrawing his
candidature from Ahmeda
bad East, Gupta had said he
was doing so at his ailing
father's insistence.

His father refused to avail
of treatment 1n the ICU,
where he was rushed to due
to a panic attack, unless he
gave 1n to his demand,
Gupta had said.

In 2004, Gupta's father, a
Congress candidate, lost the
Lok Sabha polls from

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"We are a court of lawa€ae
Do you have any precedent
where the President's rule or
Governor's rule has been
imposed by the court?" the
bench said.

The petition was filed by
Vishnu Gupta, a social
worker and national
president of the Hindu Sena.
Gupta subsequently
withdrew his petition and
said that he would make a
presentation before the
Lieutenant Governor.

The petitioner's counsel
said that after the arrest of
Kejriwal on March 21, there
was a "lack of government”
in the national capital.

The High Court said i1t was
up to the Lieutenant
Governor or the President to
take a call on the issue.
"How can we declare that
the government is not
functioning? The LG is
fully competent to decide it.
He (LG) does not need our
guidance. He will do
whatever he has to i1n
accordance with law," the
court said.

On March 28, the High
Court dismissed a similar
PIL filed by one Surjit Singh
Yadav. The court had then
said 1t was for the executive
and the President to
examine the issue and the
court cannot interfere in the

The symptoms
included fatigue, mild
edema and 1ncreased
frothing of urine, the study
states. It also adds that
majority of the patients
were found to have elevated
levels of mercury in their

blood and urine. The
chemical analysis of the
creams also reported heavy
mercury content. The
mercury toxicity led to
Membranous nephropathy.

What is membranous
nephropathy?

Membranous nephropathy,
also known as the membr
anous glomerulopathy, 1s a
kind of nephrotic syndrome
that has massive prote
inuria, or elevated protein
in the urine. “This can

Increased sensitivity to
sunlight

Some ingredients 1in
fairness creams can make
the skin more sensitive to
sunlight, leading to
sunburns and other sun-
related damage. “By
reducing melanin, fairness
creams can make your skin
more susceptible to sun
damage. It 1S important to
look for creams with SPF
protection,” says Dr Kuri.

Long-term health risks
There’s emerging evidence
suggesting a link between
the use of certain fairness
creams and health 1ssues
such as kidney problems, as
highlighted 1n study
explained above.

Tensions 1n West Asia are
high after Iran launched
over 300 drones and

missiles against Israel on
Saturday after a suspected
Israeli strike on 1ts embassy
in Syria earlier.

This fresh flare-up of
tensions in West Asia dealt
a blow to market sentiment
across the globe. Indian
stock market benchmarks
the Sensex and the Nifty 50
fell over a per cent each 1n
morning trade on Monday,
April 15.

The US and other allies
of Israel have urged
restraint. According to a
Reuters report, "US Presi
dent Joe Biden warned
Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu the US will not
take part in a counter-
offensive against Iran".

Let's take a look at the
five biggest concerns
around the Iran-Israel
tension that could impact
the Indian stock market:. 1.
Downgrades due to the
crude shock

Iran 1s the third-largest

producer of crude oil
within OPEC (Organization
of the Petroleum Exporting
Countries). If the tensions
between Iran and Israel
escalate further, the supply
of crude oil prices will be
severely disrupted. This
will hit Indian share market
sentiment as India 1s the
third-largest consumer and
importer of crude oil, impor
ting over 80 per cent of its
crude o1l needs.

Higher crude o1l prices
hurt India's economy. It puts
pressure on 1its currency,
and negatively impacts
foreign capital inflow. This
may also fetch some ratings
downgrades for the country,
further deteriorating the
prospects of capital inflow.

"It was expected that
Israel would retaliate but
that has not happened.
However, 1n case of an
escalation of tensions, it
will strengthen crude oil
prices. Crude oil drives
emerging market econo
mies. If crude starts moving
upwards, the downgrades
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will come," said Shrikant
Chouhan, the head of
equity research at Kotak
Securities.
A blow to rate cut hopes

Inflation, globally, 1s yet
to come under the targets of
central banks. If geopoli
tical tensions increase from
hereon, commodity prices
will move up due to supply
disruptions. This will throw
cold water on the efforts of
keeping inflation down,
eventually hitting the
prospects of rate cuts.

"Globally, inflation will
remain high due to geopo
litical tension as i1t will
affect crude oil prices and
other commodity prices
such as copper, zinc,
aluminium, nickel, etc. If
this happens, the US Fed
will not make a hurry to cut
interest rates. This will
influence market sentiment
and 1nvestors who 1nvest in
high-risk assets like equi
ties will be disap pointed,”
said Chouhan.

"The markets across the
globe were expecting a Fed

v Diggest concerns around Iran-Israel tensions
that could impact Indian stock market

rate cut in June. Due to
rising geopolitical tensions,
this looks unlikely now.
Delayed rate cuts will
increase the pressure on the
market as the bond yield
will remain high and 1t will
aggravate foreign capital
outflows from equities,”
Chouhan said.

