❑Antarctica is covered 98% in ice 
and contains 90% of the world’s 

frozen water.

❑ It is the biggest land mass on Earth 
not controlled by one country. The 

UK, Russia, US and Chile are among 
several nations that have research bases 
there.

❑Each scientist uses the time of 
their home country 

because Antarctica does 
not have a single time 
zone and it is 
perpetually light in 
the summer and 
always dark in the 
winter.

PARDON our French but as they 
stood on the brink of elimination 
from their own tournament, Les 
Bleus must have had an 
impending sense of deja vu.

Two years earlier, across the border 
in Spain, they were the victims of one 
of the great football heists of all time 
at the hands of West Germany.

The famous World Cup semi-final 
headlines of Harald Schumacher’s 

‘assault’ that sent Patrick Battiston 
to hospital, and the goalkeeper 
subsequently turning into his side’s 
hero in the penalty shoot-out, had 
almost overlooked the fact that even 
without their injured defender, 
France were 3-1 ahead with 22 
minutes of extra-time to play.

After years of living in the shadows 
of their neighbours, Les Bleus had 
come that close to a World Cup final 
only for the Germans to deny them 
on a night of controversy and drama.

Now, on their own soil in 1984, it 
was about to happen again. In a game 
they had dominated,  France found 

themselves 2-1 down, again in 
extra-time, with six minutes left. 

This time, however, their own
heroes were about to emerge.

Jean-Francois Domergue had given 
France the lead before Portugal 
goalkeeper Manuel Bento kept his 
side in the game with fine saves from 
Luis Fernandez, Michel Platini and 
Alain Giresse. 

Rui Jordao headed home with 16 
minutes left, against the run of play.

Bento, two days short of his 36th 
birthday, then performed superbly to 
foil Platini and Didier Six and the 
teams went into extra-time. Jordao’s 

second, after 98 minutes, sent a 
shiver down the spines of the home 
supporters. 

But just as time looked to be 
running out, Domergue levelled with 
six minutes to go. 

Then came the moment that 
changed a nation’s fortunes.

With penalties one minute away, 
Jean Tigana got to the byline, pulled 
the ball back and there was Platini, 
cool as you like, to control and fire 
into the net – causing iconic BBC 
commentator John Motson to almost 
lose his voice. France went on to beat 
Spain 2-0 in the final, Platini scoring 

his ninth goal of the tournament to 
end up as top scorer. Their fans have 
since become accustomed to winning 
major trophies but this was where 
they exorcised the demons and laid 
the path for future success.

On that momentous semi-final, 
Platini said: “We should have been 
leading 2-0 or 3-0 but they made it 1-1 
and then 2-1.

“We got into the last six minutes of 
extra-time and we had tremendous 
will to win, especially as Jean Tigana 
told us he had never won a penalty 
shoot-out. We knew we had to avoid 
going to penalties.”
