\Maha debt shoots up 16.5 per cent
to 37.11 lakh 1 crore dunng 2023-24

In a clear reflection of the
poor fiscal management by
the Eknath Shinde-led
MahaYuti Government and
the previous regimes,
Maharashtra’s debt position
has shot up further to a stag-
gering Rs 7.11 lakh crore dur-
ing 2023-24.

As per the Economic Survey of
Maharashtra 2023-24 tabled
on both the Houses of
Maharashtra Legislature on
Thursday, the State’s debt posi-
tion stood at Rs 7,11,278 crore
(revised estimates) as on March
31,2024, while the interest due
was Rs 48,578 crore.

The debt stock of the State
increased by 16.5 per cent dur-
ing 2023-24 over the previous
year when Maharashtra’s debt
position was Rs 6,29,235 crore.
The state’s debt position has
risen from Rs 4.51,117 crore
during 2019-20toRs 7,11,278
-- which involves an increase
of Rs 2,60,161 crore.

The debt was Rs 4,51,117 crore
during 2018-19, Rs 5,19,086
during 2019-20, Rs 5,76,868
during 2021-22 and Rs 6,29,235
and during 2022-23.

The Economic Survey was
tabled in the Maharashtra
Legislature a day ahead of the

presentation of the State Budget
for 2024-25 on Friday.

Along the lines of the Indian
economy which grew by 7.6 per
cent during 2023-24, the State
economy - as per the advance
estimates also expected to grow
by 7.6 per cent.

During  2023-24, the

‘Agriculture & allied activities’
sector is expected to grow by
1.9 per cent, Industry’ sector is
expected to grow by 7.6 per
cent and ‘Services sector is
expected to grow by 8.8 per
cent for the State.

As per the advance estimates,
nominal (at current prices)

Gross State Domestic Product
(GSDP) for 2023-24 is expect-
ed to be Rs 40,44,251 crore and
real (at constant 2011-12
prices) GSDP is expected to be
Rs 24,10,898 crore. The Per
Capita State Income for 2022-

23 is Rs 2,52,389 as_ against Rs

2,19,573 for 2021-22

The revenue receipts of the
State are expected to be Rs

The condition
of these colonies is pathetic as
the houses are all in a dilapi-
dated State. The South West
Monsoon has already claimed
lives of a dozen people as
many houses collapsed in
landslides, heavy winds and
torrential rains.
Radhakrishnan also said that
residents in these colonies are
reluctant to tell that they stay
in colonies. But in neighboring
Tamil Nadu and Karnataka,
houses in colonies are owned
by the elite class and an

address in any of the colonies
is a status symbol.

The houses or apartments in
Saibaba Colony in Coimbatore
command a premium of Rs
four crore while those in
Bangalore is patronized by
upper middle class section.
The only menace faced by res-
idents in this locality is that of
monkeys. The Defense Colony
in New Delhi does not need
any introduction to people
who have visited the locality
even once..

“We do not have any issues
with the name Colony. Though
it is a remnant of the colonial
masters who ruled the country
for more than hundred years,
the name is here to stay, said
Pravin Pillai, a Chennai resi-
dent and entrepreneur.
According to Chandran and
Pazhani, who reside in two sep-
arate colonies in Ernakulam
district, it is not the name that
matters.

Banerjee’s directions came dur-
ing a meeting and amid State
Government’s ongoing bull-
dozerdrive across the urban
areas of the State where unau-
thorized structures had come up
on government properties.
The police and civic adminis-
trations have been pulling down
thousands of “unauthorized”
shop and other structures
including party offices built on
government land or sidewalks
leading to commotions and
protests in many areas by the
opposition outfits.

While the police started using

pay-loaders to demolish illegal
structures hours after the Chief
Minister on Tuesday pulled up
the police administration and a
host of ministers and TMC leg-
islators in a televised meeting for
allowing such encroachments
Banerjee on Thursday said she
was not in favour of using bull-
dozers.

“I'am not in favour of using bull-

12 Opp MPs found
guilty of misconduct
in last House Session

The Privileges Committee
of the Rajya Sabha on
Thursday held 12 Opposition
MPs, including the AAP's
Sanjay Singh, guilty of mis-
conduct for disrupting House
proceedings last August and
cautioned them to desist from
such behaviour in future.

In the report tabled in the
Upper House of Parliament on
Thursday, the privileges panel
held AAP MP Sanjay Singh
guilty of disregarding the direc-
tions of the Chairman.

It has accepted Singh's uncon-
ditional apology in the matter
and recommended revocation
of his suspension after consid-
ering that the punishment suf-
fered by him was sufficient.
The AAP MP was suspended
from the Rajya Sabha on July
24,2023, through a motion, for
the breach of privilege on
account of wilfully disregard-
ing the directions of the chair,
repeatedly violating rules of the
house and casting aspersions
on the leader of the House.
"The committee concludes that
the 12 members, namely Sanjay
Singh, Shaktisinh Gohil, Sushil
Kumar Gupta, Sandeep Kumar

Pathak, Naranbhai J. Rathwa, L
Hanumanthaiah, Syed Nasir
Hussain, Kumar Ketkar, Phulo
Devi Netam, Jebi Mather
Hisham, Ranjeet Ranjan and
Imran Pratapgarhi are held
guilty of serious transgression
of privileges and commission of
contempt of the Council of
States.

"The committee, accordingly,
recommends that no action is
warranted against Kumar
Ketkar, Naranbhai ] Rathwa
and L Hanumanthaiah who
have since retired from mem-
bership of the council.

"That Sanjay Singh, Shaktisinh
Gohil, Sushil Kumar Gupta,
Sandeep Kumar Pathak, Syed
Nasir Hussain, Phulo Devi
Netam, Jebi Mather Hisham,
Ranjeet Ranjan and Imran
Pratapgarhi should desist from
indulging in such misconduct
in future and scrupulously
adhere to exemplary conduct
and optimize their perfor-
mance in the House," the panel
said in its report.

Opposition leaders, however,
dismissed the President's
address as a "script given by the
Government" that was "full of
lies" and also castigated the
Government over the repeated
mention of the 1975
Emergency. They said there is
an "undeclared emergency" in
the country and the
Constitution is being attacked
under the Modi government.
With the Opposition question-
ing the 'intentions’ of the NDA
Government as regards
Constitution making it a poll
issue in the Lok Sabha polls,
Murmu  stressed  the
Government's unwavering faith
in the Constitution and efforts
to make it a part of "public con-
sciousness”. She slammed the
Emergency as the "biggest and
darkest chapter of direct attack"
on the Constitution.

In her 50-minute address, the

President highlighted the gov-
ernment's measures in a range
of sectors, from economy,
defence and farming to the
empowerment of different sec-
tions of society, and laid down
its priorities in its third term,
amid sporadic protests from
opposition benches when she
referred to issues such as paper
leaks and matters related to the
North East region.

Though she touched upon
some of the things promised in
the BJP's manifesto like bullet
trains and health insurance for
senior citizens, there was no
mention of a few of the major
highlights of the party's promis-
es such as the Uniform Civil
Code and one-nation-one-elec-
tion. "Many such reforms have
taken place in the last 10 years
which are greatly benefitting the
nation today. Even when these
reforms were being taken up,
they were opposed and

attempts were made to spread
negativity," she added.On paper
leasks, she said, "If due to any
reason there is obstruction in
examinations it is not appro-
priate. Sanctity and trans-
parency are a must in govern-
ment recruitments and exam-
inations”

There were incidents of paper
leaks in some States earlier as
well, the President said, stress-
ing that there was need to rise
above partisan politics and sup-
port the Government in taking
strong steps at the national
level. The President said
Parliament has also made a
strong law to check paper leaks
and the Government is further
working to reform the exami-
nation process.

Modi took to social media say-
ing that President's address to
both Houses of Parliament was
comprehensive and presented a
roadmap of progress and good

governance. "It covered the
strides India has been making
and also the potential that lies
ahead. Her address also men-
tioned some of the major chal-
lenges we have to collectively
overcome to ensure a qualita-
tive change in the lives of our
citizens."

In an apparent message to
opposition parties, who are
numerically much stronger
than the previous two Lok
Sabha, Murmu pitched for
healthy deliberations, saying
opposition to policies and
obstruction of parliamentary
functioning are two different
things.

Murmu also said the three new
criminal laws, which are slated
to come into force from July 1,
will provide justice rather than
punishment, which was the
mindset during the British
regime. She said the Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita 2023, Bharatiya

Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita 2023
and Bharatiya Sakshya
Adhiniyam 2023 will speed up
the judicial process. These laws,
enacted last year, are set to
replace the British-era Indian
Penal Code, Code of Criminal
Procedure and the Indian
Evidence Act respectively.
When the country is becoming
free of the colonial mindset in
different aspects, this is a big
step in that direction, she said.
"It is also a real tribute to our
freedom fighters."

Union Home Minister Amit
Shah had said in Parliament last
year that the new laws will give
priority to providing justice in
place of the outgoing British
laws that gave primacy to penal
action. "These three Bills are
made by Indians, for Indians
and by an Indian Parliament
and marks the end of colonial
criminal justice laws in India,"
he had said.

Continuing their protests on
Thursday, members of NSUI
(Congress's students' wing)
barged into the NTA office in
Okhla, raising slogans of "shut
down NTA".

After taking over the investi-
gation, CBI made its first
arrests in the NEET-UG paper
leak case in Bihar, detaining
two individuals from Patna,
identified as Manish Kumar
and Ashutosh. Both were pro-
duced before a special court in
Patna which sent them to
judicial custody. The CBI has
registered six FIRs in the
NEET paper leak case.
Before the CBI arrests, the
police had also taken at least
nine person into custody in
Bihar, Maharashtra and Delhi.
These included an aspirant
who said he and a few others
had got a copy of the question
paper a day before the exam.
According to officials, Manish
Kumar and Ashutosh Kumar
allegedly provided safe
premises to the aspirants
before the examination where
they were given leaked papers
and answer keys. The two
men had been called by the
agency for questioning on
Thursday and they were
arrested after that.

The agency in its preliminary
investigation found that
Ashutosh Kumar had alleged-
ly taken 'Learn Boys Hostel
and Play School' in Patna on
rent from where the Economic
Offence Unit of Bihar Police
had recovered half-burnt
question papers of National

Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test

The central probing agency
has also found that Ashutosh
Kumar knew that the premis-
es was being used for provid-
ing question papers to NEET
aspirants. About Manish
Kumar, they said, that he
allegedly struck deals with
candidates who were ready to
pay money for getting the
question papers in advance.
He then brought these candi-
dates to the hostel where they
were provided with the paper
and the answer key, they said.
A vacation bench of Justices
Manoj Misra and SVN Bhatti
of the Supreme Court, which
issued notice to the NTA on a
fresh plea filed by a private
coaching centre and few
NEET candidates, tagged the
petition with the pending
matters and listed it for hear-
ing on July 8. Senior advocate
R Basant, appearing for the
coaching institute and the
candidates, submitted that a
few students, who have
appeared for the examina-
tion, have not got the OMR
sheets. The bench at the outset
pointed out to Basant as how
can a private coaching insti-
tute file an Article 32 petition
in the Supreme Court and
what kind of fundamental
rights of the institution are
affected. Counsel appearing
for the NTA submitted that
the OMR sheets have been
uploaded on the website and
given to the candidates. The
bench asked him whether
there is any time limit for rais-
ing the grievance of OMR

sheets. The NTA counsel
said that he needs to take
instructions and sought listing
of the petition along with the
pending matters. "We will file
a short reply by then to the
query," he said.

Basant pointed out that there
is no set procedure or time
limit to raise the grievance
and therefore as an interim
relief the candidates are seek-
ing grant of OMR sheets. The
bench then issued notice and
tagged the petition with the
pending matters while asking
the counsel for NTA to file a
short written reply to the
court's query on time limit.
In a related matter, the Delhi
High Court has sought the
stand of the NTA on a petition
by a NEET candidate alleging
‘out of syllabus' question in the
entrance examination. The
petitioner claimed one ques-
tion in the physics section was
based on 'radioactivity' when
‘radioactivity topic' was not a
part of the syllabus for this
year's NEET-UG. The peti-
tioner also alleged a "manifest
error” with respect to anoth-
er question for which NTA
declared the "incorrect option"
as the right answer.

The NEET-UG is conducted
by the National Testing
Agency (NTA) for admissions
to MBBS, BDS, AYUSH and
other related courses in gov-
ernment and private institu-
tions across the country. This
year's examination was con-
ducted on May 5 at 4,750 cen-
tres in 571 cities, including 14
abroad. Over 23 lakh candi-
dates appeared for the test.
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elhi Lieutenant Governor

Vinai Kumar Saxena has

In a file sent to the Delhi chief
secretary, the Lieutenant
Governor noted the incum-
bent  Vice-Chairperson
Jasmine Shah has already been
restrained to function on the
post due to his political activ-
ities and Chief Minister
Arvind Kejriwal, chairman
DDCD is in a judicial custody
in a money laundering case.
“Moreover, as per the Planning
Department, it is also on
record that there is no work
allocation amongst the
Members of DDCD.
Therefore, the continuation
of non-official Members,
whose appointment was made
in an arbitrary manner with-

out following any procedure,
drawing huge salaries is not
only undesirable but also
patently illegal,” LG noted.
Saxena said that it is a blatant
and clear case of nepotism and
favouritism in utter disregard
of all rules. He has asked the
Finance Department to
humanly explore the possibil-
ity of recovering salaries paid
to these non-official mem-
bers of DDCD.

