Lok Sabha Election Resuits 2024 India’s
youngest candidates becoming MPS at 23

Shambhavi Choudhary and Sanjana Jatav were fielded by the Lok Janshakti Party (LJP) and the Congress
party, respectively, while Pushpendra Saroj and Priya Saroj contested on the Samajwadi Party's ticket.

After winning the Lok
Sabha elections 2024, at
least four candidates aged
25 are poised to become the
youngest Members of

Parliament (MPs).

Shambhavi Choudhary and
Sanjana Jatav were fielded
by the LJP and Congress,
respectively, while Push
pendra Saroj and Priya
Saroj contested on the

Samajwadi Party's ticket.

Shambhavi Choudhary

Shambhavi Choudhary, a
leader from the Lok
Janshakti Party (LJP),
became India's youngest
Member of Parliament on
June 4 after winning the
Lok Sabha celections 1n
Bihar's Samastipur. She
defeated Congress' Sunny

Hazar1 by a wide margin of
1,87,251 votes.

Choudhary, at just 25 years
old, 1s a third-generation
politician. Her father,
Ashok Choudhary, 1s a
prominent JDU leader and
one of the most influential
ministers 1n Nitish Kumar's
cabinet. He previously
switched to the JD(U) from
Congress.

Choudhary formally joined
the Chirag Paswan-led Lok
Janshakti Party (Ram Vilas)
ahead of the 18th Lok
Sabha elections. In the 2019
Lok Sabha elections, the
Samastipur seat was won by
LJP candidate Prince Raj,
son of former MP Ram
Chandra Paswan, with
Congress' Ashok Ram as

the runner-up.
Choudhary's grandfather,
the late Mahavir
Choudhary, was also a
Congress member and a
state minister during the
party's rule 1n Bihar.
Shambhavi has pursued a
Master of Arts in Sociology
from the prestigious Delhi
School of Economics.

She 1s the daughter of
Ashok Choudhary, a
prominent JDU leader and
influential minister 1n
Nitish Kumar's cabinet, and
the daughter-in-law of
Acharya Kishore Kunal, a
social reformer and former
IPS officer. Shambhavi 1s
married to Saayan Kunal.

Sanjana Jatav

Sanjana Jatav, also aged 25,
belongs to the Dalit
community. She attained
her graduation from
Maharaja Surajmal Bry
University in 2019. Jatav 1s
married to Kaptan Singh, a
police constable serving 1n
Rajasthan, and they are
blessed with two children.

In her affidavit submitted to
the Election Commuission,
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Jatav declared total assets
worth Rs 23 lakh and

liabilities amounting to Rs
7 lakh.

Despite facing defeat in the
2023 Rajasthan Assembly
elections to BJP's Ramesh
Khedi by a narrow margin
of 409 votes, Jatav showed
resilience. She ran a spirited
campaign for the Lok
Sabha elections and
achieved a historic victory
for the grand old party,
which had failed to win any
seats inthe 2019 polls.

Pushpendra Saroj

SP candidate Pushpendra
Saro] secured his first
electoral victory by
winning the Kaushambi
parliamentary constituency
seat, defeating his closest
rival and sitting BJP MP
Vinod Kumar Sonkar by an
impressive margin of
1,03,944 votes. Saroj
garnered 5,09,787 votes
while Vinod Kumar Sonkar
managed just 4,05,843
votes. This victory also
catapulted Pushpendra
Saroj into the position of the
country’s youngest MP.

Expressing his gratitude
upon becoming the youn
gest MP, Saroj emphasised
his commit ment to
amplifying the voices of the
people and addressing their
concerns 1n Parliament. He
sought the continued
support of the electorate 1n
his mission.

Saroj, who completed his
graduation from Queen
Mary University of London
in 2019, achieved more
than just personal success
with this win. He also
avenged his father Indrajeet

Saroj’s defeat in the 2019
polls on the same seat.

Indrajeet Saroj, a five-time
MLA and former UP
cabinet Minister, lost to
BJP’s Vinod Kumar Sonkar
by 38,722 votes. Intere
stingly, Pushpendra
emerged victorious against
Sonkar, who was seeking a
third consecutive term from

the Kaushambi seat 1n
2024.

