Shah Holds Meet On Waterlogging, Plan May Take 4 Years

New Delhi: Heavy downpour
and subsequent waterlog-
ging on Friday has brought
focus back on the need to
overhaul the city’s drainage
system. Union home mini-
ster Amit Shah held a mee-
ting with senior Delhi offici-
als on Saturday to discuss the
issue of waterlogging and
find a solution to the nagging
problem that returns to
haunt the people of the city
every time it rains heavily,
While Shah directed the
officials to maintain inter-de-
partment coordination,
complete desilting of drains
attheearliestand take tempo-
rary measures to solve local
problems, officials maintai-
ned that the city will have to
deal with waterlogging un-
less the city gets a new drai-
nage system. They, however,
agreedthatitwilltakeatleast
4 years to put in place the new
drainage set up that suits the
requirement of the ever-gro-
wing population in both ur-
ban areas as well as the un-
planned colonies of Delhi.
Delhi chief secretarv Na-
resh Kumar said the city has
been divided in three parts -
Najafgarh basin, Barapullah
basin and Trans-Yamuna ba-
sin — and consultants have al-
ready been appointed to prepa-

re the drainage plan for each
of them. “We are likely to get
the report by March next yvear
and once approved, it will take
at least three yvears for modify
the city's drainage system as
perthenew plan,” Kumarsaid.

There are multiple agen-
cies in Delhi that manage the
city's big and small drains
while the high court has cal-
led for a single agency to look
after them. With the current
design of the drainage sy-
stem, which was put in place
almost 50 yvears ago in 1976,
Delhi can easily drain only
a0mm of rain in a day. Howe-
ver, the city came to its knees
whenever it witnessed massi-
ve intense rains, On Friday,
Delhi saw 228mm of rainfall

and almost the entire city got
submerged. In 2023, 153mm of
rainfall was recorded on July
9 and 107.3mm on July 10,
which led to widespread wa-
terlogging across the city re-
sulting in long traffic jams.

It was in 2009 that the then
LG Tejendra Khanna had di-
rected the civic bodies to pre-
pare a master plan for the wa-
tershed anddrainage system.
The project was given to II'T-
Delhi in 2012 . Almost five ye-
ars since the report was sub-
mitted in 2018, a modern drai-
nage master plan continues
toevade the capital.

ment department said the ci-
ty's faulty drainage system
was the making of evervone.

In posh
localities such as Civil Lines,
which was flooded after the
Yamuna spilled over, Panch-
sheel, Hauz Khas and all
others, drains have been co-
vered to park vehicles,” Negi
said. “I don't blame the govt
agencies. I blame the citizens
forthis problem,” he added.

Former additional direc-
tor general in central public
works department, MCT Pa-
reva, who served in the irri-
gation and flood control de-
partment of Delhi govt twice
as chief engineer, said the
first spell of rain always le-
ads to waterlogging. “Most
drains are covered and diffi-
cult to clean. Also, our engi-
neers are not trained to deal
with the situation when it ra-
ins somuch. The disaster ma-
nagement teams should con-
duct a drill before the monso-
on tocheck if the system isfi-
ne,” Pareva said.

While he also advocated
for a new drainage master
plan for Delhi, Pareva said if
the 1976 plan is properly imp-
lemented, the problem of wa-
terlogging won't occur.

Bodies of 3 labourers retrieved in Vasant Vihar

New Delhi: After a 24-hour-long opera-
tion, teams from Delhi Fire Service (DFS)
and National Disaster Response Force
(NDRF) retrieved the bodies of three la-
bourers who fell intoa pit for basement at
an under-construction building in south
Delhi’s Vasant Vihar on Friday

A senior DFS officer said two bodies
were recovered around 9 am on Satur-
day, and the third one was retrieved 20
minutes later. The pit had been dugup to
construct the basement of a building in

B block of Vasant Vihar:

The bodies of Santosh Pal (19), San-
tosh Ram (19), and Daya Ram (45), all na-
tives of Bihar, have been recovered, a po-

lice officer said

Santosh, aresident of Araria village

who studied up till classl0, had come to
Delhi just amonth before the accident to
earn a living and send money back ho-
me, said Dilkhush, his friend. "At the
construction site, he was hired to cut
iron bars as a daily wage labourer. He
wanted to give a good life to his family
but sadly he died,” he added.

The firefighters said that the labou-
rers had set up 3-4 temporary shelters
(jhuggis) right on the edge of the pit for
basement was dug up. Due to heavy rain,
trees, as well asthese shelters, fell inside
the pit due to the mud underneath sli-
ding because of the rain.

Other labourers present on the site
informed TOIT that though three bodies
have been recovered; they were not the
only ones who fell into the pit. A middle-
aged man and a woman had also fallen

into the pit, but they grabbed the branch
of atree that fell inside and managed to
survive. However, another shelter right
above the basement, in which the securi-
tv guard was living, didn't fall.

The officer said that the major chal-
lenge in this rescue operation was to
pump out all the water from the dug-up
basement to retrieve the bodies. Since
the water had filled up to 12 feet, more
than 6-8 fire units were used by DFS to
pump out the water, and subsequently,
MCD also pumped out water. With the
help of NDRE the bodies could be retrie-
ved, he added.

Another challenge was removing the
semi-solid mud slush formed due to the
debris of the material used by the labou-
rers to build their makeshift shelters,
the officer added.

Following the heaviest
downpour in June in 88
years on Friday, the orange-
clad men were in a rush
on Saturday to finish
desilting that par-
ticular stretch. And
although manual
scavenging has been
banned in India, the
practice continues.
Urban local bodies
and private contrac-
tors employ people
to manually clear
clogged sewers and
drains of mud, waste
and plastic bags.

Tunnel Vision: Drainage Was Overlooked

Transit Corridor Got Filled With Rainwater After Silt In Drain 12A Blocked Flow On Friday

New Delhi: The age-old ada-
ge of haste makes waste en-
capsulates the quandary of
the subterranean Pragati
Maidan transit corridor,
where expedited construc-
tion has resulted in compli-
cations that persistently in-
convenience commuters. On
Friday the heavy rainfall
caused rainwater to accumu-
late in low-lying areas on the
slip road of Mathura Road,
along which are located VIP
bungalows. The natural out-
fall is into two drains: the re-
gulator drain No. 12A and a
smaller drain near Bhairon
Mandir. Both connect with a
largerdrain managed by Del-
hi govt's irrigation & flood
control department.

The silt in drain No. 12A
obstructed the flow of water
from Mathura Road, Supre-
me Court area and Tilak
Bridge, resulting in a back-
flow. The water was dumped
into the main tunnel, cau-
sing accumulation from both
the basement and above.
"While the Bhairon Marg
drain was working fine, dra-
inNo.12A caused adischarge
problem. We have written to
the municipal corporation
on the lack of silting," clai-
med a PWD official.