More capital outflow

Rising geopolitical tens
ions may make 1investors
risk-averse. This could
mean more capital outflow
from the market as the
Indian share market 1s
already at premium valua
tions.

As Chouhan observed,
the Indian share market i1s
already trading with
expensive valuations so
there could be more foreign
capital outflow.

Rupee may plumb new
lows due to import-export
imbalance

Geopolitical tensions
may disrupt the supply
chain globally. This will
distort the import-export
balance which could put
pressure on the Indian
rupee, dragging it to fresh
lows.

Weak currency means,
higher inflation, more
capital outflow, expensive
imports and low profit for
domestic companies.
Capped upside

Liquidity from domestic
institutional investors
(DIIs) & retail investors are
expected to support the
Indian share market.
However, the upside of the
market may be limited due
to geopolitical tensions.

"On the downside,
22,000 may be a very good
support. On the upside,
22.800 could be the limit,"
said Chouhan.



Stock market crash today: Why is Indian stock market
falling for last three days? Explained with 5 reasons

(INR), and rising crude o1l prices are some other reasons that have fueled the selling pressure in the Indian stock market.

Stock market crash today:
On account of the Iran-
Israel conflict in Gaza

fueling tension 1n the
Middle-East region, rising
US dollar rates and the US
Treasury yield, FIIs' selling,
etc., the Indian stock market
extended 1its selling pattern
for the third straight session
on Tuesday. The Nifty 50
index opened lower at
22.125 level and went on to
touch an intraday low of
22,103 mark, losing around
650 points in the last three
straight sessions. The BSE
Sensex today opened lower
at the 72,892 mark and went
on to touch an intraday low
of 72,814 mark, logging
around 2,184 points in the
last sessions. Likewise, the
Bank Nifty today opened at
the 47,436 level and went
on to touch today's low of
47,316 within a few
minutes of the stock
market's opening bell,
recording to the tune of
2,670 points crash since
Thursday's close last week.

Stock market crash today

In the last three sessions,
the Nifty 50 index has

crashed nearly 650
points, the BSE Sensex has
lost around 2,200 points
whereas the Bank Nifty
index has nosedived to the
tune of 2,700 points.
However, the broad market
1s showing some signs of
bottom fishing in early
morning session on
Tuesday. The small-cap
index 1s up nearly one
percent whereas the mid-
cap index 1s up around 0.40
percent.

Why share market is
down today?

On why the Indian stock
market 1s down today,
Avinash Gorakshkar, Head
of Research at Profitmart
Securities said, “Escalating
tension in the Middle East
due to the Israel-Iran war 1s
the major reason for the fall
in the Indian markets.
However, there are some
other reasons like rising US
dollar and Treasury yields,
Flls selling, falling Indian
National Rupee (INR), and
rising crude oil prices that
have fueled the selling
pressure in the Indian stock

market."

Experts listed out the
following the following 5
major reasons for fall in the
Indian stock market:

Iran-Israel war: “Tension
in the Middle East i1s the
major reason for selling in
the Indian equity market as
this has put doubts
regarding the geo-political
uncertainty in the region,"
said Avinash Gorakshkar.

Weal global market:
“After escalation in the
Middle East, selling has
taken place across the
global bourses. The US
stock market ended lower
on Friday. In the early
morning session on
Monday, major Asian
markets like Nikkei, Hang
Seng, Kospi, etc., are
trading under pressure,”
sald Sandeep Pandey,
Founder of Basav Capital.

Rise in US dollar rates:
“US dollar is continuously
rising and the US dollar

index has come close to
106 levels and the US

dollar rate has touched 34-
year high against the
Japanese Yen. This has
spurt the US Treasury
yields that has spurt selling
in global equity market,
which includes the Indian
stock market," said

Avinash Gorakshkar of
Profitmart Securities.

Soaring crude oil prices:
"Crude o1l prices have
surged to the six-month
high 1n domestic and
international markets. The
fuel prices have risen to the
tune of 6 percent in March
2024 whereas, 1in April
2024, it has surged more
than 3 percent till date,"
said Anuj Gupta, Head of
Commodities & Currency
at HDFC Securities.

“Soaring crude oil prices
are not a good sign for the
global economy as it 1s
expected to put pressure on
the local currency and
inflation,” said Sandeep
Pandey of Basav Capital.

Disappointing US retail
sales: “Due to the hotter-
than-expected US retail
sales numbers, the market
1s expecting that the US
expenditure is still strong
and 1t may fuel inflation.
So, the market believes that
such disappointing US
retail sales numbers may
dent the chances of a
possible US Fed rate cut in
the near term. Due to this
buzz on US Fed interest
rates, US dollar rates and
US Treasury yields have
gone up as equity investors
are switching positions
from equity to these

assets,”" said Avinash
Gorakshkar.