“The whole exercise of creat-
ing the DDCD by the incum-
bent Government was only to
extend financial benefits and
extend patronage to certain
favoured political persons of
partisan inclinations.
“Politically appointed persons
holding these positions, were
allowed to continue on these
positions at the whims and
fancies of the Chief Minister.
There was no screening
through a transparent process,
and huge salaries were paid
from the public exchequer,
which were incommensurate
to the duties assigned. The
Planning Department of Delhi
Government has put on record
that there is no work allocation

amongst the Members of
DDCD and, therefore, the
continuation of non-official
Members, drawing huge
salaries is not only “undesir-
able” but also patently illegal,”
the Lieutenant Governor said
in a note to Chief Secretary.
Saxena further said that all the
Members of DDCD were
being paid salary in the rank
and pay equivalent to the
Secretary to the Government
of India.

The Lieutenant Governor
highlighted how Dven more
baffling is the case of
appointment of Gopal Mohan
as Non-Official Member in
March 2020. The Three-
Member Committee consti-
tuted by the then Lt. Governor
in 2016 to look into executive
actions of the incumbent gov-
ernment had commented in
respect of the appointment of
Mohan as Advisor to Chief
Minister. The Committee had
pointed out as to how the
political dispensation with
some deft moves and sleight of
hand elevated his position
and arbitrarily decided his
pay and perks. Despite these

observations, Mohan was
again accommodated, this
time by appointing him as
Non-Official Member of
DDCD in the rank, pay and
facilities equivalent to
Secretary to the Government
of India. It appears this deci-
sion was only made with an
objective of accommodating
Mohan and other politically
affiliated persons by offering
them disproportionate pay
and perks.

In view of the arbitrary nature
of appointments, it is abun-
dantly clear that all the actions
taken in the appointment of

Vice-Chairperson, non-offi-

cial members without follow-
ing due process are void ab-
initio. The incumbent Vice-
Chairperson Shri Jasmine
Shah has already been
restrained to function on the
post due to his political activ-
ities and Shri Arvind Kejriwal,
Chairman DDCD is in a judi-
cial custody in a money laun-
dering case.

Delhi Police set to |mplement three new criminal laws
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he Delhi Police is all set to

implement the three crim-
inal laws in the national Capital
starting July 1, with the com-
pletion of training of 25,000
personnel.
It has also launched a dedicat-
ed application — ‘E Pramaan’
— for carrying out procedures
under the Bhartiya Sakshya
Adhiniyam (BSA) to help its
personnel record videos and
audio of search and seizures
related to the crime, they said.

This app, being handled by the
crime branch, will help them to
directly feed the content to the
police record which will help in
the further investigations, they
added.

According to a senior police
officer, all the FIRs of the cases
lodged on and after July 1 will
be registered under section
173 of the Bhartiya Nagrik
Suraksha Sanhita (BNSS) in
place of section 154 of the Code

of Criminal Procedure (CrPC).
The sections under Indian
Penal Code (IPC) will replaced
by BNS (Bhartiya Nyay
Sanhita) and the Indian
Evidence Act, 1872 by BSA,
according to the new criminal
laws, the officer said.

Delhi Police has imparted
training to its 25,000 personnel
from the ranks of assistant
sub-inspectors and inspectors
to assistant commissioners of
police (ACP) and deputy com-

missioners of police (DCP),
who are responsible for regis-
tering the FIRs and conducting
investigations.

According to officials, Delhi
Police is among the first force
in the country which started
training its personnel regarding
the new criminal laws.

In January this year, a 14-
member committee was con-
stituted to study the laws and
prepare the study material for
its personnel. The committee

was led by Special
Commissioner of Police
Chhaya Sharma and comprised
DCP Joy Tirkey, Additional
DCP Uma Shankar and other
ACP, inspector and SI ranks
officers.

The training will continue to
be imparted to their lower
subordinates at district and
police stations level, another
officer said.

For the cases lodged on or
before June 30 and their FIRs
registered on or after July 1, the
sections will of CrPC and IPC
will be applicable, the officer
said. For instance, if a cheat-
ing committed on June 29 and
it is reported after July 1, the
case will be registered and
investigated under IPC and
CrPC, he explained.

The charge sheets in the cases
that occurred before July 1 will
be filed according to the CrPC,
however after July 1, they will
be done under the procedure of
BNSS.

The Delhi police have given
booklets to their officers with
old sections of CrPC and IPC
and their corresponding sec-
tions under the BNSS and BNS
on the same page, officials
said. These booklets will help
police personnel with handy
information about the new
laws, they added.

The police have also filed
some dummy FIRs and con-
ducted their trial investiga-
tions to help officers get the
idea of the complete procedure
one the new laws are effective.
It has been under practice in
several districts, the officer
said.  Another officer said
once the laws come into force,
the Delhi police will have to
tweak some of their orders and
circulars, which were issued
for the force. Delhi
has 15 police districts and
around 200 police stations in
them. It has a strong force with
the capacity of 95,000 police
personnel.

Rain causes traffic congestion, Waterloggmg In many parts of city
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The national Capital woke
up to a pleasant morning as
heavy rain lashed several parts
of the heat struck Delhi, bring-
ing much-needed respite from
the heat to Delhiites. However,
the downpour resulted in traf-
fic congestion and waterlogging
in several areas across the city.
Commuters at many places in
the city faced inconvenience as
traffic police received several
calls for waterlogging issues,
traffic congestions and fallen
trees.

The city’s primary weather sta-
tion Safdarjung recorded a
maximum temperature of 35.4
degrees celsius, 1.8 degrees
below the normal. The mini-
mum temperature in Delhi
was recorded at 28.6 degrees
Celsius. The heat index or feel
like temperature was recorded
at 44.9 degrees celsius. The rel-
ative humidity oscillated
between 82 per cent and 61 per
cent.

The India Meteorological
Department (IMD) earlier in
the day forecasted moderate to

heavy rain over parts of Delhi
and adjoining areas will cause
slippery roads, low visibility,
traffic disruption and localised
waterlogging in low-lying areas.
Amid the heavy rain, several
parts of the city reported traf-
fic snarls including heavy traf-
fic from the Akshardham area
to Ghazipur meat market due
to waterlogging. Vehicles were
seen crawling on the stretch.
Similarly, the traffic was also
heavy on the Akshardham-
Sarai Kale Khan road.

A resident of Noida Ramesh
Sharma shared how near
Ghazipur it took him more
than an hour to cross a half a
kilometre stretch because of
heavy traffic jams. “There were
no traffic police and lorries and
trucks carrying material for the
construction site of Regional
Rapid Transit System (RRTS)
created chaos. It made the traf-
fic worse,” he said, adding that
his average mileage dipped
from 14.9 to 12.6 due to heavy
traffic and frequent stops.
Avadesh Mehra, a resident of
Ghaziabad, said that it took
him around one hour to reach

his home. “The traffic was very
heavy on the stretch from near
Akshardham towards UP.
There was water logging near
the Ghazipur meat market
roundabout. It took me an
hour to pass the stretch and
reach my home. The condition
of traffic was very bad,” Mehra
said.

Akshita Sharma, who works at
a firm in central Delhi, said that
the traffic was very heavy from
near the toll gate on NH-48.
Traffic was also affected at
ITO due to waterlogging.
Meanwhile, the BJP slammed
the AAP for waterlogging on
several road stretches in the city
with light rain on Thursday,
alleging that around 150 of 700
drains were desilted in the
city.

“Those (AAP) who used to
curse the MCD earlier for all
the civic problems are now
themselves ruling the civic
body and they can not have the
excuse that they are powerless.
The AAP government is least
concerned with Delhi people
and their well-being;” Delhi BJP
President Virendra Sachdeva

Agencies make plans to handle Wﬂlﬂl‘"l!]!]lll!] ahear of monsoon
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As he India
Meteorological
Department (IMD) may pre-
dict the arrival of monsoon in
the next two days in Delhi,
agencies here are putting last-
minute touches to their plans
to handle waterlogging in the
city.

The New Delhi Municipal
Council (NDMC) has set up
six control rooms equipped
with over 160 pumps to
ensure that Lutyens’ Delhi
does not face waterlogging.
According to officials, CCTV
cameras have already been
installed at all the waterlog-
ging hotspots in the area.
The feed from these cameras
will be monitored through the
day at the Integrated
Command Control Centre at
Palika Kendra, they said.
The civic agency has identi-
fied five vulnerable points of
water stagnation -- Africa
Avenue, Baba Kharak Singh

Marg, Panchkuian Road,
Purana Quila Road and Lodhi
Estate -- on the basis of feed-
back from public and traffic
police officers.

“The drainage control rooms
have been set up at Sangli
Mess, Khan Market, Netaji
Nagar, Malcha Marg, Mandir
Marg and Connaught Place.
These will be manned by
senior officers and will func-
tion round the clock to
address waterlogging com-
plaints,” an official said.
“There are 99 permanent
pumps for draining out water
and 62 temporary pumps,” he
added.

Apart from the setting up of
control rooms, the focus of
the agency is also on desilting
of drainage system, the offi-
cial said, adding that it will be
completed by June 30. There
are 14 drainage systems across
the NDMC area and the
length of transverse drainage
line is 270.82 km.

The Public Works

Ranjan Dimri

Department, which has a
major chunk of roads under
its jurisdiction, said they have
repaired the permanent
pumps and temporary pumps
have been procured to drain
out water.

“The Delhi Traffic Police had
identified 308 locations that
had witnessed waterlogging
last year. There are 214 loca-
tions under the PWD. Out of
these, there were around 40
locations that required engi-
neering intervention for

ensuring that there is no
waterlogging. At other places,
maintenance work, like clean-
ing of bellmouth, removing of
debris, etc, was required,” the
official said. The CCTV cam-
eras have been set up at water-
logging hotspots and they
will be monitored by a control
room. The feed from these
cameras will also be available
on the cellphones of the con-
cerned area officials and they
will be able to keep tabs on
whether there is waterlog-
ging.

The department will also be
deploying maintenance vans
and teams to move in Delhi
during monsoon. The
Municipal Corporation of
Delhi (MCD) has completed
almost 95 per cent of desilt-
ing work. “The MCD has
completed approximately
95.46 per cent of work for
desilting of drains till date.
Their target is to complete
this work by June 30. MCD
has a total of 20,884 drains

that are less than four feet
deep across its 12 zones and
713 drains that are more than
four feet deep. The cleaning of
these drains are done at the
departmental level and
through tender process,
respectively, a department
official said.

The civic body has set a tar-
get to remove 1,27,368 metric
tons of silt in two phases
under its action plan for the
year 2024-2025. In the first
phase, the target to remove
78,062 metric tons of silt was
set till June 15. In the second
phase, the target to remove
49,305 metric tons of silt is set
till January 15, 2025. The silt
released during cleaning from
all the drains has been dis-
posed at sanitary landfill sites
at Bhalswa, Okhla and
Ghazipur. The concerned
department ensures that the
silt taken out from the drain
is picked up within three to
five days and sent to the
landfill site, the official said.

He suggested
that the PM, having bowed
before the Sengol during its
installation, might have for-
gotten to do so when taking the
oath. Senior Congress leader
and MP B Manickam Tagore
echoed the Samajwadi Party
MP on the 'sengol' row.

In 2020, only four per cent of
India's population lacked
access to an urban centre — a

study published in the journal
Nature Cities.The research, led
by the Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO) of the
United Nations, Italy, looked at
over 30,000 urban centres
around the world and, based on
the number of people accessing
them, classified them as one of
four -- town, small city, inter-
mediate city or large city.

While a town had about 20,000
people living there, accessing
basic facilities, such as groceries
and primary education, a large
city housed more than a mil-
lion people and offered the
most diversified facilities,

Dushyant Chautala on
hursday said his party is
ready to support the Congress
in the Rajya Sabha election
and ruled out any alliance

lannayak Janta Party leader

with the ruling BJP in
Haryana before or after the
next Assembly polls.

The JJP’s four-and-a-half-year
alliance with the BJP came to
an end after the saffron party
replaced Manohar Lal Khattar
with Nayab Singh Saini as
chief minister in March.

In the recently held general
elections, JJP fielded
candidates in all 10 Lok Sabha
seats in Haryana but drew a
blank. Congress’ Rajya Sabha
MP Deepender Singh Hooda
won the Rohtak Lok Sabha
seat, leading to a seat in the
Upper House of Parliament
becoming vacant.

At his first news conference
here after the announcement
of Lok Sabha results,
Chautala, the former Haryana
deputy chief minister, was
asked how much of a benefit
or loss his party had because
of its earlier tie-up with the
BJP.

The recent Lok Sabha results
have shown that “what BJP
had to face, we too had to face
that”, Chautala said and
admitted that his JJP also bore
the brunt of farmers’ anger.
Dushyant Chautala, the son of
JJP chief Ajay Singh Chautala,
said the party will in the next
few weeks seek feedback from
its workers and based on that
would decide on entering into

\

an alliance with any party
other than the BJP for the
Assembly polls slated to be
held in the next few months.
Ruling out any truck with BJP,
he said, “I can make it clear
there is no point of going with
the BJP in future. Even after
elections, we will not have any
truck with BJP” he said.
Dushyant Chautala claimed
that the JJP’s loss in the Lok
Sabha polls was “because of
our alliance with the BJP”.
About a Rajya Sabha seat from
Haryana falling  vacant
following Deepender Hooda’s
election to the Lok Sabha, the
JJP leader said his party is
ready to support the Congress

for the Upper House polls,
provided they field a
prominent personality or an
eminent sportsperson as a
candidate.

The Congress is the main
opposition in Haryana But
leader of opposition
Bhupinder Singh Hooda has
remarked that other outfits
should join hands and field a
candidate as the grand old
party does not have the
required numbers to put up its
candidate, Chautala said.