Priya Saroj

Priya Saroj won the
Machhlishahr seat by a
margin of 35,850 votes,
defeating the sitting BJP
MP Bholanath. Priya is the
daughter of Toofani Saroj, a
three-time MP.Though the
party has said 1t will review
1ts perfor mance,
Samajwadi Party leader
Rajpal Kashyap termed its
loss the verdict of the
people, who voted to
protect the Constitution and
keep reservation intact.




BJP FALTER IN UP

Lok Sabha seats in Uttar
Pradesh are generally
divided across six regions --
Western Uttar Pradesh,
Purvanchal, Bundelkhand,
Awadh, Braj, and
Rohilkhand.

The BJP, which romped
to power 1n 2019 on the
back of an unequivocal
mandate from UP, winning
62 of 1ts 80 seats, was cut to
size this time and had to be
content with only 33 seats.

While a political post
mortem 1s still underway,
the party's halving came
despite a fiery campaign,
which featured a comm
unally charged rhetoric, a
castigating contrast bet
ween Ram bhakts and Ram
drohis, and vote-seeking in
the name of a temple.

UP's 80 seats are
distributed thus: Western
UP-10, Braj-8, Awadh-20,
Rohilkhand-11, Bundel
khand-5, and Purvanchal-
26.

In Western UP --
composed of Saharanpur,
Kairana, Muzaffarnagar,
Binor, Nagina, Amroha,
Meerut, Baghpat,
Ghaziabad, and Gautam
Buddha Nagar -- BJP won
four seats, down from six in

2019.
Its ally Rashtriya Lok Dal

won two seats.
The Samajwadi Party

won two while Congress
and Azad Samaj Party won

one seatrespectively.
Of Awadh's 20 seats,

which 1nclude such key
constituencies as Amethi,
Raebareli, and Lucknow,
BJP could win only nine,
while SP and Congress won
seven and four seats

respectively.
The biggest blow in the

region came from Faizabad,
the city of the newly
constructed Ram temple,
which sent the BJP
candidate packing despite a
vociferous campaign by the

party in the name of Ram.
Maneka Gandhi and

Smrit1 Irani, both big
leaders from the party, lost
Sultanpur and Amethi

respectively.
Irani's defeat seemed to

NEET-UG Row: Supreme Court notice to
National Testing Agency, Gentre on
pleas seeking prohe into NEET 2024

The NTA, meanwhile, said 1t wanted to withdraw three other petitions,
which were seeking transfer of cases from high courts to the top court

The Supreme Court on June
14 asked the National
Testing Agency and the
Centre to respond to pleas
seeking a probe by a
committee chaired by a
retired Supreme Court or
High Court judge or an
Investigation agency into
allegations of question
paper leak and
discrepancies 1n the
undergraduate National
Eligibility-cum-Entrance
Test (NEET-UG) 2024.

Petitioners appearing
before a Vacation Bench of
Justices Vikram Nath and
Sandeep Mehta urged the
“imminent need for a CBI
investigation”.

“Can a CBI investigation be
ordered ex parte today? Is
that your submission? We
are not rejecting your relief,
but let them file their
response,” Justice Nath
addressed the lawyers
appearing for a clutch of
petitioners.

One of the petitions,
represented by advocate
Charu Mathur, said there
was a growing demand,
even within the Indian
Medical Association (IMA)
Junior Doctors Network,
for a CBI probe into the
“record number of students
scoring perfect scores”.

The petition represented by
Ms. Mathur highlighted that
the Opposition and other
leaders of the country have
demanded a probe into the

alleged 1rregularities in NEET 2024 results, in New Delhi on June 09, 2024.

NEET results.

“This clearly shows there
has been 1llegality and
arbitrariness 1in the
evaluations and results of
the examination which need
to be taken cognisance of
and probe needs to be
carried out,” petitioners
Aarsh Samir Vyas and
others pointed out.