A fi-
ve-member PWD committee
formed in March submitted
a report in April about the

area’s problems, but govt
agencies didn't take any
steps to prevent or manage
the waterlogging in and aro-

The expert report deter-
mined that one of the rea-
sons for the waterlogging
was the involvement of two
different agencies working
on different components of
the Pragati Maidan complex
redevelopment. The tunnel
network, connected with
Bharat Mandapam managed
by ITPO, experiences signifi-
cant water infiltration from
the underground parking
ramps and branch tunnels
after every spell of rain lea-
ding to frequent closure of
the tunnel. PWD, responsib-
le for managing the transit
network, attributes the pro-
blem to the incomplete drai-
nage system within the Bha-
rat Mandapam campus.

Among the suggestion
made by the expert commit-
tee in its report, dumping of
water by civic authorities,
mainly NDMC, around the
tunnel was a major problem
and should be stopped. An
NDMC official countered,
"This is just a blame game. It

As Anuj started to run to save
himself, the two attackers
chased him down the road for
around 100 metres, firing at
him almost adozen times.

Six bullets hit Anuj. Four
bullets pierced his body while
two scraped pasthisarm.

Footage from CCTV cam-
eras installed in the market
shows a youth in a black T-
shirt Anuj running
through the market crowd. As
twomen in red and vellow tees
chase him, Anujcrashesintoa
tin shed and slumps to the
ground. The attacker in the
vellow T-shirt fires at him
first, while his accomplice
joins him after a few seconds.

Anuj's father Ranbir Singh
lodged a police complaint. He
said his son was returning
home to Kadarpur village from

HBR Chowk along with his un-
cle when he was attacked.

“At the market, Anuj was
sitting in his car and drinking
Juice while my brother was
buying fruits at a nearby stall.
Two vouths crashed their bike
into Anuj's car from behind.
When he came out, they start-
ed to fire at him. My son tried
to flee, but the assailants
caught up with him and

Anuj Dayama was having
juice in his car at Ullawas
market when the two
assailants crashed into
the vehicle and shot him

pumped six bullets into him.
He was taken to a hospital,
where he succumbed to inju-
ries during treatment,” Singh
said in his complaint.

An FIR was lodged against
the unknown attackers under
sections 302 (murder), 34 (com-
mon intent)and otherrelevant
provisions of the Indian Penal
Code. A senior police officer
said that they were scanning
CCTV footage to identify the
attackers. The cops are also
tracing Anuj’s criminal ante-
cedents, cops said.

“We have come across
three FIRs against Anuj as
well. We are analvsing them to
find out if the attack on him
was the result of some old en-
mity,"” an officer said.

Over 36 flights were can-
celled on Saturday and over 40
were delayved,

IndiGo cancelled 23 flights
and SpicedJet two at T-1 on Sa-
turday till .30 pm. Six IndiGo
flichts were cancelled at T-2
and one each of IndiGo and
Alliance airlines at T-3 till Sa-
turday evening.

After the operations at
Terminal-1 were suspended,
alldeparturesandarrivalsof
IndiGo were shifted to both
T-2 and T-3, while operations
of Spicedet were moved to
T-2. Only domestic flights of
IndiGGo and SpiceJet operate
from T-1, averaging 200
flights a day including arri-
vals and departures.

Passengers claimed that
thev received messages about
thedelay Ayvushman, who had
booked a flight from Kolkata
to New Delhi, said, “My flight
on Saturday was initially
scheduledtoarriveat T-1, butl
was informed that it will now
land at T-2."

Siblings kidnapped with car as parents

New Delhi: A nightmare unfolded for a
businessman who had come to Delhi
with his family from Gurgaon to enjoy
some street food. His 1-vear-old daugh-
ter and 3-year-old son were Kidnapped in
Shakarpur on Friday. The parents had
left them in their vehicle near a sweet
shop when the abductor drove the car
away and later demanded a hefty ransom
of Rs 50 lakh for their safe return. Police
were, however, turned the tables on the
Kidnapper and rescued the children from
Samaypur Badli within three hourseven
if the suspects managed to escape.

Police received information about the
Kidnapping at11. 40 pm. A team rushed to
the scene and met the parents at Heera
Sweets on Vikas Marg. A police officer

the children requested sweets. The pa-
rents were gone only for six or seven mi-
nutes. When they came out of the shop
they found the car missing. The father re-
ceived a phone call soon after in which the
kidnapper demanded a ransom of Rs 50
lakh for the release of the two children.”

Thechild'sfathertold the media later
that the kidnapper insisted on the pay-
ment of ransom at any cost. "My daugh-
ter was in a panic and told us on the pho-
nenottocall thecops,"thefathersaid. He
stayed on the phone continuously with
the kKidnapper.

Sagar Singh Kalsi, joint commissio-
ner of police, immediately formed te-
ams under the leadership of inspector
Sanjay Gupta. One team accompanied
the mother, another the father, while two
other teams started pursuing the family

father throughout.

Minor’s rape, murder

New Delhi: The investiga-
tion into the gang-rape and
murder of ald-vear-old girl in
outer Delhi’s Narela has reve-
aled that the suspects had be-
enplanningtocommitthecri-
me for a long time. Both had
previously attempted to enti-
ce the girl but were unsuc-
cessful, police said.

On Thursday, they mana-
ged to take her to a secluded
location to rape and allegedly
ended her life when she resis-
ted, a police officer said.

Suspects Rahul (20) and
his friend Devdutt {30) were
victim'’s neighbours and she
referred to them as elder brot-
hers and would often play
with them, the officer said,
adding both have a history of
liguor addiction, and police
are investigating whether
they have previously assaul-
ted any other minor.

Police received informa-
tion about the incident at
12.29am on June 28. The girl's
family informed police that
she was playing outside her
home and later went missing.

Her body was recovered
later and Rahul, who worked
in a rubber cyvlinder tube-ma-

king factory, and Devdutt,
whoworksinanumbrellafac-
tory in Narela, were arrested,
the officer said.

During interrogation,
both the suspects told cops
that they had been planning
the crime for a long time and
had also tried previously but
were not able tofind the right
opportunity. “On Thursday,
they saw the girl playing and,
on the pretext of some food,
they took her and committed
the crime,” the officer said.

Govt readies fifth
home for sr citizens

New Delhi: Delhi govt's new
home for senior citizens in
northwest Delhi’s Paschim
Vihar is ready and awaiting
inauguration. Officials said
this would be the fifth such fa-
cility in the capital for the old
and infirm.

The social welfare depart-
ment currently operates four
old age homes in Bindapur,
Wazirpur, Tahirpur and Kan-
ti Nagar, while eight others,
including the one in Paschim
Vihar, are at various stagesof
planning and construction.

A senior official of the so-
cial welfare department said
the five-storey geriatric care
building is complete and can
be opened anytime for the ci-
ty's elderly who need shelter.
The new residential home for
senior citizens will be able to
accommodate 96 persons.

“The building was comple-
ted early this vear. We just need
to give some final touches,
which can be done 10-15 days
before the inauguration. The
no objection certificate from
the fire department will have
to be taken before the opening
of the centre,” said an official.

Destitute men and women

aged 60 yvears and above, who
are bona fide residents of Del-
hi and do not have anvone to
support or maintain them,
are eligible to stay in old age
homes provided they do not
suffer from any infectious or
communicable disease.