He said, “If the Congress really
wants to take on the BJP, they
should not look at win or loss.
If they put up any candidate
which is acceptable, we will

support them. The candidate

can be any prominent
personality or  eminent
person, including from the
sports field and he can be joint
candidate of the opposition”
But if the Congress actually
does not want to put up its
candidate when polls are held
for the Rajya Sabha seat, it
would indicate that “there is
match-fixing between
Congress and BJP”, Chautala
said.

“If our party had around 30
MLAs like the Congress, we
would have definitely fielded
our  candidate  without
thinking about winning or
losing”

About the Assembly polls in
the state, Chautala said the JJP
will hold meetings with party
workers from July 5 to seek
feedback and to rebuild the
organisation. “The focus is to
make our organisation ready
for the assembly poll,” he said.
In reply to a question,
Chautala alleged both the BJP
and the Congress were
working to weaken regional
parties.

Hitting out at the Nayab Singh
Saini-led BJP government in
Haryana on the law-and-order
front, the JJP  leader
demanded the state should
have “a full-time home
minister”.

To another question, Chautala
reiterated that the Saini
government has been in the
“minority”  after  three
Independents withdrew their
support last month.

“As against the Assembly’s
effective strength of 86, BJP
has the support of 43, but the
majority mark is 44, he said,
adding the JJP has written to
the Haryana Governor, urging
him to hold a floor test.
Chautala also said that party
leaders  will meet the
Assembly Speaker and seek
the disqualification of two JJP
MLAs.

The JJP recently moved a
petition before the Haryana
Assembly Speaker, seeking the
disqualification of two party

MLAs — Ramniwas
Surjakhera and Jogi Ram
Sihag — under the anti-
defection law for allegedly
indulging in  anti-party
activities.

Dibrugarh town has been
grappling with  flash
floods, with most streets
waterlogged after heavy rains
on Thursday morning.
Mancotta Road, one of the
busiest stretches in this Upper

Assam  town, is now
submerged in knee-deep
water. For decades,

Dibrugarh, located on the
banks of the Brahmaputra,
has faced persistent flash
flooding and waterlogging
due to an unplanned drainage
system, residents alleged.
“Every vyear, waterlogging
occurs mainly because of
poor  drainage  system.
Although the department
concerned constructs roads in
every ward, they refrain from
digging up drains adjacent to
these roads,” said Parimal
Banik, a resident of
Dibrugarh.

An official, speaking on
condition of anonymity,
pointed out that
encroachments near the
Dibrugarh Town Protection
(DTP)  drain  prevents
rainwater from flowing out of
the town, resulting in
waterlogging in several areas.
“We need a scientific drainage
system that can flush out
water from the town.

Dibrugarh is one of the oldest
towns in Assam and is worst
hit during the rainy season,”
said Ismail Ahmed, a retired
professor.

Meanwhile, the flood
situation in Assam continues
to improve, although almost
1.4 lakh people are still
affected across seven districts
as of Wednesday evening.

J’khand Govt blacklists cable car
operator, two years after Trikut tragedy

he JTharkhand government

has blacklisted Damodar
Ropeways and Infra Ltd
(DRIL), the cable car operator
at Trikut Hills in Deoghar
district, for five years and
slapped a fine of over Rs 9
crore on it, a senior official
said on Thursday.
A major cable car accident at
Trikut Hills in April 2022 had
claimed three lives, while over
60 people were rescued after
being stranded mid-air for
about 46 hours in joint
operations by NDRE Army,
Air Force and administration.
The  766-metre  Trikut
ropeway is India’s highest
vertical ropeway, according to
the state’s tourism
department.
An enquiry committee was
set up by the Department of
Tourism to probe into the
reasons behind the accident.
There were allegations of
negligence on the part of
DRIL leading to the accident.
The company, however,
denied the charge.
“The Jharkhand Tourism
Development Corporation
(JTDC) board has taken a

Will British Indians

back Rishi Sunak ?

With the July 4 general election approaching, the key question is whether
British Indians will rally behind Sunak and the Conservative Party

ill Rishi Sunak,
Britain's first
Hindu Prime
Minister, remain
in office after the
upcoming general election on July
4th? Will Sunak's Conservative
Party receive the votes of British
Indians? Will the Labour Party
also receive votes from the Indian
diaspora? These are important
questions indeed. According to
the 2011 British census, there are
approximately 1.5 million people
of Indian origin in Britain, rep-
resenting 2.5% of the country's
total population. Indians are the
largest immigrant group in
Britain. They are relatively well-
educated compared to other
immigrant groups and are consid-
ered to be among the wealthiest
in Britain.
Hinduja, Lakshmi Mittal, and
Swaraj Paul are some prominent
Indian-origin individuals who
feature in the list of Britain's rich-
est people. Rishi Sunak and his
wife Akshata Murthy, daughter of
Infosys founder N.R. Narayan
Murthy, were ranked 245th in the
Sunday Times list of Britain's
wealthiest individuals released
in May.Historically, Indian immi-
grants in Britain have leaned
towards the Labour Party. It was
during the Labour government
that India gained independence
from British rule. However, recent
surveys suggest a growing incli-
nation towards the Conservative
Party, the main rival to the
Labour Party.
Vinod Chavan, a writer residing
in London since the 1970s,
believes that Hindu voters in
Britain may vote en masse for the
Conservative Party in the upcom-
ing elections.
This news could be a relief for
Sunak and his Conservative
Partylt's important to under-
stand that when we talk about
Indians in Britain, we also include
those who have settled in the
country from East Africa, the
Caribbean Islands, and other
places. Sunak's family settled in
Britain from Kenya in the 1960s,
although his ancestors originally
hailed from Punjab. There is also
a belief that a large number of
Indian residents in Britain
became supporters of the
Conservative Party after

Narendra Modi became India’s
Prime Minister in 2014.
Hindus comprise the majori-
ty of these supporters. The
total Hindu population among
Indians in Britain is over a mil-
lion. Modi addressed over
60,000 people of Indian origin
ata packed Wembley Stadium
in London during his 2015
visit to Britain. Gujarati and
Punjabi people were in the
majority at that time. Boris
Johnson, the then British
Prime Minister, was known to
proudly call himself "India's
son-in-law". He was a unique
son-in-law. His (second
divorced) wife Marina
Wheeler's mother, Deep Singh
Kaur, was previously married
to Sardar Daljit Singh, son of
renowned contractor Sir
Sobha Singh from New Delhi.
Now, let's understand anoth-
er subtle point. Not all Indian
immigrants in Britain think
alike politically or support
any specific party. It is believed
that most Indian Muslims and
Sikhs may vote for the Labour
Party.

They are not fond of the close
ties between the Conservative
Party and Modi.From the
1960s to the 1980s, a signifi-
cant number of Indian immi-
grants settled in Britain from
Uganda, Kenya, and the
Caribbean Islands. These com-
munities viewed Labour as
sympathetic to immigrants.

They were particularly attract-
ed to Labour's commitment to
immigrants' rights, especially
following the introduction of
the Race Relations Act in 1965
by Labour Prime Minister
Harold Wilson. Thousands of
Indian immigrants came to
Britain from Uganda after
Uganda's cannibalistic presi-
dent Idi Amin ordered the
expulsion of all Indians from
his country within 90 days in
August 1972.

A deeper analysis reveals that
British Hindus have been lean-
ing towards the Conservative
Party since 2010. This trend
includes wealthy and educat-
ed second and third-genera-
tion Hindus. In the past 20-25
years, a new wave of immi-
grants from India has arrived
in Britain. These are doctors,
engineers, IT professionals,
etc.

They all identify themselves as
Conservative Party voters. The
Indian diaspora’s disaffection
with the Labour Party did not
happen overnight. It was trig-
gered by Labour's 2019 reso-
lution calling for "the right of
self-determination” for the
people of Jammu and Kashmir.
This resolution led a large
section of the Indian diaspo-
ra in Britain to distance them-
selves from the Labour Party.
They saw it as direct interfer-
ence in India's internal
affairs. Meanwhile, Rishi Sunak

became Britain's first Hindu
Prime Minister in 2022. This
development deepened the
bond between Hindus and
the Conservative Party. It is still
too early to say whether
Hindus will vote en masse for
the Conservative Party in the
upcoming British general elec-
tion.
However, for the first time,
British Hindus have released a
manifesto outlining their aspi-
rations and expectations from
the next government. They say
they will only support those
who endorse their
demands.Hindus are the third-
largest religious group in
Britain. 29 Hindu organiza-
tions have so far endorsed this
manifesto.
According to the manifesto,
"Hindus are the backbone of
the British economy. Our con-
tribution to the country's econ-
omy is disproportionately
high. We are one of the most
law-abiding communities. Yet,
anti-Hindu hate is on the rise
in the country." One of their
key demands is for their safe-
ty. Will the Hindu votes be split
or go to the Conservative
Party? Will the Labour and
Conservative parties consider
the manifesto of the Hindu
organizations?

Sheikh Hasina’s visit highlights Bangladesh’s
pivotal role as a strategic partner for India

he new Indian Government under Prime Minister Narendra Modi is
Tback to its foreign policy agenda, which it has carefully curated in

the past decade. Mr Modi was in Italy to attend the G7 meetings
as a special invitee, within days of his swearing-in. His swearing-in cer-
emony was in itself a statement of the stated policy focus of
Neighbourhood First.
The swearing-in ceremony was attended by leaders from almost all
Southeast Asian countries and, some from the Indian Ocean region.
Significantly Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina, was back in India,
within @ month of her attending the swearing-in ceremony, to further
strengthen the bilateral relations.The focus of the meeting as highlight-
ed by Prime Minister Modi during the joint briefing with Sheikh Hasina
was “Today we have prepared a futuristic vision for cooperation in new
areas. Youth of both countries will benefit from the agreement reached
on cooperation in a lot of areas such as Green Partnership, Digital
Partnership, Blue Economy, Space. India Bangladesh "Maitri Satellite”
will give new heights to our partnership. We have kept in our focus-
Connectivity, Commerce and Collaboration.”Bangladesh is an important
strategic partner for India, not just due to the intimate geographical bound-
aries, and the shared culture and language, but also as an important
corridor connecting India’s Northeast to the Bay of Bengal. Prime Ministers
of both countries Sheikh Hasina and Narendra Modi have been at the
top job for more than a decade now.
They have developed a working relationship, that is hard to match, under-
scored by the ten meetings these leaders had in the last five years. Both
Prime Ministers jointly inaugurated the India-Bangladesh Friendship Pipeline
on 18 March in a virtual format. PM Sheikh Hasina also participated in
the Inaugural Session of the Voice of the Global South Summit on 11
January 2023 and the second Virtual Voice of the Global South Summit
on 17 November 2023. Bangladesh and India share nearly 4000 km of
the international border, security of which is an important pillar of the
relationship for keeping a check on the drug trade, smuggling, fake cur-
rency, human trafficking, and movement of criminals or terrorists.

As an upgrade to the security partnership, India and Bangladesh have
over the years worked on a defence cooperation framework. The recent
visit of Bangladesh's PM saw both countries put a special focus on enhanc-
ing the defence partnership. In his statement PM Modi highlighted “..on
further strengthening our defence cooperation, from defence produc-
tion to modernisation of armed forces. In the Indian Ocean region, we
have a common perspective. We welcome Bangladesh's decision to join
the Indo-Pacific Oceans Initiative. We will continue our cooperation in
other regional and international forums, including BIMSTEC.”
The strongest pillar of the India-Bangladesh relationship is economics.
Bangladesh is India’s biggest trade partner in South Asia and India is
the biggest trade partner for Bangladesh in Asia. The bilateral trade between
the two countries is nearly $16bn. Besides the much sought-after lllish
fish from Padma River, Bangladesh exports nearly $2 billion in goods
to India, which is the highest in Asia. In the past few years, an aggres-
sive China has tried to take over some of the traditional space, reserved
for India in bilateral relationships, through its opaque infrastructure pro-
jects. This has been resisted by India by upping the infrastructure part-
nership and bringing Bangladesh closer towards the Indo-Pacific geopo-
litical worldview, than a South East Asian outlook. It helps to align
Bangladesh with India’s multilateral partners such as Australia, Japan,
South Korea and beyond in the Middle East. PM Sheikh Hasina’s visit
as the first state guest of India, under Modi 3.0 is an important rein-
forcement of the strong bonds between the two neighbours.