They alleged irregularities
like students receiving
different marks on their
scorecards compared to
their OMR sheets;
unprecedented inflation of
cut-off and average marks
resulted 1n an
unprecedented 67
candidates achieving a
perfect score of 720/720;
six of these toppers were
from the same exam centre
in Haryana; students having
scored 718 and 719 marks,
which 1s “statistically
questionable”; no
disclosure of
method/criteria adopted for
grant of compensatory
marks for loss of time, etc.

Issuing formal notice to the
National Testing Agency
(NTA), which holds NEET,
and the Centre, the court
asked them to file therr
replies 1n two weeks. The
petitions were scheduled
for hearing on July 8, along
with several others filed
carlier. A slew of petitions
have been filed in the apex
court on the NEET-UG
exam, including the award
of grace marks.

With burgeoning litigation
and public furore about the
exam, Justice Nath’s
Bench, 1n an order on June
13, recorded NTA’s
decision to conduct a re-
test for 1563 candidates
who were given grace
marks.

“We did not direct the
NTA... NTA itself decided
to hold the re-exam. We
said 1n the order that i1t was
the right way to do things,”
Justice Nath corrected a
counsel who happened to
submit that the NTA was

acting on the court’s
direction on June 13.

The NTA has also separately
approached the apex court
to transfer petitions pending
in various High Courts to
the Supreme Court. The
Bench 1ssued notice 1n
NTA’s transfer petitions.

Meanwhile, during.the
hearing, the top court stood
firm by its stand against
changing the counselling
date from July 6. A lawyer
wanted i1t to be shifted to
July 9, a day after the apex
court hearing on July 8.
“No... that (to change the
counselling date) has
already been considered and
dismissed,” Justice Nath
told the lawyer.

The NEET (UG)
examination, which 1s under

a cloud, was conducted by
the NTA on May 5 at 4750
centres 1n 571 cities
(including 14 cities abroad)
for more than 24 lakh
candidates.

Among the 23 Malyalis
taken home, the last rites of
12 -- Arun Babu, Sreejesh
Thankappan Nair, MP
Bahulayan, Binoy Thomas,
P V Muraleedharan,
Sumesh Pillai, Umarudheen
Shameer, Viswas Krishnan,

Nitin Koothur, Kuppante
Purakkal Nooh, KR Ranjith
and Kelu Ponmaler1 -- were
performed on Friday.

The ambulances carrying
mortal remains of
Thiruvananthapuram native
Arun Babu and two Kannur
natives were the first to
depart. Police escort
vehicles accompanied the
ambulances to facilitate
smooth traffic flow.

Following a guard of
honour, ambulances carried

the deceased from Kerala
and Tamil Nadu to their
respective homes.
Meanwhile, arrangements
are underway to airlift the
body of the Karnataka
native.

District authorities have
been assigned the
responsibility of receiving
and transporting the
remains.

Chief Minister Pinarayi
Vijayan and state ministers
received the remains of 31
victims at Kochi. Members
of the public paid therr
respects to the departed at
the Nedumbassery Cargo
Airport. Union Minister
Suresh Gopi and
Opposition Leader VD
Satheesan also paid tribute
to the deceased.

The Indian Air Force's C-
130J transport aircraft,
carrying the mortal remains
of the 45 Indians lost 1n the
Kuwait fire tragedy,
touched down at Cochin

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International Airport by
10.25 am on Friday. Union
Minister of State for

External Affairs Kirti
Vardhan Singh, who
coordinated with Kuwaiti
authorities for the swift
repatriation, was aboard the
aircraft The tragic incident
claimed the lives of at least
50 migrant workers,
including 45 Indians, with
24 being Malayalis.
Additionally, 49
individuals sustained
injuries. Immigration,
customs, and airport health
office formalities for all 45
Indians were completed in
Kochi. While the remains
of 31 individuals—23 from
Kerala, 7 from Tamil Nadu,
and lfrom Karnataka
—were handed over to
authorities 1n Kochi, the
remaining 14 bodies will be
transported to Delhi on the
same aircraft as a domestic
flight after clearance.