Free accommodation, food,
clothes, bedding, TV-radio, bo-
oks, an entertainment centre
with frequent religious and
spiritual programmes, and fa-
cilities for health check-ups
and physiotherapy are regu-
larly provided to residents. Of-
ficials said round tables are al-
so set up for the elderly so that
they can “interact with each
other, sit together and talk abo-
uttheirjoys and sorrows”,

“Though nobody would
want to see people living in
oldage homes, thegovt'sjobis
to build such facilities and
provide all amenities for the-
ir comfortable stay We will
make cutting-edge facilities
available free of costtosenior
citizens in old age homes,”
the official said.

Another old age home in
Sarita Vihar is likely to be rea-
dy in 2025. There are plans o
build more such homes in Va-
sant Kunj, Janakpuri, Rohini,
Geeta Colony and Chhatarpur

Chronic stress thus caus-
es a chronic state of hyperarousal of
our nervous system, i.e. vou stay in a
continuous flight or fight situation
thereby not able to relax or focus on the
day to day activities and gradually may
slip into social withdrawal and persis-
tent state of sadness. So the first step 1s
to identify your stressors. Make a stress
diary. Identify people, places or situa-
tions that make vou uncomfortable.
Then ask yourself why it happens. Is
the person or situation as important as
vou are making it out to be or just an
automatic pattern of thoughts based on
perceived notions or beliefs. And final-
v, what is the best way to deal with it?
Thinking of past events or repeating
negative scenarios in the brain only
increases the stress chemicals causing
vou to get stuck in the loop of anxiety
and avoiding what may cause anxiety

It's
therefore important to either change that
environment or ]HEII']'I 10 ma Nndge siress
by developing positive perspectives and
engaging in activities that inspire positive
attitndes. You haven't mentioned yvour age
but I am assuming you are in school and
are aware how the environment is impact-
ing you. Even though it's easier said than
done for a child to take the necessary
action to change their environment, [
strongly recommend that vour parents
are apprised of the situation and seek
psyvchological counselling. Sometimes
parents are so overwhelmed with their
own 1ssues that they become oblivious to
what’s happening to their own child and
it may help when they are informed what
1s happening. You need to let them know
how yvou are feeling. If vou think vou can't
talk to your parents directly, please reach
out to a school counsellor, family relative,
or another adult in your surroundings
vou can trust to convey your distress and
garner your support. At the same time,
try to focus on activities that make vou
feel happier, like sports or theatre. Expres-
sive arts can help vou deal with your
emotions and understand other people’s
perspectives.

Instead
of acceptingthe summary re-
port, the court ordered the in-
vestigator to probe further
under CrPC Section 173(8)
(further investigation can
be done in respect of an of-
fence wherein a police report
or chargesheet has been
forwarded to amagistrate).
As per complainant’s ad-
vocate Rajesh Mishra, the
court observed that impor-

tant witnesses in the case
who were cited by the Bulgar-
ian were not examined by the
investigator. It said that not
recording statements of im-
portant wilmesses caused
damage to case and these wit-
nesses need to be examined.
Thecourtalsosaidthe po-
lice ignored important docu-
mentsanddirected the inves-
tigatorto take them into con-
sideration during further in-
vestigation.

Agra: Ten days after a mob
allegedly lynched Moham-
mad Farid, 35, in Aligarh, an
FIR was filed against him,
his brother and five others
Saturday. The FIR was regis-
tered under 1PC sections 395
(dacoity) and 354 (assault or
criminal force to woman),
reports Deepak Lavania.

In her complaint, the wife
of textile trader Mukesh
Chand Mittal, alleged that Fa-
rid, his brother Zakiand their
aides carried out a dacoity at
her house. She claimed that
Farid threatened her at gun-
point, snatched her gold
chain, and took Rs 2.5 lakh
cash and jewellery from her

DSP Rakesh Sisodia said,
“On basis of the complaint,
an FIR was filed against sev-
en persons, including Farid,
who died purportedly after
being beaten by a mob, and
two unknown persons. The
matter is being investigated.”

OnJunel8, Farid was bea-
ten todeath by agroup of men
whosuspected him of theft. A
purported video of the inci-
dent was circulated on social
media. It showed the assanlt
with sticks, sparking wide-
spread outrage. The next day,
police arrested six accused
after registering an FIR
against 10 named and a dozen
unidentified people in con-
nection with the lynching.

Following the incident,
police claimed Farid was at-
tacked after he was seen com-
ing out of Mittal’s house and
running towards the gate. In
his police complaint, Zaki
claimed the group attacked
Farid “only after they came
to know about his religion”.

Zaki told TOI Saturday:
“An FIR was filed against my
dead brother under pressure
from politicians and right-
wing functionaries to divert
attention from his murder.”

Rule 48(1)(b) too al-
lows govt to retire an
emplovee after complet-
ing 30 vears of service, in
public interest.

The guidelines for eval-
uating cases fit for prema-
ture retirement were is-
sued by DoPT in 2020.
These lay down the time
schedule for the exercise
of review of performance
of govt servants by the
concerned departiments.

“The objective is to
strengthen the adminis-
trative machinery by de-
veloping responsible and
efficient administration at
all levels and to achieve ef-
ficiency, economy and
speed In disposal of govt
functions,” DoPT said.

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UGC’s push for
pen-paper NET,
CUET-UG now
under scanner

New Delhi: National Testing
Agency (NTA) late on Friday
announced new dates for three
exams: National Common En-
trance Test (NCET), University
Grants Commission-National
Eligibility Test (UGC-NET),
and Joint Council of Scientific
and Industrial Research
(CSIRYUGC-NET. All these ex-
ams will be conducted as com-
puter-based tests (CBT). This
raises the question: why were
UGC-NET and Common Uni-
versity Enitrance Test-Under-
graduate (CUET-UG), overseen
by UGC and administered by
NTA, shifted to pen-paper and
hybrid (partially pen-paper)
modes respectively? Ministry
of education as well as seven-
memberexam reform panelare
reviewing these changes made
“at the insistence of UGC™, re-
ports Manash Gohain.

Investigations into the al-
leged Central Selection Board
of Constable (CSBC) and Na-
tional Eligibility cum En-
trance  Test-Undergraduate
(NEET-UG) 2024 paper leak
casesrevealed security breach-
es during transportation of
question papers. This hasled to
scrutiny of NTA, which wases-
tablished to conduct “high-
gquality” exams digitally with
minimal human interference
and in collaboration with a
credible technology partner.

An NTA source stated,
"UGC insisted on making
CUET-UG hybrid or pen-paper
in 2023 itself. However, NTA dis-
agreed and conducted the exam
in CBT mode. The first edition
faced a lot of criticism due to
technical glitches, and in 2023,
it was conducted over a month.
However, like JEE (Main), the
exam's integrity was not ques-
tioned and there were no tech-
nical glitches. With change of
leadership in NTA last year,
UGC once again wanted the ex-
am to be conducted in hybrid
mode, with papers for a large
number of candidates deliver-
ed in pen-paper mode.”