Macron, the youngest pres-
ident in French history, is
known for taking risks, as evidenced by his
recent call for snap elections to avoid fur-
ther humiliation after a significant defeat
in the European Union Parliamentary
Elections, where his main contender gar-
nered over 50% of the votes. This move, the
first since 1997, invokes Article 12 of the
French Constitution, allowing the president
to end the Assemblée Nationale's term early,
thus advancing the end of the current five-
year term from 2027 to 2024. The new par-
liamentary elections are set for June 30 and
July 7, catching many of Macron's allies off
guard. France is at a crossroads. As former
Prime Minister Lionel Jospin once men-
tioned, "Politics is not about morality, it's
about efficiency."Throughout French his-
tory, there have been five notable instances
of snap elections.
In 1962 and 1968, Charles de Gaulle dis-
solved the Assemblée Nationale following
amotion of no confidence and widespread
protests, respectively, securing significant
victories both times. Frangois Mitterrand
used snap elections in 1981 to secure a
Socialist majority and again in 1988 to
address political "cohabitation." Jacques
Chirac's 1997 snap election gamble back-
fired, leading to a left-wing coalition vic-
tory. Currently, Macron faces low approval

ratings and a paralyzed parliament, with the :
National Rally (Rassemblement National or
RN) capitalizing on the situation. By call- :
ing for snap elections, Macron aims to con-
front the populist movement and disrupt :
their momentum, leveraging the more chal- :
lenging two-round system of French nation-
al elections compared to the single-round :

Macron's leadership in this matter
highlights his dedication to uphold-
ing NATO's foundational principles
and preserving its strategic direction
in the face of evolving global chal-
lenges. Macron's recent interview
with Le Parisien sheds light on
evolving European attitudes towards
Ukraine, acknowledging the poten-
tial necessity for ground operations
in the future. This represents a sig-
nificant policy shift amidst rising
tensions between NATO and Russia.
Macron's acknowledgement of the
need to prepare for all scenarios,
including ground interventions,
signals a departure from previous
official denials and underscores
the increasing seriousness of the sit-
uation in Ukraine. Additionally,
France's plan to send Mirage 2000-

ical power, undermining Macron's
presidency three years before its
scheduled end. Finance Minister
Bruno Le Maire emphasized the
high stakes, calling it the most con-
sequential parliamentary election in
decades.
This could potentially impact on
warmongering President of the
European Commission, and France
would sooner lose its interest in
involving in the Ukraine War, while
more focus on domestic issues. RN
leaders, including Jordan Bardella,
the party's candidate for prime
minister, and Marine Le Pen, the
party's parliamentary leader, are
strategizing to capitalize on their
recent success. Bardella expressed
his readiness to build a large major-
ity, while the divided French left,
comprising hard-left LFI,
Communists, Socialists, and Greens,
also held talks to forge a united front
against the populist right.
Despite the populist right's strong
performance in the European elec-
tions, analysts suggest that an out-
right RN majority in the parliamen-
tary elections is unlikely, as voters
often use European elections to
express dissatisfaction with the
incumbent government. The pres-
ident aims to rally these voters in
response to the populist right surge,
despite concerns from within his
party and criticisms from other
political figures. Macron described
his decision as an act of confidence
in the French people's ability to
make the best choice for the coun-
try, emphasizing the need for a clear
majority to govern effectively.
His previous successes in presiden-
tial elections were aided by a
"Republican front" that unified var-
ious political groups against the
populist right, a strategy that was not
extended to parliamentary elections,
costing him a majority. The upcom-
ing elections will test whether he can
restore this principle and rally other
political groups to prevent the Le
Pen clan from gaining control.

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Galm returns in Bolivia after
apparent coup attempt

Calm returned to Bolivias
capital on Thursday after
troops led by a top general
stormed the presidential palace,
then quickly retreated, tumul-
tuous scenes that threatened to
pitch the long-troubled South
American democracy into
chaos. The nation of 12 million
watched in shock and bewilder-
ment Wednesday as Bolivian
military forces appeared to turn
on the government of President
Luis Arce, seizing control of the
capital’s main square with
armoured personnel carriers,
crashing a tank into the palace
and unleashing tear gas on pro-
testers who flooded the streets.
The country’s army chief, Gen.
Juan Jose Zuniga, addressed a
scrum of TV reporters from the
palace, vowing to “restore
democracy; replace the cabinet,
and free political prisoners. But

as opposition leaders con-
demned the apparent coup
attempt, it became clear that the
coup had no meaningful polit-
ical support.

Arce refused to relent and
named a new army commander,
who immediately ordered
troops to stand down, ending
the rebellion after just three
chaotic and head-snapping
hours. Hundreds of Arce’s sup-
porters rushed the square out-
side the palace, waving Bolivian
flags, singing the national
anthem and cheering.

“Here we are, firm, in the pres-
idential palace, to confront any
coup attempt,” Arce said after
facing down Gen. Zuiga, call-
ing on Bolivians to mobilize in
defense of democracy.
Authorities swiftly arrested
Zuniga as his soldiers retreated
from central La Paz, crushing
the apparent coup attempt and
defusing the latest crisis in a

country wracked by a bitter
political rivalry and economic
crisis.

“Their goal was to overturn the
democratically elected author-
ity Government Minister
Eduardo del Castillo told jour-
nalists in announcing the arrests
of Zuniga along with an alleged
co-conspirator, former navy
Vice Adm. Juan Arnez Salvador.
The short-lived rebellion fol-
lowed months of mounting
tensions between Arce and his
one-time ally, former President
Evo Morales.

Bolivias first Indigenous presi-
dent, Morales remains a global
leftist icon and towering figure
in national politics years after
mass protests that prompted
him to resign and flee in 2019
— an ouster his supporters
view as a coup.

Since returning from exile,
Morales has staged a dramatic
political comeback. Threatening

to challenge Arce in 2025 pri-
maries, Morales has sparked an
unprecedented rift in their rul-
ing socialist party.

The feud has paralysed efforts
to resolve a spiralling econom-
ic crisis, with the country’s for-
eign currency reserves dimin-
ishing, its natural gas exports
plummeting and its currency
peg collapsing. As police in riot
gear set up blockades outside
the presidential palace, Bolivians
— though no stranger to polit-
ical contlict in a country that has
witnessed some 190 coups by
one count — thronged ATMs,
formed long lines outside gas
stations and emptied shelves in
grocery stores and pharmacies.
Flanked by the newly appoint-
ed military chiefs late
Wednesday, Defence Minister
Edmundo Novillo sought to
reassure the rattled public and
shed light on what had hap-
pened.
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Police clash with protesters 1n
Kenya as military patrols streets

Kenyan police on Thursday clashed with
protesters in Nairobi before planned
protests against a contentious finance
bill, despite the president’s decision not to
sign it after the plans sparked deadly chaos
in the capital and saw protesters storming
and burning part of the parliament build-

ing.

Protesters who said last week that they
would march to the State House on
Thursday say they still don't trust President
William Ruto, who has said the tax hikes
would be withdrawn and budget cuts

would be made.

Police have hurled tear gas canisters at
groups of protesters attempting to congre-
gate within the central business district.
The military has been patrolling the city
despite a Wednesday court order that sus-
pended their deployment to support

police during the protests.

Deputy President Rigathi Gachagua on
Wednesday urged the young protesters to
call off planned protests and give dialogue
a chance. The leaderless movement began
online with young people demanding

that legislators reject the proposed tax
hikes. It later morphed into calls for the
president’s resignation after the bill was

passed.

to the State House.

On Tuesday, thousands of protesters
stormed Kenya’s parliament, burning parts
of the building and sending lawmakers
fleeing. Police opened fire and at least 22
people were reportedly killed in the chaos.
Activists were divided about the agenda of
Thursday’s protests. One protester,
Boniface Mwangi, urged others to peace-
fully march to parliament road where pro-
testers were killed to pay their respects.
“Invasion of the State House isn't a solu-
tion,” he wrote on X.

But Francis Gaitho, one of the many
activists mobilizing for the protests online,
insisted that young people should march

Activists and others warned that the
stakes were higher than in past protests,
because Ruto vowed on Tuesday to quash
unrest “at whatever cost’.

Analyst Javas Bigambo told The Associated
Press that the discontent is partly because
Kenyans don’t trust the president to
implement the austerity measures he

announced on Wednesday. “Kenyans still
have a problem with the economy and
wastage in government,” he said.

Bigambo said Ruto’s U-turn should be a

“lesson on humility” as his initial reaction
on Tuesday was “not stately and full of
emotions” further agitating protesters.
He said the government should win back
the populace by opening dialogue chan-
nels and ensuring a consultative budget-
ing process.

Businesspeople in Nairobi were standing
guard outside their shops on Thursday to
prevent looting and vandalism, which took
place during Tuesday’s protests. Major

roads leading to key government buildings,

including parliament, have been blocked.
Outside Nairobi, protests have been report-
ed in Mombasa, Kisumu, Migori and other

major towns.US Secretary of State Antony

Blinken on Wednesday spoke with Ruto,
thanking him for taking steps to reduce
tensions.“The Secretary underscored the
importance of security forces demonstrat-
ing restraint and refraining from violence
and encouraged prompt investigations into
allegations of human rights abuses,” a state-
ment read.

Lawyer accuses
Prince Harry

of destroying
documents

London (AP): An attorney for
the publisher of The Sun
tabloid Thursday accused
Prince Harry of engaging in
“shocking” and “extraordinary”
obfuscation by destroying evi-
dence it was seeking in his law-
suit claiming that the newspa-
per violated his privacy by
unlawfully snooping on him.
Attorney Anthony Hudson
said at High Court that the
Duke of Sussex had deliberate-
ly destroyed text messages with
the ghostwriter who penned his
bestselling memoir, “Spare””
A lawyer for Harry said News
Group Newspapers was engag-
ing in a “classic fishing expedi-
tion” by seeking documents
they should have sought much
sooner for a trial scheduled in
January. “NGN’s tactical and
sluggish approach to disclosure
wholly undermines the delib-
erately sensational assertion
that the claimant (Harry) has
not properly carried out the
disclosure exercise,” his attor-
ney, David Sherborne, said in
court papers. “This is untrue.
In fact, the claimant has already
made clear that he has conduct-
ed extensive searches, going
above and beyond his obliga-
tions.”
Hudson said Harry had creat-
ed an “obstacle course” to get-
ting documents it was seeking
from his former lawyer and
staff when Harry was a work-
ing member of the royal fam-
ily. “If the claimant wanted his
documents from his former
solicitors’ or from the royal
household ... he would have got
them,” Hudson said. The hear-
ing is the latest in Harry’s bat-
tles against Britains biggest
tabloids over alleged phone
hacking and hiring private
investigators to use unlawful
measures to dig up dirt on him.
Harry is one of dozens of
claimants, which had included
actor Hugh Grant, alleging
that between 1994 and 2016,
News Group journalists violat-
ed their privacy through wide-
spread unlawful activity that
included intercepting voice-
mails, tapping phones, bugging
cars and using deception to
access confidential informa-
tion.

UK PM Sunak tries to override betting

scandal in election campaign

ritish Prime Minister Rishi

Sunak said he is “furious”
about the scandal engulfing
some of his Conservative Party
candidates betting on the date of
the general election, to be held
on July 4, as the campaign
entered its final week on
Thursday.
In the last televised debate before
the polls on Wednesday night,
Britain’s first Prime Minister of
Indian heritage went head-to-
head with Labour’s Keir Starmer
and was clearly in attack mode
as he challenged the Opposition
leader eyeing his job over target
issues such as taxes.
“Mark my words,” the 44-year-
old prime minister said, point-
ing at Starmer, “your taxes are
going up if he is in charge”
Immigration was also high on
the agenda, with both leaders
trading blows over a lack of clear
policy to tackle soaring illegal
migrant figures, with Sunak
cautioning voters to not “surren-
der” the country’s borders to

Labour. While the overall media
verdict was in his favour as he
managed to hold firm during a
large share of the fiery contest,
the betting scandal continued to
dominate the arguments.

“You have to lead from the
front on issues like this. When
one of my team was alleged to
have been involved and investi-
gated by the Gambling
Commission, they were sus-
pended within minutes, because
I knew it made it really impor-
tant to be swift,” said Starmer,
with reference to the suspension
of a Labour candidate who is

under investigation by the gam-
bling watchdog for betting
against himself winning.

“The Prime Minister delayed
and delayed and delayed until
eventually he was bullied into
taking action,” the 61-year-old
Starmer said.

Sunak, who told the audience
that he was “furious” and “frus-
trated” over the allegations, has
also had to suspend two of his
Tory candidates who are under
investigation following an inter-
nal inquiry.

“It was important to me that
given the seriousness and the
sensitivity of the matters at
hand that they were dealt with
properly, and that's what I've
done,” he stressed.

It came as four protesters were
arrested on suspicion of trespass-
ing on the grounds of Sunak’s
constituency home in North
Yorkshire, while he was away on
the campaign trail.

North Yorkshire Police said it
had arrested the men “within
one minute of them entering the
grounds” of Sunak’s home near

Northallerton.

“The prime minister thanks the
police for their swift response to
keep him and his family safe. As
this is a live police investigation,
further queries should be direct-
ed to the relevant police force,”
a Downing Street spokesperson
said.

The arrests are connected to a
protest by campaigners from
Youth Demand. It describes
itself as a group of young peo-
ple who want “the Tories and the
Labour Party to commit to a
two-way arms embargo on
Israel, and to stop all new oil and
gas licences’.

In the final week of the election
campaign, both leaders will try
and focus on some of the key
swing constituencies starting
with the Midlands region of
England. Labour has held a
firm 20-point lead in all pre-poll
surveys over the incumbent
Tories throughout the cam-
paign, making this a tough elec-
tion for the governing party
which has been in office for 14
years.

Ship attacked in Red Sea by Houthi
rebels in latest maritime assault

Aship traveling through the
Red Sea on Thursday
reported being hit in an attack
likely carried out by Yemen’s
Houthi rebels, a private secu-
rity firm said, the latest in the
campaign targeting shipping
over the Israel-Hamas war.
The ship issued a radio call off
the coast of the rebel-held port
city of Hodeida, saying it had
been struck, the private secu-
rity firm Ambrey said.

A warship in the area was
responding to the attack,
Ambrey added. It wasn't clear
if anyone was hurt or if the ship
was damaged in the assault on
the vessel. Neither the British
nor US militaries immediately
reported the attack.

The Houthis did not immedi-
ately claim the attack. However,
it can take hours or even days
for them to acknowledge their
assaults. The rebels have target-
ed more than 60 vessels by fir-
ing missiles and drones in
their campaign that has killed

a total of four sailors. They
seized one vessel and sunk
two since November. A US-led
airstrike campaign has target-
ed the Houthis since January,
with a series of strikes on May
30 killing at least 16 people and
wounding 42 others, the rebels
say. The Houthis maintain that
their attacks target ships linked
to Israel, the United States or
Britain. However, many of the
ships attacked have little or no
connection to the Israel-Hamas
war — including those bound

for Iran.

Late on Tuesday, Houthi mili-
tary spokesman Brig Gen
Yahya Saree claimed an attack
Monday on the Liberian-
flagged, Greek-managed con-
tainer ship MSC Sarah V. Late
on Wednesday, the Houthis
claimed that they used a new
hypersonic ballistic missile in
the assault, which targeted a
ship farther away than nearly
all of the previous assaults
they’ve launched in the Gulf of
Aden.