Despite criticism over de-
lays, glitches, and centres lack-
ing basic amenities, NTA has
been “performing adequately
with computer-based JEE
(Main) and UGC-NET since
2018," according to a senior
MokE official. Official added, “Tt
is intriguing that UGC report-
edly wanted UGC-NET to be in
pen-paper mode, and this deci-
sion by the commission also
needs to be questioned.”

Principal’s arrest stuns Hazaribag

Haque Had Turned Oasis Into One
Of Dist's Most Prestigious Schools

Hazaribag: Arrest of prin-
cipal of Hazaribag's Oasis
School., Ehsanul Haque, by
CBI in NEET-UG paper leak
case has left those who have
known him since his days of
struggle in shock and disbe-
lief. Many of them find it
hard to accept that the soft-
spoken teacher, who built
the reputation of 0Oasis as
the city's premier school
from scratch, could be in-
volved in the paper leak.

Haque, 42, once ran a
coaching institute called
‘Seed’ on Pugmil Road in the
city. In 2013, he was roped in
to head the Oasis School, lo-
cated on Mandai Road in Ha-
zaribag distriet, at its incep-
tion by its owner and chair-
man, Shabbir Ahmad.

He faced significant chal-
lenges, right from taking the
school to new heights to se-
curing a CBSE affiliation,
but succeeded in both, mak-
ing Oasisone of Hazaribag's
most sought-after schools,
thanks to its top-notch in-
frastructure and faculty,

The school, which start-
ed with 100-odd students in
2013, now has over 4,000 stu-
dents and over 40 teachers,
and runs from a modern
building with state-of-the-
art facilities for academics
and sports. The school got
CBSE affiliations for classes
X and XIT in 2020,

Sources said a total of 118
students appeared in class X
board exams in 2012-2022,
and the school had a 100%
pass percentage, with 38 stu-

dents securing marks above
85%. In 2022-2023 and 2023-
2024, too, all students who
appeared for class X and XII
board examinations passed.

The academic success of
the school also established
Haque, who holds PhD and
BEd degrees, among the
noted academicians in Ha-
zaribag. After being ap-
pointed as CBSE coordina-
tor, he became a prominent
figure of the city and was of-
ten invited to various pro-
grammes organised by dif-
ferent schools, said one of
his acquaintances. Haque,
his friends revealed, comes
from a humble background.
His father, a former employ-
ee of Central Coalfields Lim-
ited, passed away recentlv. A
bachelor, he takes careof his
two younger brothers and
their families, and a mar-
ried sister. “He always re-
mained busy from morning
to evening, with most of his
time spent at the school.”
one of hisfriends said.

The staff at Oasis School
and his neighbours in the
Hasmia colony are still in
shock over his arrest on Fri-
day None in theschool or the
locality wished to speak any-
thing on record on Saturday.

“It's beyond my expecta-
tion as to why he did what he
did. It’s a tough time for his
family,” said one of the lo-
cals, who did not wish to be
identified. Another person
said, “"When the almighty
gave him everything, right
from the chairof abigschool
to the CBSE coordinator,
what was the use of indulg-
ing in wrong activities?"

and peace, celebrating heroic
{' » deeds and assigning not-so-
herpoic motivations to others. Those
histories are occasionally inspiring —
and often disturbing for history is
power, holding the ability to unfurl
action in the present. It is time, wise
reader, to engage with real history — the
chronicles of Earth — which comes
from rock-hard sources (literally, given
the geological layers scientists mine).
Today, climate history is essential
knowledge. The United Nations
estimates between 1980 to 1999, 4,212
natural disasters occurred worldwide,
claiming 1.19 million lives and costing
US$ 1.63 trillion. Between 2000 to 2019,
this rose to 7.348 disasters, affecting 4.2
billion and costing US$ 2.97 trillion.
Climate history explains the
difference. The field is a many-layered
one. It encompasses Earth’'s physical
history, from the emergence of its bio-
sphere to the proliferation of its bio-
diversitv. It records diverse elements
— carbon, hyvdrogen, oxyvgen, etc. —
which, in stability, ensure life. It also
tracks how humanity is making this
balance wobble. Climate-related events,
doubling between 1999 to 2019, stem from
anthropogenic imbalances — between
1850 to 2022, humans emitted several
billion tonnes of ‘greenhouse gases’, a
planet-heating bouguet of carbon dio-
¥ide, methane and nitrous oxide, by
burning fossil fuels, destroying forests
and polluting ecosvstems, Many of us
can't easily see the link between human
actions and environmental reper-
cussions. Here, climate history shines
a (renewable) light. By illuminating how
Earth works, how it breathes and
exhales, how its oceans and forests
dance with currents and clouds, how its
wetlands and peatlands store water and
carbon and its species evolve, climate
history warns us to stop rushing in
where the cosmos fears a heavy tread.

B ['m an environmental historian. I work
on identifying how climate changed in
the past, often by collabo-
rating with scientists and
scholars from related dis-
ciplines, and figure out
how such climate change
influenced diverse popu-
lations. Some collapsed
while others managed to

survive, even thrive. My
work explores this and sees if these find-
ings can inform climate policy now,

What sources are used in such history?
®m For identifying past climatic changes,
I work with scientists in part. They use
‘the archives of nature’, aspects of the
natural world that record the influence
of earlier climatic variations. The rings
of trees are an example — these corr-
espond to how much a tree has grown,
Bits of these rings could be thicker or
thinner, depending on weather. You can
use their width to figure out how the
weather changed over a tree's lifetime.
Ice cores also accumulate gradually as
layers, akin to tree rings. There's some
melting at the poles in summer, causing
these layers. By

everal parts of India have swung
from extraordinary heatwaves to
exireme rainfall in a matter of davs
— just one day ago, Delhi, which

was reeling under severe heat, experienced
the maximum daily rainfall seen in June
in 88 vears. This huge volume of water fell
over a few hours, flooding the capital, leav-
ing its roads water-
logged and traffic sub-
merged. India has seen
weather swings before
— but today, the rate of
stochasticity or unpre-
dictable, sudden chang-
es has increased. Some
of this is due to global
warming and the atmospheric concentra-
tions of heating emissions. But some
comes from self-inflicted wounds, which
also reflect a lack of awareness of India’s
rich climate history
India has a tropical system and a mon-
soon regime, with a clearly defined wet and
dry period. Today, the dry period is growing
exceptionally parched and extremely hot,
testing the ability of vertebrates to survive.
The flipside is very wet periods of intense
rain in short durations. Such tumault,
impacting people’s lives, well-being and
resources, reemphasises the importance
of climate history. Any subject of the past
is seen through the lens of the present. In
the 20th century, after World Wars land lI
in particular, many fields of study emerged
researching how to create conditions for
international peace and prevent nuclear
war: Today, studies look at how to achieve
peace — with nature.

time understood the nature of the
biosphere — the thin skin of blue-green in
which all life exists.