Rise in hate speech against minorities
in India raises concern: Blinken

Washington (PTI): There has
been a “concerning increase” in
anti-conversion laws, hate
speech, and demolitions of
homes and places of worship for
members of minority faith com-
munities in India, US Secretary
of State Antony Blinken has
said. In his remarks at the release
of the annual State Department
report on international religious
freedom, Blinken said on
Wednesday that at the same
time, people around the world
are also working hard to protect
religious freedom.

The report stated that senior US
officials continued to raise con-
cerns about religious freedom
issues with their Indian counter-
parts in 2023.

“In India, we see a concerning
increase in anti-conversion laws,
hate speech, demolitions of
homes and places of worship for
members of minority faith com-
munities. At the same time,
people around the world are also
working hard to protect religious

freedom,” the secretary of state
said. Ten of 28 states have laws
restricting religious conversions
for all faiths. Some of these
states also impose penalties
specifically against forced reli-
gious conversions for the pur-
pose of marriage, the 2023
Report on International
Religious Freedom stated for
India. During the year, some
members of religious minority
groups challenged the govern-
ment’s ability and willingness to
protect them from violence,
investigate crimes against mem-

bers of religious minority groups,
and protect their freedom of reli-
gion or belief, it stated.

India has previously rejected
the US state department’s annu-
al human rights report on the
country, saying they continue to
be based on “misinformation
and flawed understanding”
“Motivated and biased com-
mentary by some US officials
only serves to undermine further
the credibility of these reports,
the Ministry of External Affairs
said last year.“We value our
partnership with the U.S. and will
continue to have frank exchanges
on issues of concern to us, it
said.In this year’s report, the US
state department said that
Christians and Muslims were
arrested under laws banning
forced religious conversions,
which religious groups said in
some cases were used to harass
and imprison members of reli-
gious minority groups on false
and fabricated charges or for law-
ful religious practices.

US sanctions Boeing over 737 Max
9 investigation information sharing

Boeing is being sanctioned
by US investigators for
sharing information about a
federal investigation of a door
plug blowout that left a gaping
hole in a Boeing 737 Max 9.
The National Transportation
Safety Board (NTSB) said
Thursday that Boeing “blatant-
ly violated” the agency’s inves-
tigative regulations as well as a
signed agreement by providing
non-public investigative infor-
mation to the media and spec-
ulating about possible causes of
the January 5 door plug
blowout on a Boeing passenger
jet in Portland, Oregon.

During the incident, a panel
that plugged a space left for an
extra emergency door blew off
an Alaska Airlines Max 9.
Pilots were able to land safely,
and there were no injuries. The
NTSB said that on Tuesday

during a media briefing, a
Boeing executive provided
non-public investigative infor-
mation to the media about the
Alaska Airlines incident that
the agency had not verified or
authorized for release.

The NTSB said that Boeing
portrayed the NTSB’s investi-
gation as a search to find the
individual responsible for the
door plug work, but the agency
said it’s focused on the proba-
ble cause of the accident, not
placing blame on any individ-
ual or assessing liability.
Boeing did not immediately
respond to a request for com-
ment early Thursday.

Shares of The Boeing Co,
based in Arlington, Virginia,
were flat before the opening
bell.

The NTSB said that given its
recent actions, Boeing won’t
have access to investigative
information the agency pro-

duces about the Alaska
Airlines incident, but it will
keep its party status to the
investigation.

The NTSB is unable to fine
Boeing, as it doesn’t have
enforcement authority. While
the agency could have stripped
away Boeing’s party status, the
NTSB may have considered it
more important to keep
Boeing as a party to the inves-
tigation because of its employ-
ees’ expertise.

The NTSB said that it may sub-
poena any relevant records it
requires during the course of
the investigation. It also will
subpoena Boeing to appear at
an investigative hearing in
Washington DC on August 6
and 7.

The agency said that, unlike
other parties, Boeing won't be
able to ask questions of other
participants. The NTSB said
that it will coordinate with the

Department of Justice’s Fraud
Division, giving them informa-
tion about Boeing’s recent
unauthorized investigative
information releases related
to the 737 Max 9 door plug
investigation.

In May the Justice Department
told a federal judge that Boeing
had violated a settlement that
allowed the company to avoid
criminal prosecution after two
deadly crashes involving its 737
Max aircraft.

After Max jets crashed in 2018
in Indonesia and 2019 in
Ethiopia, killing 346 people,
the FAA and other regulators
grounded the aircraft world-
wide for more than a year and
a half. It is now up to the
Justice Department to decide
whether to file charges against
Boeing. Prosecutors will tell
the court no later than July 7
how they plan to proceed, the
department said in May.

Stella Assange thanks lawmakers
for WikiLeaks founder’s freedom

Stella Assange thanked the
spectrum of lawmakers who
campaigned for her husband,
WikiLeaks founder Julian
Assange, to be freed during her
visit Thursday to Australia’s
Parliament House, where polit-
ical leaders differed over how
welcome the convicted felon
was in his homeland.

“Julian is overjoyed and so
grateful to the Australian peo-
ple, to the members of
Parliament and to the govern-
ment and also the opposition
who came together to voice the
need for his release,” Stella
Assange said. Assange has made
no public comment since he
arrived in Australia on
Wednesday after pleading
guilty to obtaining and publish-
ing U.S. military secrets in a
deal with U.S. Justice
Department prosecutors that
ended his 14-year legal battle
for freedom.

The Bring Julian Assange
Home Parliamentary Group
began with a few federal law-
makers in 2019 and expanded
to 47 — one of five of the total
in Canberra — as a consensus
grew that the prosecution over
WikiLeaks’ release of almost
half a million documents relat-
ing to the U.S. wars in Iraq and
Afghanistan in 2010 had taken
too long. His lawyers now
want to swing that public and

political support behind a cam-
paign to have Assange’s convic-
tion pardoned.

“President (Joe) Biden or any
subsequent president absolute-
ly can and, in my mind, should
issue a pardon to Julian
Assange,” lawyer Barry Pollack
said.

But while Australian lawmak-
ers largely agreed that the time
had come for Assange to be
brought home, they disagreed
on whether he deserved the
same level of support as
Australians recently released
from arbitrary detention in
China, Iran and Myanmar
thanks to government inter-
vention.Prime  Minister
Anthony Albanese has been
credited with the diplomatic
coup that enabled Assange to
be released from a London
prison to travel to Northern
Mariana Islands, a U.S. com-
monwealth in the Western
Pacific where he pleaded guilty
to a single charge under the
Espionage Act.

Sanjana Thakur’s
short story wins UK
Commonwealth Prize

London (PTI): Sanjana
Thakur, a 26-year-old writer
from Mumbai, beat competi-
tion from over 7,359 entrants
worldwide to be named the
winner of the GBP 5,000
Commonwealth Short Story
Prize 2024 in London on
Thursday.

Sanjana’s story entitled
‘Aishwarya Rai’ takes its name
from the famed Bollywood
actress to reimagine and
reverse the traditional adoption
story. The literary magazine
‘Granta’ has published all the
regional winning stories of the
2024 Commonwealth Short
Story Prize.

“I cannot express how wholly
honoured I am to be the recip-
ient of this incredible prize. I
hope I continue writing stories
that people want to read,” said
Thakur. “For my strange story
— about mothers and daugh-
ters, about bodies, beauty stan-
dards, and Bombay street food
— to find such a global audi-

ence is thrilling. Thank you,
thank you, thank you,” she
said. “T've spent 10 out of 26
years living in countries not my
own. India, where I'm from, is
simultaneously strange and
familiar, accepting and reject-
ing. Writing stories is a way for
me to accept that Mumbai is a
city I will long for even when
Tam in it; it is a way to remake
‘place’ in my mind,” she added.
Her story revolves around a
young woman, Avni, who
chooses between possible
mothers housed in a local shel-
ter. The first mother is too
clean; the second, who looks
like the real-life Aishwarya
Rai, is too pretty. In her small
Mumbai apartment with too-
thin walls and a too-small bal-
cony, Avni watches laundry
turn round in her machine,
dreams of stepping into white
limousines, and tries out differ-
ent mothers from the shelter.
One of them must be just
right, she thinks.

Palestinians surrounded by
sewage and garbage

Deir Al-Balah (AP):
Children in sandals trudge
through water contaminated
with sewage and scale grow-
ing mounds of garbage in
Gazas crowded tent camps
for displaced families.
People relieve themselves in
burlap-covered pits, with
nowhere nearby to wash their
hands.

In the stifling summer heat,
Palestinians say the odour
and filth surrounding them is
just another inescapable real-
ity of war — like pangs of
hunger or sounds of bomb-
ing. The territory’s ability to
dispose of garbage, treat
sewage and deliver clean
water has been virtually dec-
imated by eight brutal
months of war between Israel
and Hamas.

This has made grim living
conditions worse and raised
health risks for hundreds of
thousands of people deprived
of adequate shelter, food and
medicine, aid groups say.

Hepatitis A cases are on the
rise, and doctors fear that as
warmer weather arrives, an
outbreak of cholera is
increasingly likely without
dramatic changes to living
conditions. The UN, aid
groups and local officials are
scrambling to build latrines,
repair water lines and bring
desalination plants back
online.

COGAT, the Israeli military
body coordinating humani-
tarian aid efforts, said it’s
engaging in efforts to
improve the “hygiene situa-
tion” But relief can’t come
soon enough. “Flies are in our
food,” said Adel Dalloul, a 21-
year-old whose family settled
in a beach tent camp near the
central Gaza city of Nuseirat.
They wound up there after
fleeing the southern city of
Rafah, where they landed
after leaving their northern
Gaza home. “If you try to
sleep, flies, insects and cock-
roaches are all over you”

Over a million Palestinians
had been living in hastily
assembled tent camps in
Rafah before Israel invaded in
May. Since fleeing Rafah,
many have taken shelter in
even more crowded and
unsanitary areas across
southern and central Gaza
that doctors describe as
breeding grounds for disease
— especially as temperatures
regularly reach 90 degrees
Fahrenheit (32 degrees
Celsius).

“The stench in Gaza is
enough to make you kind of
immediately nauseous,” said
Sam Rose, a director at the
UN agency for Palestinian
refugees. Anwar al-Hurkali,
who lives with his family in
a tent camp in the central
Gazan city of Deir al-Balah,
said he can’t sleep for fear of
scorpions and rodents. He
doesn’t let his children leave
their tent, he said, worrying
they’ll get sick from pollution
and mosquitoes.
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Zelenskyy urges EU leaders
to fulfill arms commitments

Ukraine’s president called
on European Union lead-
ers on Thursday to make good
on their pledges to provide mil-
itary equipment to his war-rav-
aged country, just days after the
bloc launched membership
talks with his government.

“We have to work on next
steps,” President Volodymyr
Zelenskyy told reporters in
Brussels as he arrived to attend
a summit of EU leaders. He
said he and the leaders would
discuss “the urgent things - air
defense, that is one”
Zelenskyy thanked countries
that have promised equipment,
weapons and ammunition, but
underlined that “we need them
urgently on the battlefield”
Russian forces are seeking to
press their advantage in troop
numbers and weaponry before
Ukraine’s armed forces are
bulked up by promised new
Western military aid, some of
which is trickling to the front
line, analysts say.

The EU launched member-
ship talks with Ukraine on
Tuesday, a decade after Russian
troops seized the Crimean
Peninsula to deter the country
from moving closer to the
West, part of a chain of events
that set the two neighbors on
the path to war.

“We waited for this, a long peri-
od of time, Zelenskyy said,
thanking the EU for its
approval.

The leaders are expected to sign
a document of security com-
mitments to Ukraine, which in

essence encapsulates what the
27-nation bloc has been doing
for the country in terms of
financial, military and other
assistance since Russian forces
invaded in February 2022.
Several countries already have
similar agreements with
Ukraine, offering a long-term
commitment to help Kyiv,
including once its war with
Russia is over. Zelenskyy and
US President Joe Biden signed
one such pact earlier this
month which will run for the
next decade.

Court denies Imran’s appeal to suspend
sentence in illegal marriage case

APakistani court on
Thursday rejected the
appeals of Imran Khan and his
spouse Bushra Bibi to suspend
their sentences in the illegal
marriage case, in a major set-
back to the former prime min-
ister who has been in jail since
August last year.

On February 3, Khan, 71, and
Bushra, 49, were sentenced to
seven years in prison and a fine
of Rs 5,00,000 each by a trial
court for contracting the mar-
riage during iddat, a mandato-
ry period for a woman in Islam
to wait before a second mar-
riage after the death of her hus-
band or divorce.

The case was filed by Bushra’s
ex-husband, Khawar Maneka,
against the couple in November
2023, alleging that they married
without Bushra observing the
mandatory waiting period of
iddat. He asked the court to
declare the marriage null and
void.

Additional District and
Sessions Judge Afzal Majoka
had reserved the verdict on the
conclusion of the process on
Tuesday after conducting the
hearing.
On Thursday, as he announced
the verdict to a packed court-
room, and rejected the pleas
filed by the couple, it dashed
hopes of their release from the
Adiala Jail at Rawalpindi where
they have been imprisoned.

While Khan is slapped with
several cases, his wife Bushra is
facing a couple of cases.
Reacting to the verdict,
National Assembly opposition
leader Omar Ayub said Khan’s
party would challenge the order
in the Islamabad High Court.
Speaking to the media, he reit-
erated that there would be no
talks with the government until
all Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf
(PTI) leaders and workers are

released.