Humanity has relied on climatic stabil-
ity for thousands of vears, including in the
recent Holocene, characterised by regular
atmospheric, weather and moisture cond-
itions. Such
stability enabled
the thriving of
societies, Many
of these conditions are changing now. Soci-
eties across Asia and Africa experience the
monsoon — earlier, this weather phenom-
enon had specific dates by when it would
wax and wane, its waters enriching Earth
accordingly. The stability of these dates
shaped much of Indian civilisation — con-
sider how rain-regulated our agricultural
cycles are and how the availability of water
helped create cities, which could
depend on a flourishing countryside. As
several of these conditions are transformed,
we can expect turbulence in what remains
a largely agrarian country. Already, the
times of sowing and ripening for crops like
wheat are changing, influenced by altering
winters and transformed rain. India has
multiple agro-climatic zones which grow
diverse crops — agriculturalists every-
where will face climate challenges now.

Yet, unless we draw from our climatic
history, we will be locked into cycles of

harsh heat and intense rain, with their
accompanying impacts. Heatwaves in
cities will intensify unless we retain old
urban planning styles, liberally planting
shade-giving trees — from neem to peepul,
tamarind to jamuns, whose sour purple
fruit were eagerly picked by children in
the monsoon and
loved by birds
and small ani-
mals too — in-
stead of concretising and deforesting. We
also need more intelligent construction
— once, we had low-slung buildings with
high ceilings and cross-ventilation which
made summer bearable. Today, we live and
work 1n towers of metal and glass which
intensify heat and need air-conditioning
to cool. As we increase airconditioning
units, we create urban heat islands pump-
Ing out more emissions — these deepen
heatwaves. Older forms of construction
were far more sensitive to our ecotype.
Interestingly, climate history spot-
lights wetlands as a buffer between heat-
wave and rain. It is noteworthy that
Delhi’s recent rain and flooding were pre-
ceded by a period of harsh water scarcity,
To prevent this, we need to preserve wet-
lands from being taken over for construc-
tion because these are crucial for absorb-
ing rain and renewing aquifers. The book
‘Shades of Blue', by Harini Nagendra and

Seema Mundoli, analyses issues of water
across diverse Indian cities, each of which
have their own ecological stories — vet,
one commeon factor binds these locations,
from Guwahati to Mumbai and Delhi.
They have all been draining their wet-
lands, causing drought vulnerability in
summer and floods in the rains, The flood-
ing in Delhi impacted areas urbanised in
the last few vears where earlier. rivulets
flowed or old stream beds existed. In many
places, housing and infrastructure have
been built on low-lving areas while chan-
nels leading to the Yamuna have been
blocked. We need to bring back a sense of
respect for topography and local hydro-
logv in what we build — and leave alone.

History is learning of the past to be
enlightened for the present. There were long
periods of climatic instability in the past
too — interestingly, India in the 17th cen-
tury and Tokugawa Japan coped better than
many societies in Europe. One reason was
India’s elites valued nature. Before the
arrival of the British, Indian rulers often
gave people interest-free loans to build
check dams or wells. The Vijavanagara
empire, as Kathleen Morrison's research
shows, provided for long dry periods. There
could even be a decade when the monsoon
fell short but populations adapted. They
used crops which needed less water —
today’s push for millets is apt — and learnt

India’s rich climatic history — and the insights it offers in times of increasing weather turbulence:

how to conserve water in lakes and tanks.
While many of these rulers could be
exploitative or hierarchical, they saw nature
as capital. Their perspective was different
from contemporary times when we imag-
ine ‘capital’ as the number of tall buildings,
miles of highways and colours of expen-
sive vehicles around us. These are all
legitimate aspirations but seeing nature as
capital meant investing in resources which
would protect us from nature’'s turbulence,
perhaps the most dangerous existential
threat. Our climatic history shows a good
deal of cooperation thus between rulers,
elites and commeon citizens. We should take
aleaf out of these lessons. As both its heat-
waves and floods show, Delhi must protect
its floodplain — if the Yamuna can flood
naturally, water will sink through sand and
aquifer and provide protection from
extreme weather impacts.

We also need more discussion of climate
1ssues in our political discourse but these
should be framed differently. Voters vote for
day-to-day welfare issues — if a political
party posited it would recharge the water
in aguifers, so farmers don't have to drill
Ihandreds of feet for a drop, that would bring
cultivators to it. If a party promised to
cover large parts of a city with greenery
where the voung could play and the elderly
relax, both these groups would support it.
If a party promised to protect India’s
beautiful birds and animals, those who
enjoy biophilia or a love of nature would
form a constituency for it. These issues
should be presented in positive ways.
bridging the gaps between India’s ecological
realities and solutions — some of which lie
in our own climatic past.

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No NEET answer,
but time to make
merit matter again

THE UNDERAGE OPTIMIST

CHETAN BHAGAT

It’s fair to say that NEET, the nation-
al-level medical entrance exam, has
become a mess. Allegations of paper
leaks, mismanagement of centres,
unfair marking schemes, mathemati-
cally improbable result patterns abound. This is not
only stressful to the millions who took the exam, but
to those planning to take it in the coming years.

Even with no irregularity, Indian entrance exams
are already intensely stressful. Long after one has
stopped being a student, the recurrent nightmare is
usually to do with an exam. NEET is extremely com-
petitive. Some 23 lakh students took NEET-UG this
yvear, aiming to get one of the approximately 50,000
seats in government medical colleges. This makes it
a rejection rate of 97.8%. There are some more seats
for private medical colleges, but they are a) not as
prestigious and b) are expensive to study in, some-
times costing crores (compared to a few lakhs for
government ones), Even including private colleges,
total medical seats cap out at a little over 1,00,000.

The big fight is, however, for government seats,
or to obtain one of the top 50,000 ranks. Imagine the
value of obtaining this top rank in NEET. Ignore all
morals, merit, hard work. Let’s just go into pure
greedy, shameless, crony-capitalist mode. What if
vou could auction and sell those top ranks? How
much do you think they would sell for? You save in
crores given the lower fee at government colleges.
There's higher prestige. You avoid the stress and hard
work of preparation and save the coaching fee as
well. Perhaps these top ranks could be sold off, ina
greedy pure capitalist world, for Rs 3 crore each. So,
for the top 50,000 ranks, we are talking about a poten-
tial Rs 1,50,000-crore revenue opportunity annually,
if we were ready to sell our souls. This is why there
is a massive incentive for things to go wrong. It's the
same story with other entrance exams — the money
to be made in rigging them is massive. In a nation
that has rarely prioritised merit and ethics, is it re-
ally surprising that a mini industry has come up to
make money off these tests?

When did we care about fairness, integrity and
merit anyway? It isn't how our politics works which
is almost always about identity — some mix of reli-
gion, caste, regionalism and nationalism. So why care
now? Why bother with silly things like merit? Why
not sell everything? If we can have crony capitalism,
where certain corporates who pay up have an advan-
tage, why not let rich families buy seats for their kids?

But it bothers us, doesn’t it? It makes us sick actu-
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TESTING TIME: Exams like NEET give young people an
opportunity to jump class so leaks feel like a betrayal
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ally. Mass-level cheating in our few, extremely difficult
but supposedly honest exams shakes us to the core. It
1sn't just about students. It is about all of us, who sud-
denly feel nothing is sacrosanct, nobody can be trust-
ed and, finally, it is only power and money that talks,
Exams like NEET, JEE, UPSC are the only outlets in
our country for young people to jump class. For some-
one to get a better life of dignity for themselves and
their parents. They are extremely hard, but at least
carry hope in a country with few avenues to rise.