Khan's party termed the devel-
opment “absolutely ridiculous”
In a post on its official X
account, the PT1I said the case
was “unprecedentedly despica-
ble in both our country’s as well
as Islamic history”, and had
been “globally condemned and
brought immense embarrass-
ment to Pakistan”

“Every single individual
responsible for fabricating and
carrying this case will go down
in the dirtiest, darkest alleys of
history,” it asserted.

Earlier, the former first couple
had challenged the conviction
before the district and ses-
sions judge (ADSJ) Shahrukh
Arjumand, who recused him-
self at a time when the hearing
had been concluded and the
court was supposed to
announce the verdict.

The case was last week trans-
ferred to ADS] Majoka and the
Islamabad High Court ordered
the sessions court to decide in
10 days.

China’s former defence minister
expelled from Communist Party

China’s ruling Communist
Party headed by President
Xi Jinping on Thursday
expelled the former defence
minister Gen. Li Shangfu for
alleged corruption and
launched prosecution proceed-
ings against him, months after
he was dramatically sacked
from the post.

The Communist Party of
China (CPC) leadership on
Thursday decided to expel Li,
66, for serious violation of
Party discipline and the law, the
state-run Xinhua news agency
reported.

Li, who headed the People’s
Liberation Army’s all-impor-
tant Rocket (Missile) Force
and was personally picked up
for the top defence post by Xi
himself, went missing last year,
sparking speculation that he
was being investigated for cor-
ruption and indiscipline. Li,
who also formerly served as a
State Councillor, the top post in
the party and as a member of
the  Central  Military
Commission (CMC), the over-

all high command of the PLA
headed by Xi, was deprived of
his qualification as a delegate to

the 20th CPC National
Congress, according to a meet-
ing of the Political Bureau of
the CPC Central Committee. Li
is among dozens of top PLA
Generals either sacked or pun-
ished for corruption since Xi,
71, assumed power in 2012.
The CMC’s disciplinary and
supervisory agency launched
an investigation against Li on
August 31, 2023.

According to the investigation
results, Li seriously violated
political and organisational

discipline. He sought improp-
er benefits in personnel
arrangements for himself and
others, took advantage of his
posts to seek benefits for oth-
ers, and accepted a huge
amount of money and valu-
ables in return, the Xinhua
report said. He is suspected of
the crime of taking bribes. He
was also found to have offered
money to others to seek undue
benefits, constituting the sus-
pected crime of offering bribes.
The investigation also found
clues of Li’s other violations, it
said.

As a high-ranking official of the
CPC and the military, Li
betrayed the Party’s original
aspiration and its principles, the
report said, adding that his
actions failed the trust of the
Party Central Committee and
the CMC while severely cont-
aminating the political environ-
ment of the equipment sector
in the military and the ethics of
relevant industries.

His disciplinary and law viola-
tions brought enormous dam-
age to the Party’s cause, the
development of national

defence and the armed forces,
and the image of senior offi-
cials, it said.

Liis a Chinese aerospace engi-
neer and headed China’s pow-
erful missile force, officially
called Rocket Force as the
General of the PLA before he
was elevated as minister. His
sacking followed a major
shakeup in the PLA Rocket
(missile) Force in which its
commander, Li Yuchao, and
political commissar, Xu
Zhongbo, were replaced with-
out any official explanation.
Both their summary dismissals
sent shockwaves among the
Chinese officialdom besides
raising questions over the
process of selection of officials
for key jobs by Xi.

Li was appointed as Defence
Minister even though he was
sanctioned by the US in 2018
for the purchase of Russian
Sukhoi Su-35 fighter jets and S-
400 surface-to-air missiles by
China’s Equipment
Development Department
(EDD) in violation of
Washington’s sanctions on
Moscow.

Le Pen questions President’s role
as army chief ahead of election

ith just three days to go

until France’s landmark
legislative election, the coun-
try’s far-right leader on
Thursday raised the question
of who would be in charge of
the military if her party takes
over the government after the
two-round balloting.  The
early elections are plunging
France into uncharted territo-
ry, and political scientists are
scrambling to interpret how
exactly President Emmanuel
Macron and a prime minister
who is hostile to most of his
policies will share power if
Marine Le Pen’s National Rally
wins the majority in the
National Assembly, France’s
lower house of parliament.
Le Pen has repeatedly said that
Jordan Bardella, her protegee
and her party’s star leader, will
lead France’s next govern-
ment if their party wins. She
suggested in an interview that
Bardella, 28, will also take over
at least some decisions on
France’s defence and its armed
forces. Macron has three years

to serve out his final term as
president.

Serving as a commander-in-
chief of the armed forces “is
an honorary title for the pres-
ident since it’s the prime min-
ister who actually pulls the
strings,” Le Pen said in an
interview with Le Télégramme
newspaper published
Thursday.

The French Constitution
states that “the President of
the Republic is the head of the
armed forces” and that the
head of state also “chairs the
councils and higher commit-
tees of national defence.”
However, the Constitution
also states that “the prime
minister is responsible for
national defence”
Constitutional experts say the
exact role of prime minister in
foreign policy and defence
appears to be subject to inter-
pretation. France
has nuclear weapons and its
troops and military personnel
have been deployed in many
conflict zones around the
world. The last time France
had a prime minister and a
president from different par-

ties, they broadly agreed on
strategic matters of defence
and foreign policy. But this
time the power sharing con-
cept known in France as
“cohabitation” could be very
different given the animosity
between the far-right and the
far-left politicians. Both blocs
appear to deeply resent the
business-friendly, centrist
president.

On the issue of the country’s
military command, political
historian Jean Garrigues said
that “the president is the head
of the armed forces, (but) it’s
the prime minister who has
the armed forces at his dispos-
al”

In practice, he said this means
that “if the president decided
to send troops on the ground
to Ukraine ... the prime min-
ister would be able to block
this decision.”In March,
Macron warned Western pow-
ers against showing any signs
of weakness to Russia and said
Ukraine’s allies shouldn’t rule
out sending Western troops
into Ukraine to help the coun-
try against Russias aggres-
sion.

Foolproof
arrangements
for Chinese
citizens security’

New York/Islamabad (PTI):
Interior Minister Mohsin Naqvi
on Thursday said Pakistan is
“proud” of its friendship with
all-weather ally China, as he
asserted that “foolproof
arrangements” have been made
for the security of Chinese
nationals working on major
infrastructure projects in some
restive provinces.

Naqvi made the remarks dur-
ing a meeting with his Chinese
counterpart Qi Yanjun at the
office of China’s mission to the
United Nations in New York,
Geo News reported. Both min-
isters are currently here to
attend a United Nations confer-
ence. “Foolproof arrangements
have been made for the secu-
rity of Chinese citizens,” Naqvi
said as he briefed Qi about the
progress on the investigation of
the Dasu terror attack involv-
ing Chinese nationals in
Pakistan. On March 26, a vehi-
cle-borne suicide bomber tar-
geted the convoy of Chinese
engineers in the remote
Besham area of Pakistan’s
restive Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
province when they were being
driven to a construction site of
the Dasu Hydroelectric power
station in Kohistan district of
the same province.

Five Chinese nationals and
their Pakistani driver were
killed in the attack. “We are all
proud of our friendship with
China,” Naqvi was quoted as
saying in the report.
Following the briefing, the
Chinese minister expressed
satisfaction over the case’s
ongoing probe and said that
Pakistani institutions handled
the case in a “diligent and pro-
fessional manner’, according to
the report.“Pakistan and China
are all-weather friends. Pak-
China friendship is stronger
than steel,” he said.

The two ministers also dis-
cussed bilateral ties and secu-
rity issues in the region.
During the meeting, the two
ministers spoke about cooper-
ation on training and capacity
building of Pakistan’s law
enforcement agencies through
modern equipment and tech-
nology. Qi appreciated the
establishment of the Special
Protection Unit (SPU) in
Islamabad, particularly aimed
at protecting Chinese citizens
in the country.He also assured
“full cooperation” in SPU train-
ing and other matters, the
report said.

China urges global scientists to study
lunar samples, cites obstacle with US

China’s space officials said
Thursday they welcomed
scientists from around the world
to apply to study the lunar rock
samples that the Change 6 probe
brought back to Earth in a his-
toric mission, but noted there
were limits to that cooperation,
specifically with the United
States. Officials said at a televised
news conference in Beijing
meant to introduce the mission’s
achievements that any coopera-
tion with the US. would be
hinged on removing an
American law that bans direct
bilateral cooperation with NASA.
“The source of the obstacle in
US-China aerospace cooperation
is still in the Wolf Amendment,”
said Bian Zhigang, vice chair of
the China National Space
Administration. “If the U.S. truly
wants to hope to began regular
aerospace cooperation, I think
they should take the appropriate
measures to remove the obsta-
cle”

The Wolf Amendment was
enacted in 2011 and prevents
direct U.S.-Chinese bilateral
cooperation except in cases
where the FBI can certify that
there is no national security
risk to sharing information with
the Chinese side in the course of

work. Still, China could cooper-
ate with scientists of other coun-
tries. It worked with the
European Space Agency, France,
Italy and Pakistan in the Change
6 mission.

“China welcomes scientists from
all countries to apply according
to the processes and share in the
benefits;” said Liu Yunfeng, direc-
tor of the international cooper-
ation office of the China National
Space Administration.
Meanwhile, little information
about the global first achieved
Tuesday was announced.
Chinese officials declined to
reveal how many samples they
actually gathered or any prelim-
inary findings.

“Im afraid this matter will not be
revealed until tomorrow, so I
hope everyone can wait patient-
ly for another day;” Change 6
chief designer Hu Hao said at the
news conference.

On Monday, Chinese scientists
said that they anticipate the
returned samples will include 2.5
million-year-old volcanic rock
and other material that scientists
hope will answer questions about
geographic differences on the
moons two sides. The mission
had aimed to gather two kilo-
grams (more than four pounds)
of material.

The near side of the moon is

what is seen from Earth, and the
far side faces outer space. The far
side is also known to have
mountains and impact craters
and is much more difficult to
reach.

The probe’s journey to the far
side of the moon was historic in
that it was the first time a probe
had successfully taken off and
brought back samples from the
far side directly. Previous samples
thought to be from the far side
of the moon are from meteorites
found on Earth.

The probe had landed in the
moons South Pole-Aitken Basin,
an impact crater created more
than 4 billion years ago. The
samples scientists are expecting
will likely come from different
layers of the basin, which will
bear traces of the different geo-
logical events across its long
chronology, such as when the
moon was younger and had an
active inside that could produce
volcanic rock.

Officials did announce some
future plans, with a planned
Change 7 probe to explore
resources on the moon’s South
Pole. Further down the line, they
have planned Tianwen-3 for
around 2030 to carry out a Mars
sample return mission and a
Tianwen-4 Jupiter exploration
mission.

Rajapaksa to meet
Chinese Premier

Colombo (PTI): Former Sri
Lankan president Mahinda
Rajapaksa on Thursday left on
an official visit to Beijing where
he will meet Premier Li Qiang
and Foreign Minister Wang Yi
to discuss the island nation’s
debt restructuring agreement
with China. China is Sri Lanka’s
largest bilateral lender owning
52 per cent of the USD 40 bil-
lion external debt when Sri
Lanka announced its sovereign
default in 2022.

President Ranil
Wickremesinghe on
Wednesday announced that
debt restructuring agreements
were finalised with bilateral
lenders, including India and
China, in Paris, describing the
development as a “significant
milestone” that will bolster
international trust in the cash-
strapped island nation. The
debt restructuring deal entails
allowing time till 2043 to repay
USD 4.2 billion of Chinese
loans - the bulk of which was
drawn during the Rajapaksa
presidency 2005-15.

On Thursday, Daily Mirror
quoted sources to report that
78-year-old patriarch of the
Rajapaksa dynasty’s visit was on
an invitation by Foreign
Minister Wang to attend the

commemorative events in
Beijing marking the 70th
anniversary of the Five
Principles of Peaceful
Coexistence. The event would
be attended by Chinese
President Xi Jinping and other
leading Communist Party of
China (CPC) members. China
will hold the Conference
Marking the 70th Anniversary
of the Five Principles of
Peaceful Coexistence Friday
in Beijing, a foreign ministry
spokesperson said on Tuesday.
“On the sidelines of the events,
Rajapaksa will hold discus-
sions with Premier Li and
Minister Yi on areas of mutu-
al interest and also develop-
ment projects which will ben-
efit Sri Lanka,” the news portal
said.Rajapaksa will also discuss
Sri Lankas debt restructuring
agreement and express his grat-
itude for the assistance given by
China and the Exim Bank of
China, it said.

Rajapaksa had steered a mas-
sive infrastructure drive by
building a port and an airport
and a southern highway with
Chinese commercial loans. Sri
Lanka was facing criticism of
falling under a Chinese debt
trap under Rajapaksa’s presi-
dency.

‘Women’s rights to be discussed
at meeting attended by Taliban’

United Nations (AP): The
UN political chief who will
chair the first meeting between
Afghanistan’s Taliban rulers
and envoys from about 25
countries answered sharp crit-
icism that Afghan women have
been excluded, saying
Wednesday that women's rights
will be raised at every session.
Undersecretary-General
Rosemary DiCarlo stressed to
a small group of reporters that
the two-day meeting starting
Sunday is an initial engage-
ment aimed at initiating a
step-by-step process with the
goal of seeing the Taliban “at
peace with itself and its neigh-
bours and adhering to interna-
tional law,” the UN Charter,
and human rights.

This is the third UN meeting
with Afghan envoys in Qatar’s
capital, Doha, but the first
that the Taliban are attending.
They weren't invited to the first
and refused to attend the sec-
ond.

Other attendees include envoys
from the European Union, the
Organisation of Islamic
Cooperation, the United States,
Russia, China and several of
Afghanistan’s neighbours,
DiCarlo said.