Hopetully, this NEET fiasco wakes us up. It makes
us realise that values such as integrity, honesty, mer-
it, and respect for hard work are values that need to
be guarded. Humans are flawed. If there is massive
opportunity to rig and cheat, some people in the sys-
tem will do so. But we as citizens must stay vigilant,
Students are the victims here but here's a bit of feed-
back for them. They may not like to hear this, but
over the last few years, the average Indian student
has disconnected from politics. Lost in their Insta
reels, YouTube videos, memes, OTT series and video
games, they say, “Who cares, politics doesn't affect
me, Let boring oldies do it.” No, yvou must care. For
if vou don’t, vou will suffer the most. How did NEET
finally attract national attention? When enough stu-
dents finally kicked up a fuss. Stay engaged in your
democracy. Don't check out. Don’t think voting every
five yvears and ignoring national issues otherwise is
enough. Your regular vigilance is needed to keep
everyone accountable.

For this specific NEET situation, all problems lead
to National Testing Agency (NTA) which conducts
these high-stakes exams without good syvstems in
place. With lakhs of crores in malpractice possible,
we deserve a more foolproof organisation. For exams
like NEET, centres must be reputable and secure. If
enough good centres are not available, exams can be
phase-wise, like elections. For this, multiple question
papers can be set of equal difficulty and scores nor-
malised. Only a tight circle should be aware of which
exact paper will be used on exam dav. Conducting an
exam with integrity is possible but it depends on those
conducting it. Leaking papers is essentially selling of
seats. It is selling Indian merit, honesty and hard work.
It 1s selling India’s soul. We can't let that happen. m

As a writer, I'm not only interest-
ed in stories, but also silences —
people who have been silenced
throughout history Most stories
told to us, especially in Turkey,
are from the point of view of a man in a po-
sition of power. But the stories of women, of
minorities, of men who do not have power,
for instance, have been forgotten. I've always
been interested in the untold stories, the si-
lences, the taboos, the gaps. Literature has
the power to re-humanise the people who have
been dehumanised, to make the unheard
heard. That said, this book was very difficult
for me to write because all the worlds are built
around a single tiny drop of water.

B Why water?
Even at this age (52), I really don't know
where the stories come from. All 1
know is [ am interested in nature.
We have turned ourselves into
consumers and the more you

consume, the more value vou
have. I think we need to ques-
tion that. We need to under-
stand that we are only a small
part of a very delicate ecosys-
tem in which trees have a voice,
water has presence. | am also
interested in ecofemi-
nism. When we talk
about the climate cri-
sis, we are actually
talking about a fresh-
water crisis, and this

especially impacts
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women all around the world, for they carry
water to their communities and often have to
walk long distances, increasing
the possibility of gender violence.
So, everything is connected. This
is my love poem to water:

B Tell us about how vour childhood
in Turkey shaped you as a writer.
I was born in France but shortly afterwards,
my parents got separated and my mother
brought me to Ankara in Turkewv. So, two
things are very crucial to me: First, the sense
of displacement and the idea of homeland.
The second is the solidarity and sisterhood
between my mother and my grandmother.
Even though they are very different, they
supported each other tremendously. My
grandmother was barely educated but she
whole-heartedly believed in women's inde-
pendence, So, when my mum returned as a
young divorcee with no career, no money, no
diploma, it was my grandmother
who encouraged her to go back
to university so that she could
have choices, and she took care
of me.

M You said somewhere that you don't like
certainties — that you can learn equally from faith
and doubt, from being simultaneously gentle and
radical. Could you please elaborate on this non-
binary approach?

I think it's one of the most important ques-
tions of our time precisely because of how
deeply and bitterly polarised we have become,
For storvtellers, there is no such thing as us
versus them. There are only human beings.
There is no ‘other’. So, we have to question
these dualities that are constantly being im-
posed on us. We have to find a new narrative
that is aware of what we share as human
beings. To me, words like diversity and mul-
ticulturalism are precious — not only the
diversity outside, but also the pluralism with-
in my own soul. I sincerely believe that in
life, we don't learn so much from sameness
but from differences. [ don’t want to be sur
rounded by people who think like me, dress
like me, talk like me, because that is a verv
self-centred existence. If what vou're telling
me makes sense, I'm willing to revise my
opinions, to leave the door a little open.

Inspired by what it perceived was its great suc-
cess in denying the ruling BJP an outright ma-
jority on its own, opposition can now be expected
to reduce Parliament to a boisterous slugfest. The
underlying belief 1sthat agitational politics both
inside and outside Parliament will expose the
Narendra Modi government'’s fragility and make
governance difficult. Since BJP had crafted its
election plank on the promise of providing a
smooth ride to its Viksit Bharat destination, op-
position now believes it is positioned to throw a
spanner in the works, at least at frequent inter-

vals over the next five yvears.

On his part, Prime Minister Modi has entered
his third term with a business-as-usual approach.
The selection of senior ministers suggests that
continuity will be the hallmark of the govern-
ment. The restiveness apparent in different lavers
of BJE not to mention the wider Sangh Parivar,
at the reduction of the government's majority
and the big losses in UP, Maharashtra and West
Bengal, has not found expression in the function-
ing of the government. Whether this insouciance
is strategy or merely an interim decoy pending
a more considered assessment of the outcome is
not known. However, govt strategists need to con-
sider the mismatch between the unbridled opti-
mism of stock markets and a mood of tentative-
ness among people over the future,

No doubt some of the question marks have
arisen out of the episodic anger over the NEET
turmoil. There are suggestions that the Agniveer
issue is also on a slow burning fuse. There will

be other such hiccups that the govt will have to
confront in the future. What matters is whether
its sincerity of purpose is accepted by the public.

However, BJP's loss of seats has also been ac-
companied by a media-inspired resurrection of
tensions involving the RSS, a facet of public life
that had been eased out of the political imagina-
tion after Modi's 2014 victory. Political specula-
tion along such lines tends invariably to be sala-
cious and these, in turn, gnaw away at the moral
integrity of a govt. The Modi govt has so far made
its mark on the strength of its achievements in
governance and on the development front. Peo-
ple’s perception has been shaped by 1ts energy
and record of delivery. Modi hasn't been distract-
ed by the political shenanigans that prime min-
isters from P V Narasimha Rao to Manmohan
Singh had to expend their energies on. It is in his
own interest to ensure that the fears of ‘coalition
adharma’ turn out to be false scares.