The Taliban seized power in
Afghanistan in 2021 as United

States and NATO forces with-
drew following two decades of
war. No country officially
recognises them as
Afghanistan’s government, and
the UN has said that recogni-
tion is almost impossible while
bans on female education and
employment remain in place
and women can’t go out with-
out a male guardian.

When DiCarlo met with senior
Taliban officials in Kabul in
May, she said she made clear
that the international com-
munity is concerned about
four things: the lack of an
inclusive government, the
denial of human rights espe-

cially for women and girls, and
the need to combat terrorism
and the narcotics trade.

“The issue of inclusive gover-
nance, womens rights, human
rights writ large, will be a part
of every single session,” she
said. “This is important, and
we will hear it again and again,
I'm sure from quite a number
of us”

Human Rights Watch and
Amnesty International criti-
cized the United Nations for
not having Afghan women
and civil society representatives
at the table with the Taliban.
DiCarlo described the meeting
as a process.
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List of threatened species grows by 1,000

Abuja (Nigeria) (AP): Over
45,000 species are now threatened
with extinction — 1,000 more
than last year — according to an
international conservation orga-
nization that blames pressures
from climate change, invasive
species and human activity such
as illicit trade and infrastructural
expansion.

The International Union for
Conservation of Nature (IUCN)
released its latest Red List of
Threatened Species on Thursday.
Now in its 60th year, the list
sounds the alarm about animals
and plants at risk of extinction, but
italso highlights conservation suc-

cess stories such as the Iberian

The list now includes 1,63,040
species, an increase of about
6,000 from last year. Copiapoa

cacti, native to Chiles Atacama
coastal desert, the Bornean ele-
phant and the Gran Canaria
giant lizard are among the threat-
ened species, [UCN revealed.

Copiapoa cacti have long been
coveted as decorative plants, dri-
ving an illegal trade that has
been amplified by social media
where enthusiasts and traders
showcase and sell the cacti.

A staggering 82 per cent of the
species is now at risk of extinction,
a significant jump from 55 per
cent in 2013, the report said.
TUCN said that the decline is due
to the surge in demand for the
Chilean cacti in Europe and Asia

as ornamental species. The smug-
glers and poachers facilitating
the trade, the organization said,
have gained increased accessibil-
ity to the plants’ habitat due to
roads and housing expansion in
the Atacama area.

“Itis easy to distinguish if copiapoa
cacti have been poached or grown
in a greenhouse,” said Pablo
Guerrero, a member of the
TUCN’s group on the plants.
“Poached copiapoa have a grey
tone and are coated in a dusty-
looking bloom that protects the
plants in one of the driest deserts
on Earth, whereas cultivated
plants appear greener”

The 2024 update also highlights
the Asian elephant in Borneo as
an endangered species. It is esti-
mated that only about 1,000
Bornean elephants remain in the
wild, according to TUCN analysis.
The population has decreased
over the past 75 years primarily
due to extensive logging of
Borneos forests, destroying much
of the elephants’ habitat. Conflicts
with humans, habitat loss due to
agriculture and timber plantations,
mining and infrastructure devel-
opment, poaching, exposure to
agrochemicals, and vehicle colli-
sions also threaten the species, the
TUCN said.

Intra-day, it soared
218.65 points or 0.91 per cent
to hit the all-time peak of
24,087.45. Among the 30
Sensex companies, UltraTech
Cement jumped over 5 per
cent after the country’s
leading cement maker said it
will acquire a 23 per cent stake
in its Chennai-based rival
India Cements Ltd, in a deal
estimated to be around Rs
1,885 crore.

Gains in Infosys, TCS and
Reliance Industries drove the
benchmark indices to record-
high levels. “The benchmark
indices exhibited bullish
momentum, buoyed by

expected revival in the IT
sector and consolidation in
the cement industry.
However, the broader market
remained sideways due to
valuation concerns and FII
selling owing to rising US
bond yields,” Vinod Nair,
Head of Research, Geojit
Financial Services, said.
NTPC, JSW Steel, Tata
Motors, Bharti Airtel, Power
Grid, Kotak Mahindra Bank
and Tech Mahindra were also
among the major gainers.
Larsen & Toubro, Sun
Pharma, Nestle, HDFC Bank
and Maruti were among the
laggard.

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GST suppliers giving post
sale discount have to take
undertaking from clients: CBIC

Suppliers giving post-sale
discounts through credit
notes under GST will have to
ensure that the client gives an
undertaking or a CA certificate
stating that the ITC availed on
the discount value has been
reversed, the CBIC has said.
Currently, there is no
mechanism to track whether
the Input Tax Credit (ITC) on
such discounts has been
reversed or not.

Till the time a functionality is
made available on the common
portal to enable the suppliers as
well as the tax officers to verify
the reversal, the supplier may
procure a certificate from the
recipient of the supply, issued
by the Chartered Accountant
(CA) or the Cost Accountant
(CMA), certifying that the
recipient has made the
required proportionate reversal
of ITC at his end in respect of
such credit note issued by the
supplier.

In cases, where the amount of
tax (CGST+SGST +IGST and
including compensation cess, if
any) involved in the discount
given by the supplier to a
recipient through tax credit
notes in a financial year does
not exceed Rs 5 lakh, then
instead of CA/CMA certificate,
then the supplier will have to
get an undertaking from the
said recipient.

Moore  Singhi  Executive
Director Rajat Mohan said the

circular has a retrospective
effect, impacting all demands
on this issue since 2017.
Taxpayers engaged in litigation
on this point can leverage this
clarification for relief.

“Going forward, this will
significantly ~ benefit  the
industry by clarifying the
process for issuing credit notes.

The circular mandates
obtaining CA/CMA
certifications or self-
certifications  for  smaller

transactions, which increases
the documentation burden and
necessitates  updates  to
accounting systems. This
circular demands meticulous
compliance but promises long-
term benefits in terms of
predictable and streamlined
GST operations,” Mohan said.
EY Tax Partner Saurabh
Agarwal said these documents,
with a unique ID number,
serve as proof for audits and
ensure consistent application

of GST rules on post-sale
discounts. This would help in
resolving the disputes between
the tax department and the
businesses.

In a separate circular, Central
Board of Indirect Taxes and
Customs (CBIC) clarified that
ITC is available to insurance
companies in respect of motor
vehicle  repair  expenses
incurred by them in case of
reimbursement mode of claim
settlement.

“In cases where the garage
issues two separate invoices in
respect of the repair services,
one to the insurance company
in respect of approved claim
cost and second to the
customer for the amount of
repair service in excess of the
approved claim cost, input tax
credit may be available to the
insurance company on the said
invoice issued to the insurance
company subject to
reimbursement of said amount
by insurance company to the
customer;’ it said.

However, if the invoice for the
full amount for repair services
is issued to the insurance
company while the insurance
company makes
reimbursement to the insured
only for the approved claim
cost, then, the input tax credit
may be available to the
insurance company only to the
extent of reimbursement of the
approved claim cost to the
insured, and not on the full
invoice value.

Rupee rises 13
paise to close
at 83.44 against
US dollar

The rupee appreciated 13
paise to settle at 83.44
(provisional) against the US
dollar on Thursday,
supported by a positive
trend in equity markets and
favourable domestic
macroeconomic profile.

It finally settled at 83.44
(provisional) against the
dollar, registering a gain of
13 paise from its previous
close.

On Wednesday, the rupee
depreciated 14 paise against
the US dollar and settled at
83.57.

The Indian rupee
appreciated on bond-related
foreign inflows ahead of
their inclusion in the JP
Morgan debt index, said
Anuj Choudhary - Research
Analyst at Sharekhan by
BNP Paribas.

Domestic markets touched
fresh record highs with the
Nifty breaching the 24,000-
mark for the first time,
supporting the domestic
currency.

Budget to accelerate pace of reforms, take many historic steps: President

he first budget of the

newly-formed NDA
government next month will
take “many historic steps” as
well as accelerate the pace of
economic reforms and lay a
roadmap for ‘far-reaching
policies’ and ‘futuristic vision’
of the government to make
India the world’s third largest
economy, President Droupadi
Murmu said on Thursday.
In her first address to the
joint sitting of Parliament
since the constitution of the
18th Lok Sabha, she outlined
the economic vision of the
NDA government as well as
highlighted achievements in
the past decade under Prime
Minister Narendra Modi.
A stable government with
clear majority is “a mandate
that the work of making India
a developed nation continues
uninterrupted and India
attains its goals”, she said.
The new government under
Modi is to present a full
Budget for the fiscal year

2024-25 (April 2024 to March
2025) next month which is
likely to lay down priorities in
matters of taxation and policy
as well as reform agenda for
the near term.

“This budget will be an
effective document of the
government’s far-reaching
policies and futuristic vision,”
she said.

“Along with major economic
and social decisions, many
historic steps will also be seen
in this budget,” she said
without elaborating.

“The pace of reforms will be
further accelerated in tune
with the aspirations of people
of  India for rapid
development,” she said.

With the National
Democratic Alliance (NDA)
retaining power for a third
consecutive term, analysts are

expecting  broad  policy
continuity, with the
government continuing to
prioritise infrastructure

capex, improvements to the
business environment, and
gradual fiscal consolidation.

The President said the resolve
to ‘reform, perform and
transform’ has made India
the fastest growing economy
in the world and the nation
has risen to become the 5th
largest economy from being
the 11th ranked economy.
From 2021 to 2024, India has
grown at an average rate of 8
per cent annually.

“India has achieved this
growth amidst the global
pandemic  and  despite
ongoing conflicts in different
parts of the world. This has
been made possible due to
reforms and major decisions
undertaken in the national
interest in the last 10 years,
she said, adding India alone is
contributing 15 per cent of
the global growth.

Now, the government is
striving to make India the 3rd
largest economy in the world,
she said. “Achieving this goal
will also strengthen the
foundation of a developed
India”

“During the phase of unstable
governments in the country

that lasted several decades,
many governments, even if
willing, were neither able to
bring reforms nor take
critical decisions. The people
of India have now changed
this situation by their decisive
mandate.

“Many such reforms have
taken place in the last 10
years, which are greatly
benefiting the nation today.
Even when these reforms
were being taken up, they
were opposed and attempts
were made to spread
negativity. But all these
reforms have stood the test of
time,” she said.

Highlighting the reforms, she
said to save India’s banking
sector from collapsing, the
government brought banking
reforms and made laws like
Insolvency and Bankruptcy
Code which have made the
country’s banking sector one
of the strongest banking
sectors in the world.

“Our public sector banks are
robust and profitable today.
Profits of public sector banks

have crossed Rs 1.4 lakh crore
in 2023-24, which is 35 per
cent higher than last year.
The strength of our banks
enables them to expand their
credit base and contribute to
the economic development of
the nation. The NPAs of
public sector banks are also
continuously decreasing,” she
said.

While SBI is earning record
profits and LIC is stronger

than ever, GST collections for
the first time ever crossed Rs
2 lakh crore in April.

Giving sneak purview to
priorities of the government,
Murmu said the government
is giving equal importance to
all the three pillars of the
economy — manufacturing,
services and agriculture.
Production-linked incentive
(PLI) schemes and ease of
doing business have

contributed to increasing
investments and employment
opportunities on a large scale.
“Along with the traditional
sectors, sunrise sectors are
also being promoted in
mission mode. Be it
semiconductor or solar, be it
electric vehicles or electronic
goods, be it green hydrogen
or batteries, be it aircraft
carriers or fighter Jets, India
is expanding in all these
sectors,” she said.

The government is also
making continuous efforts to
reduce the cost of logistics. It
is also strengthening the
services sector.
Simultaneously, investments
in green industries are being

increased, leading to an
increase in ‘green jobs.
Stating that India is

emerging as a leader in every
sector from IT to tourism and
from health to wellness, she
said this this is creating a

large number of new
opportunities for
employment and  self-
employment.

The President said in the last
10 years, the government has
placed great emphasis on
every aspect of the rural
economy. Agro-based
industries, dairy and fishery-
based industries are being
expanded  in  villages.
Cooperatives have been
accorded priority.

“A major problem of small

farmers is related to storage.
Therefore, my government
has commenced work on a
scheme to create the world’s
largest storage capacity in the
cooperative sector;” she said.
Under PM-Kisan Samman
Nidhi, more than Rs 3,20,000
crore have been disbursed to
farmers.
Policies, she said, were
focused on making India
more  self-reliant  and
increasing farmers’ income
through increased exports.

The President said the
government believes that
there should be healthy

competition among the states
to attract investors from all
over the world.

29% of new hires are marpied
710% of workforce are women:

Apple iPhone  maker
Foxconn has informed
the government that 25 per
cent of its new hires are
married women and its
safety  protocol,  which
requires all employees to
avoid wearing metal
irrespective of gender or
religion, is not
discriminatory, sources said.
In an informal note shared
with the government after
reports suggested it is not
hiring married women,
Foxconn stated that such
stipulations are not part of its
policy and these claims may
have been made by those
individuals who were not
hired, sources said.

They added that such media
reports malign the fast-
growing Indian
manufacturing sector.
Meanwhile, the Ministry of
Labour and Employment on
Wednesday has sought a
detailed report from the
Tamil Nadu labour
department on the issue of
married women not being
allowed to work at the
Foxconn India Apple iPhone
Plant, as reported by the
media.

“Foxconn had clarified that
25 per cent of the latest hires
are married women. This
would mean nearly one-third
of the total women are
married. This ratio compares
favourably to any factory in
this sector currently

operating in India,” one of
the sources said.

The  Foxconn  factory
currently has about 70 per
cent women and 30 per cent
men and the Tamil Nadu
plant is the largest factory for
women employment in the
country with the total
employment having touched
45,000 workers during peak
periods, they said.