India, it would seem, has unexpectedly been

confronted by two different approaches to poli-
tics. Quite unwittingly, Rahul Gandhi detected
the conflicting impulses in his first speech as
Leader of Opposition. In welcoming the Speaker,
he said; “Speaker sir, the question is not how ef-
ficiently the House is run, the question is how
much of India’s voice is allowed to be heard in
this House. Speaker sir, so the idea that you can
run the House efficiently by silencing the voice
of the Opposition is a non-democratic idea.”
While wilfully overstating and mocking the dis-
ciplinarian compulsions of a Speaker, he astutely
identified a unique facet of the Modi govt: its use
of efficiency as the yardstick of good governance
and politics. From directing govt employees to at-
tend office punctually, using technology to stop the
proverbial transmission losses of government
funds, to holding periodic audits of ministerial and
departmental performance, Modi's political prior-
ities are implicitly non-discursive. He seems to
loathe yvesterday’s meandering pravachans.

ferent approaches to politics

This is in marked contrast to the political im-
agination of the INDIA combination that (at least
for the moment) wants elaborate parliamentary
deliberations to set the tone of politics. There is
a view of liberalism that celebrates decision-mak-
ing which flows from the laboured aggregation
of conflicting philosophies — a confederal svstem
where even the views of CP1 (ML-Liberation)and
AIMIM are given disproportionate weightage.
This approach is at best akin to taking the scenic
route or, more likely, travelling by the mail train
that stops at every station. What matters is the
journey, never the destination.,

Maybe there are countries where non-urgency
and plebiscitary democracy are ideals. But does
it suit the imperatives of an India where the real
challenge is to bring all parts of a vast and diverse
country into the 21st century, without losing our
sense of who we are? [t is shaping up to be a battle
between the cacophony of liberal democracy and
the choral chants of national democracy. m

Gandhi is having the last laugh

In 1921, Gandhi took a pledge to
boyecott foreign goods by burning
1,50.000 pieces of English cloth in
Bombay. The swadeshi movement
had started earlier after the Parti-
tion of Bengal in 1905 with calls to boveott Man-
chester cloth and Liverpool salt. But now it truly
captured the imagination of the Indian public,
(Gandhi called it the soul of the dream of swaraj.

Almost 100 yvears later, a British prime minister
of Indian origin has given the call for swadeshi in
London in the hope that he too will capture the
imagination of his public as
Britain heads into an election
next week. In a tweet Rishi
Sunak exhorted his fellow
countrymen to “Buy British”,
saving, “We shouldn’t be reli-
ant on foreigm food.”

An X user's post saving,
“Babe wake up the Brits are
starting a Swadeshi move-
ment,” promptly went viral.
Gandhi, the man Britain's
great hero Winston Churchill
described as a “seditious
half-naked fakir”, would have
been amused that a British PM
seems to be wanting to take a
page out of his plavbook.

Sunak’s aim was to appeal
to national pride and promote

ubigquitous as pubs and chicken tikka masala is
the unofficial national dish.

But there was a more sobering message as well.
Britain once boasted that the sun never set on the
British Empire. Even after Independence many
Indians remained fascinated by London and knew
more about British history than their own. But now,
it has truly been cut to size, The emperor has no
clothes (and no spices of its own either).

While the Indian leaders’ call for swadeshi actu-
ally made an impact, Sunak’s plea just had people
rolling on the floor in laughter as some asked for a
“sgueeze of British lemon” and a “drizzle of British
olive oil” and “those British spices.” In the comedy
series ‘Goodness Gracious Me', the characters once
2o out for ‘an English’ which meant ordering 12 bread
rolls and the “blandest thing on
the menu.” *Goodness Gracious
Me’ was a spoof on English cul-
ture by British-Asian comics but
now Sunak himself has become
the joke. He is pretty much the
“blandest thing on the menu.”

It was actually also an un-
witting reminder of how a very
small country had colonised so
much of the world and cor-
nered so much of its resources
for its own gain for so long. The
mention of “British spices” 1s
particularly pointed because it
was in the name of spices that
European colonisers ravaged
many parts of the world. That
1s why Amitav Ghosh used nut-
meg as a way to recount a larg-

has ignored the

self-reliance. His opponents
pointed fingers at the role his own party has played
in the decline of British agriculture as well as the
impact of Brexit on food supply. A London School
of Economics study said British households paid 7
billion pounds since Brexit to cover the cost of trade
barriers on food imports from the European Union.
Controversial trade deals with Australia and New
Zealand have flooded British markets with cheap
beef from Down Under, But, for Indians, this was a
juicy moment to give the Brits a history lesson.

When Indians launched the swadeshi move-
ment in 1905, thousands were arrested and sent to
jail. Colleges whose students had been part of the
movement found their grants and scholarships
cancelled. Sunak’s clarion eall, instead of igniting
a similar fervour, has set off a meme fest and social
media hilarity

One X user said it was a great idea, but could
Sunak direct them to the nearest British tea gar-
den. Also, the ‘Buy British’ slogan rings a little
hollow in a country where curry-houses are as

er story about colonialism and
capitalism all leading us towards climate change
through the exploitation of the planet’s resources
in his book ‘The Nutmeg's Curse: Parables for a
Planet in Crisis’. Now, as Sunak tells his countrymen
to buy British, it reminds us that the British went
out to colonise so many parts of the globe precisely
because there wasn't that much to buy at home. The
raw materials of places like India finally gave Brit-
ain its chicken tikka masala, and there’s no going
back to mashed peas and boiled potatoes.

In fact, if they had just bought British in the first
place, the history of the world would be very, very
different. In that light, Sunak's plea sounds more
plaintive than passionately patriotic. He has made
it with a rather stoic disregard of the intertwined
histories of both the country he leads and the coun-
try his ancestors came from. Social media is chor-
tling that this is Gandhi’s revenge, but Sunak re-
mains straight-faced and impassive. Revenge might
be a dish best served cold but post-colonial comeup-
pance, it seems, must come with a stiff upper lip. »

Last week, this column described how the
oovt's atmanirbhar policy was evolving into
an Indian version of the Korean chaehbol,
where industrial conglomerates are backed

: by their govt with support and subsidies to
become world-class national champions. Similar policies
mark other East Asian countries.

Will India emulate East Asia? Or will it go the way of
Latin America, which also aimed to create national cham-
pions with high tariffs, quasi-monopolies, cheap credit,
and ended with disasters in country after country? The
chaebol bribed politicians. But Latin American corruption
was enormously higher, with crony capitalism ruining
economies, Despite historical advantages, the region failed
to move from middle-income to high-income status. Ar-
gentina, among the richest countries in the 19th century,
went bust seven times and regressed.

East Asian countries were always export-oriented and,
hence, globally competitive. By contrast, Latin Americans
aimed at self-sufficiency. The resulting lack of competi-
tiveness doomed them.

Will India succeed in its version of chaebolisation? Or
will it go the Latino crony way, as liberals like Raghuram
Rajan fear? Consider three major fears...

® One is incomplete chaebolisation. Korea kept out big
multinationals. But atmanirbhar has mixed aims. It seeks
national champions but also wants to attract the higgest
multinationals. It boasts of suceess in attracting Apple to
make and export billions worth of iPhones, and Micron
(with subsidies of 70% of cost) for semiconductor assem-
bly and testing. This has been denounced as an unwar-
ranted gift to foreigners. By contrast, Korea never allowed
foreign investment in production, reserving favours for
chaebol. Samsung and Hyundai rose by first buying foreign
technology and, later, investing massively in R&D to be-
come technological leaders.

India’s atmanirbhar is far from pure chaebolisation. Tt
is ajumbled mix of attracting FDI and backing India’s Big
Three — Tata, Ambani and Adani — to become national
champions to take on the world.