The company has also
informed that the discussion
around Hindu married
women being discriminated
against for wearing metals
(ornaments and jewelry) is
“entirely  slanted”  and
wearing metal in such
factories is a safety issue, a
fact well recognised by both
the industry and the
government.

“Any person wearing metals -
man or woman - regardless
of their status (single or

women; nearly
Foxconn

married) and their religion
(Hindu, Muslim, Christian,
Sikh etc.) are required to

remove metals while
working in the factory, the
source said quoting the
company’s informal note.
For safety reasons, no one
wearing metal is allowed to
work on the shop floor and
this is a prevalent practice in
several industries.
According to sources, the
company has stated that the
media report is based on
anecdotal comments by 5-10
people or potential job
seekers.

These comments likely came
from candidates who did not
get the job or no longer work
at Foxconn.

No immediate comments
were received from Foxconn
in response to an email query
sent to the company on the
matter.

T giant Infosys MD and

CEO Salil Parekh has settled
with markets regulator Sebi a
case pertaining to alleged
violation of insider trading
norms after paying Rs 25 lakh.
He allegedly failed to put in
place “adequate and effective
systems” of internal control to
ensure  compliance  for
preventing insider trading,
according to an order passed
by the Securities and
Exchange Board of India
(Sebi).
The case emerged from Sebi’s
investigation between June 29,

CEQO Parekh settles insider
case with Sebi; pays 25 lakh

2020, and September 27, 2021,
in the matter of alleged insider
trading in the scrip of Infosys.
The regulator probe found
that certain information
which was Unpublished Price
Sensitive Information (UPSI)
had not been considered as
such by Infosys.

The latest ruling came after
Parekh proposed to Sebi to
settle the alleged violations
“without admitting or denying
the findings of fact” through a
settlement order.

“In view of the acceptance of
the settlement terms and
receipt of settlement amount
by Sebi, the specified

proceedings initiated against
the applicant (Parekh) vide
Show Cause Notice dated
August 3, 2023, are disposed
of in terms of The
settlement Regulations,” Sebi
said in its order passed on
Wednesday.

The case relates to a
partnership announcement
between Infosys and US-
based asset manager
Vanguard in July 2020. Under
the deal, Infosys was required
to provide a cloud-based
record keeping platform to

Vanguard.
The partnership, between
Infosys and  Vanguard,

considered as an expansion
move for the IT firm, fell
under  the ambit of
Unpublished Price Sensitive
Information (UPSI) requiring
compliance  with insider
trading norms. However, the
information had not been
considered as such by Infosys.
Under the insider trading
rules, the CEO and MD of a
listed company is responsible
for putting in place an
adequate and effective system
of internal control to ensure
compliance for preventing
insider trading.

In its order, Sebi noted that
Salil Parekh was the CEO and

MD of Infosys at the time of
the announcement of the
strategic partnership between
Infosys and Vanguard and
Sebi’s investigation concluded
that by not complying with
the rule, Parekh allegedly
violated insider trading rules.
In September 2021, the Sebi
passed an interim order in
September 2021 against two
entities for prima facie
violation of the provisions of
insider trading rules in the
context of alleged insider
trading in the scrip of Infosys.
Following this, a confirmatory
order was passed in December
2021.

samples. That much I can tell."
Even athletes who finished third
or below at the heat races in the
morning session of the opening
day on Thursday were seen
being asked by the DCOs to sign
the receipt of notification form
and agreement to undergo the
test.

The NADA team landed here on
Wednesday, a day before the
start of the championships.

A source also said there was out-
of-competition collection of
samples, which would mean
that it was done on Wednesday.
The officers refused the divulge
the exact or the possible sample
size.

Meanwhile, 100m national
record holder Manikanta
Hoblidhar of Karnataka made a
shock exit in the preliminary
round after finishing fifth in his
heat race with a time of 11.10

seconds. His national record
stands at 10.23s.

Kvaratskhelia and Georgia to
one of the biggest upsets in

and advancing to the last 16.
Georgia's No. 7 has admired
Ronaldo for years and had
spoken before the game of
how much he wanted his
hero's shirt. He got it, along
with a goal and a slice of soccer
history, on a frustrating night
for Ronaldo and Portugal.
"Before the match there was a
meeting and he wished me
success and it was so much for
me because I would never
imagine that he would come to
me and say something to me,"
Kvaratskhelia said in
translated comments. 'l
realized that I could do and we
could do so many things today

because it gave me
inspiration."
For Napoli forward

Kvaratskhelia, the win even
surpasses his club's historic
Italian title last year.

"This is the best day in my life
because it was more difficult to
do it with the Georgian team
than with Napoli," he said.

A banner at the Georgian fans'
end of the stadium said
"Believe," and they did.

The Georgians needed a win
to reach the knockout stage at
Euro 2024 and got their
opening goal after only 93
seconds. Georges Mikautadze
intercepted a poor pass and set
up Kvaratskelia to score with a
low shot.

Anténio Silva gave away the
ball before the first goal and
gave away a penalty for the

second, tripping  Luka
Lochoshvili inside the penalty
area. Mikautadze hit the spot
kick low and past Portugal
goalkeeper Diogo Costa in the
57th minute.

Georgia advanced in its debut
at a major tournament as one
of the best third-place teams.
Portugal had already qualified
from Group F after winning its
first two games.

The Georgians will next face
Spain on Sunday in Cologne,
while Portugal plays Slovenia
on Monday in Frankfurt.
Slovenia is another defense-
first team and it upset Portugal
2-0 in a March friendly.
Ronaldo is still without a goal
at Euro 2024. He felt he
deserved a penalty in the first
half and kicked away a water
bottle when he was substituted
in the 66th minute.

Ronaldo was given a yellow
card for his protests after his
penalty appeal was turned
down. He wanted the decision
after his shirt was pulled in the
area by Lochoshvili as a cross
came in. No foul was given.
With  Portugal  already
qualified, Ronaldo was one of
only three players kept in the
lineup from the previous 3-0

win over Turkey, along with
Costa and midfielder Jodo
Palhinha.

Portugal created little in the
second half as Georgia's
defense sat deep, but the 2016
champions had chances in
added time. Goalkeeper
Giorgi Mamardashvili kept
Georgia's two-goal lead intact
with saves from Nélson
Semedo and Diogo Dalot,
while Francisco Conceigdo
narrowly missed the target.

Portugal coach  Roberto
Martinez criticized "very
inconsistent” video reviews

but denied his team had
underestimated Georgia.
"This was a game where
Georgia was playing to be part
of history and we didn't match
their intensity," he said.

At the final whistle, Georgia's
players sprinted off the bench
to embrace Mamardashvili in
a huddle and leapt with joy in
front of their raucous fans.
Turkey beat the Czech
Republic 2-1 in the other
group match. The Turks also
advanced while the Czechs
were eliminated.

Georgia's  victory  also
eliminated Hungary, which
finished third in Group A.

Belgium advances to last 16 at Euro
2024 after 0-0 draw, Ukraine ellmmated

Belgium got the best out of a
0-0 draw at the European
Championship, advancing to
the last 16 while Ukraine
became the first team with
four points in a group to be
eliminated.

The downside for the Belgians
at Euro 2024 is they will next

face France and Kylian
Mbappe on Monday in
Duesseldorf.

"We go to win. We are here and
qualified for this Euro to be
part of the best teams. Now, we
face a top team," Belgium
coach Domenico Tedesco said.
"That's why we qualified,
otherwise we could stay at
home. These are the games
we're looking for, and
everything is possible."

All four teams in Group E
finished with four points.

Romania ended wup first,
followed by Belgium and
Slovakia. Ukraine was last on
goal difference.

Romania and Slovakia drew 1-
1 in Frankfurt and both
advanced to the knockout
stage.

Playing at Euro 2024 against
the backdrop of Russia's
invasion,  Ukraine came
agonizingly close to advancing
and will finish with more
points than at least one of the
four best third-place teams.
The 3-0 loss to Romania in the
team's opening game proved
to be decisive.

"In the last two games, we
showed the character of our
nation. But this is life, you

Ukraine coach Serhiy Rebrov
said.

Belgium, which lost to
Slovakia in its opening game,
struggled to get its offense
going again with Romelu
Lukaku failing to make the

most of his team's best chance
in the first half.

The Belgian fans booed their
players at the end of the game
at Stuttgart Arena, while
Ukrainian supporters, who
earlier held up a banner of a
fallen soldier named Nazariy
Hryntsevich, showed their
appreciation to the national
team.

"We wanted to bring them joy,
to make them proud. We left it
all on the field, but it wasn't
enough,” Ukraine defender
Oleksandr Tymchyk said.
Belgium will likely need to
improve against France, which
was the runner-up at the 2022
World Cup in Qatar.

While the French have also
been unconvincing, Belgium
was expected to advance with
ease from a group without any
of the traditional European
soccer powerhouses.

‘Wolvaardt has called for
more Tests in women's cricket
calendar and inclusion of red-
ball tournaments in the
rainbow nation's domestic
structure, ahead of their one-
off Test against India starting
here on Friday.
India and South Africa will
face off here at Chepauk for
only their third Test in history
and first in nearly 10 years, a
contest for which Wolvaardt
conceded her side is not fully
prepared for.
While a multi-day red-ball
women's competition was
resumed in India last season,
South Africa have no such
tournaments.

"Most of us don't have any
preparation in the format,
since we don't play domestic
four-day cricket. It's difficult,
since I have to leave the balls
that I have been cover-driving
my whole life, and I still tend to
play it by instinct,” Wolvaardt
said during a press conference
here on Thursday.

Citing the lack of preparation
for red-ball cricket fixtures
which are few and far between,
the star batter even suggested
scrapping the format.

"We either need to play more
Tests and incorporate it into
the domestic level, or we can
just leave it because playing
one or three Tests is very hard
to adapt to," she said.

"But I want to have more of it,"
Wolvaardt added.

South Africa's last outing in the
format was earlier this year in
February when they were
trounced by Australia by an
innings and 284 runs in Perth.

After this fixture against India,

South Africa's next Test
assignment will be against
England in December.

"Getting the opportunity to

play more red-ball cricket is
awesome.  Having  three
scheduled in a calendar year is
pretty cool," she added.

"T personally really enjoy the
format. So, this Test will be a
huge challenge for us, and
hopefully, we will adapt to the
conditions well."

"Women's Tests, in general, is a
bit unknown as neither teams
have too much experience in it.
India does have a good home
advantage and winning here
will be a tough challenge, but
we are up for it," she added.
The pitch is expected to be
spin-friendly while there is also
forecast of rain.
"Preparation-wise, we have
been facing a lot of spin in the
nets lately since it will be the
biggest threat here. The balls

endar

were staying low at the nets
yesterday," Wolvaardt said.
"Batting-wise, it's going to be a
big challenge. But thankfully,
we have a few top spinners in
our squad who are licking their
lips and getting ready for the
game tomorrow. Hopefully,
they are going to put on a great
show," she added.

The focus will be on young talent,
especially the debutantes, when
the Indian women's cricket team
squares off against South Africaina
one-off Test starting here on Friday,
a decade after the two teams last
clashed in a five-day game.

With Test cricket not being a
regular affair for women, as many as
five in the Indian squad could get a
debut in the longest format, after
having established themselves and
proved their mettle in the limited-
overs circuit.

Also, with India coming off a 3-0
clean sweep in the preceding ODI
series against the same side, the
momentum is surely with the hosts
although this will be a different
format altogether.

The likes of Uma Chetry, Priya
Punia, Saika Ishaque, Arundhati

Reddy and Shabnam Shakil will be
the ones to watch as they prepare
for their Test debut.

The last time India competed in a
red-ball match was December 2023,
which was their first Test outing in
two years.

Playing back-to-back home Tests
against England and Australia (one
each), the hosts were successful in
both instances. The Indians last
played South Africa in a Test back
in 2014 in Mysore, winning it by a
comprehensive innings and 34-run
margin.

Although the focus has generally
been on white-ball cricket for the
Indian women, head coach Amol
Muzumdar has mentioned that
there will be more red-ball cricket
going forward.

He has said that having a Women's
Test Championship will add more
value to the bilateral Tests.

"It's not a bad idea to have a
(Women's) Test Championship,
something we can look forward to.
But that is for the Board (BCCI and
ICC) to decide. If it happens, it's
indeed better for the game," he had
said on Wednesday.

While Harmanpreet Kaur will lead
the side with five Tests under her
belt, vice-captain Smriti Mandhana
is the most experienced of the lot,
having played a Test more that her
skipper.

Both Mandhana and Jemimah
Rodrigues were in good form
against England and Australia.
They would once again back
themselves to come up with a solid
show with the bat against the South
Africans here.

The likes of Shafali Verma and
Deepti Sharma will also be expected
to come good as they are currently
the team's second and third-highest

run-scorers respectively in the
format.

As for bowling, Deepti Sharma and
Pooja Vastrakar were lethal forces

that gave the England and Australia
a hard time in December.

Also, Sneh Rana's off-breaks could
be a nightmare for the Proteas,

especially on the Chennai track,
which is traditionally known to
assist spinners.

As for South Africa, the women
have played just one Test in two
years, against Australia in Perth this
February, which the latter won
comprehensively.

Even the South African side has five
names in line for Test debuts.
However, the team led by Laura
Wolvaardt will continue to rely
heavily on all-rounders Sune Luus
and Delmi Tucker along with
Tazmin Brits.

With the ball, Masabata Klaas and
Anneke Bosch are their top wicket-
takers, while spinner Nonkululeko
Mlaba can be tricky to face on this
track.

Chepauk has hosted only one
women's Test to date, back in 1976
when India drew against the West
Indies.

However, Muzumdar asserted that
the team is aware of the demands
here and will play accordingly.