Atmanirbhar includes high tariffs (hopefully tempo-
rary) to Keep out imports, subsidies through produc-
tion-linked incentives (PLIs), and rules favouring na-
tional champions. Govt has raised import duties on
many low-tech items, protecting small producers of
items like Kites, candles, clocks, and textiles. But it wants
multinationals like Amazon and Walmart too, even
while changing e-commerce rules to benefit homegrown
companies like Reliance. So, unlike Korea, India seeks
both MNCs and national champions,

® The second fear is that Indian businessmen will be-
come mainly uncompetitive palm-greasers buying favours
from corrupt govts. Some Indian economists say India is
going the Latino way of crony capitalism, with companies
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NOT JUST LOOKING INWARD: Unlike Korea, India wants
both multinationals and national champions

like Ambani and Adani making money in non-competitive
sectors like infrastructure. Much of this eriticism reflects
caste bias against Marwaris and other Vaishyas. Ambani
runs one of the biggest oil refineries in the world, and has
made petroleum products India’s biggest export. His re-
fining margins are higher than those of Singapore’s famed
refineries. These are not crony feats. Reliance Jio has giv-
en India one of the cheapest telecom networks in the world.

Adani is mostly in infrastructure. He started with Mun-
dra port. It had to be competitive to attract cargo away
from major ports like Mumbai and nearby Kandla, Today,
Mundra is India’s biggest port with the biggest attached
Special Economic Zone.

A decade ago, Adani audaciously decided to invest §16
billion in a new Carmichael coal mine project in Austral-
ia. No crony would make such a huge bet in a foreign
country. He had to battle environmentalists and tribal
eroups for years. Besides, rival miners said Carmichael
would need an export price of at least $110/ton to succeed,
which was unlikely as the world gradually stopped using
coal. Adani fought critics for vears, finally got all the per-
mits, and commenced production. The price of Australian
coal today is $140/tonne, so Adani calculated rightly and
his critics did not.

Tata is an established global player. It is now the
biggest private sector emplover in Britain, running
TCS, Tata Steel Europe (formerly Corus) and Jaguar
Land Rover.

® The third fearof critics is that Indian companies will
fail for want of R&D. India spends only 0.6% of GDP on
Ré&D against China's 2.4% and Korea's 4.8%. Most Indian
R&ID is by the govt, not corporations. This must change
radically if India is to chaebolise. However, top Indian
companies are aiming to do just that. Ambani and Adani
plan massive R&D in renewables. They aim to reduce the
price of green hydrogen from $3/kg to just $1/kg, which
is cutting-edge stuff. Jaguar's R&D will help Tata become
world class in e-cars. Bajaj, India’s fourth biggest group,
has converted most of its Pune factory into an R&D centre.

Success is by nomeans assured. But India is well-placed
to charge uphill. Let us be optimists. m

Velbert: Willy Sagnol ranked just qualify-
ing for Euro 2024 with Georgia as one of
the finest achievements in his impressive
football career, but the Frenchman topped
that by leading the tournament’s rank out-
siders into the knockout stages where they
face Spain on Sunday.

The country of 3.7 million people in the
Caucasus sits 74th in the FIFA rankings and
had never been to a major tournament since
gaining independence from the Soviet Un-
ion in 1991.

Country That's Hosting Next Month’s Olympics. It's Anybody’s Match As Voting Begins Today

French people will vote once
today and, in most constitu-
encies, again on July 7 to send
representatives to the
a77-member parliament. The
majority mark is 289 with
Macron's party holding 250
seats in the now-dissolved
assemblv National Rally had
88 seats but is expected to
vastly improve its tally and
emerge as the single-largest
party even if it falls short of
majority. Much of the out-
come will depend on the turn-
out and political dynamics
between like-minded parties.

In constituencies where at
least 25% of voters cast their
ballot on Sunday, the candi-
date who corners more than
half’ the votes is declared the
outright winner, Failing that,
every candidate who bags
more than 12.5% of the votes
will be on the ticket for the
July 7 runoff, where the win-
ner is the one who secures the
majority of votes.

This system provides
scope for ‘tactical voting’, that
is, voters whose candidate
doesn't make it to the runoff
may choose to vote for anoth-
er party (usually to keep out
the far-right). Parties also
withdraw candidates for the

Who's Likely To Form Govt?
Opinion polls put Macron’s
party at third behind Na-
tional Rally and New Popu-
lar Front, But Jordan Bar-
della, leader of the National
Rally — the outfit associated
most closely with Marine Le
Pen and her father Jean-Ma-
rie Le Pen has said his
party won't form the govt
unless it wins a majoritv.
The 28-year-old Bardella
stands a chance to break the
record of becoming France's
youngest PM if he takes over
from Gabriel Attal, who was
34 when Macron named him
PM in January this yvear
Macron has the constitu-
tional prerogative of appoint-
ing the PM, but his choice has
to reflect the composition of

High Stakes

French football star Evlian
Mbappe recently said that
“the extremes are at the
gates of power”, inviting a
strong reaction from Bardel-
la about rich sportspersons
not understanding the cost-
of-living crisis that has hit
the ordinary French person
on the street.

French voters and main-
stream parties have general-
ly acted to prevent radical
parties from coming to office
but the so-called ‘cordon san-
itaire’ in French politics—or,
mainstream parties refusing
to ally with fringe parties —
has broken this time with
Eric Ciotti, leader of the
main conservative party, the
Republicans, saying they
would join hands with Na-
tional Rally. However, that
declaration was accompa-
nied by angry rumblings
from his colleagues.

For France, these elec-
tions kick off a quest to de-
cide whether the country
will make a hard right ahead
of the next presidential
polls, when Macron is auto-
matically disallowed from
running, or if the centrist
and liberal parties maintain
their hold on power in the
world's seventh largest econ-
omy, which is also a nucle-
ar-armed UN Security Coun-
cil member and a major
pillar of the EU edifice.

Determining what skills
are necessary in an Al world
can be a challenge for state le-
gislators given the fast-mo-
ving nature of the technolo-
gy and differing opinions
about what approach is best.

If Biden doesn’t step aside,
forcing him out would be a
Herculean undertaking for
Democrats. Any rival would
first have to collect 600 delega-
te signatures on a petition to
place his or her name in nomi-
nation at the Democratic con-
vention — with no more than
50 signatures from any one sta-
te. That's about 13% of the de-
legates. But with Biden cont-
rolling 944% of the pledged de-
legates, that would require
challengers convincing Biden
lovalists toflip theirsupport.

“The odds are not insur-
mountable, but they're very
high for any scenario that in-
volves adelegate revolt,” said
Josh Putnam of FHQ Strate-
gies, a non-partisan consul-

tingfirm specializing in dele-
gate selection rules.

The Biden campaign has
vetted his delegates for their
lovalty, but they do have room
to change their minds. Unlike
Republican delegates, who are
often legally bound to cast the-
ir vote for a particular candi-
date, Democratic rules say on-
ly that pledged delegates
“shall in all good conscience
reflect the sentiments of those
who elected them.”

Iran to hold

Dubai: Iran will hold a runoff
presidential election on July 3
