New Delhi: A policeman ata
police station in northeast
Delhiresponded toashooting
call at 12.50am on July 1. Tt
was amongst city's first call
following the rollout of the
newly codified criminal laws
on the firstday of July Altho-
ugh he had trained well and
undertaken dummy exerci-
ses to deal with the change,
the copfeltthe pressureto get
it right in the real world.

On receiving the call, the
27-year-old cop entered a bri-
ef description and noted the
Daily Diary Entry in E-Pra-
man, the police app. He then
reached the location and re-
corded a video using the app,
ceo-tageed the spotand provi-
ded a brief description in one
of the columns. The video

was subsequently uploaded
to the centralised video pool
at Police Headquarters. Fol-
lowing this, the policeman re-
corded the seizure memo and
uploaded it. Upon completing
the final upload, a certificate
under Section 63(4) of Bhara-
tiva NyvayaSanhita, therepla-
cement of the Indian Penal
Code, was generated, The en-
tire process took a few hours.

"There was a mix of exci-
tement and a little nervous-
ness,” the policeman told
TOIL. “At the crime spot, the
first thing I did was record or
photograph the scene. This
was the first time I was doing
s0. Every singleframe t requi-
red for investigation was re-
corded and then uploaded on
theapp, all inreal time."

It was also the first time
that the investigator didn't

me spot. "My maobile phone
was my main tool and every

Why Body Cams Could Be Key To

Scripting Successful Police Story

CUE FROM WEST: Can Help Simplify Procedures Specified Under New Laws

New Delhi: Bodv-worn video
(BWYV) cameras have the po-
tential to simplify procedu-
res specified under the Bha-
rativa Nagarik Suraksha
Sanhita (BNSS) that replaced
the Code of Criminal Proce-
dure (CrPC), according to in-
vestigators in Delhi Police.

On Monday, a major chal-
lenge for many investigating
officers (I10s) was capturing
video evidence at crime sce-
nes. They could be seen jugg-
ling between their phone ca-
meras, incoming calls and
the appforuploading footage.

Section 105 of BNSS ma-
kes 1t mandatory to video-re-
cord the search and selzures.
Section 172 makes videograp-
hy of information of casesin-
volving women victims man-
datory while Section 185(2)
malkes the search by a police
officer a must under recor-
ding. Similarly under Sec-
tion 176(3), videography of
the scene of crime is manda-
tory in offences with seven
vears or more punishment.
Section 180 makes recording
of examination of a witness
by police a must.

Afew investigating officers
TOI spoke to seemed to have
doubts and confusion regar-
ding certain requirements.

“I received back-to-back
calls from my superiors just
when [ reached the crime sce-
ne and started recording.
When I brought this up with
my seniors, 1 was told to re-
cord after putting the phone
inflight mode, Now, lam plan-
ningto keepaseparate phone
for this,” said an IO who
didn’t wish to be named.

Others voiced concerns that
waiving the mobile phone in
front of a potential witness will
only rattle themand there might
be some who may be fine with
audio but not video recording,

New Delhi: A funny take on the 1997 film
Chachi 420encapsulated the dilemma before
the legal community in Delhi when the new
criminal laws Kicked in on Monday, Lawyers,
and some judges too, shared a meme that
wondered if the Kamal Hassan starrver could
sound as mischievous it titled Chachi 318—
the new section in the Bharativa Nyaya San-
hita that replaces the old and well-known Sec-
tion 420 of the Indian Penal Code.

(Evidence Act) saw lawyers grapple with
the shift, with many making a beeline to
bookshops to pick up the bare acts of the
new laws. Anticipating the change per-
haps, the Bar Council of Delhion Sunday
had objected to his rollout at present and
demanded more time for preparation.

Significantly, the apex lawyers' body, the
Bar Council of India, had urged all bar asso-
ciations across the country to refrain from

There were mixed reactions among lawy-
ers. Some expressed apprehension at toomuch
power being given to police and investigative
agencies, while others said it wasafirst step in
discarding colonial-era rules and regulations.

Senior advocate Vikas Pahwa welco-
med theshift, “Overall, there are many po-
sitives in the new acts,” he said. “There
may be some confusion initially, but the
system will be streamlined over time. [
don't think lawvers will face any pro-
blems; they are competent and know how
to handlelegal issues incourt.”

Pahwa, however, said police needed to be
educated about the new laws and their imple-
mentation. “This extension could give police
unfettered powers to extract confessions and
manufacture evidence. The provision for at-
tachment of proceeds of crime is also draco-
nian. If identified, proceeds of crime can be
attached during the investigation and trial
and can be distributed to victims or appropri-
ated by govt even before the trial concludes.
This isarbitrary and problematic if theaccu-

Calling the new timeline for trial pro-
cedures a game changer, some senior la-
wyers pointed out that cases would now be
committed within 90 days, arguments on
charges will be made within 60 days of
committal and arguments of charge will
be concluded within 60 days.

However, critics flageed some problem
areas, the most critical being availability of
infrastructurefor policeand the courts across
the country “The new laws fail to address the
problem of high handedness of police and de-
lavs in the justice system, ™ noted advocate Ka-
ran Sachdeva. “Police and the justice system
require a complete overhaul so that it beco-
mes more accessible. Also, the new laws have
led tomassive confusion and thus will probab-
Iy be followed by multiple amendments and
notifications like in the caseof GST”

Similarly advocate Sanjay Sharmasaid the
potential hurdles were numerous, including
increased litigation, confusion and inconsis-
tencies. “The new laws are a double-edged
sword, bringing both promise and peril,” said
Sharma. “On one hand, they offer a much-nee-
ded overhaul of our legal framework, addres-
sing long-standing issues and promoting pro-
gress. On the other; their implementation po-
ses significant challenges and, if not carefully
considered, may lead to unintended consequ-
ences, injustice and hardships.”

‘Metropolitan
magistrate” A
term consigned
to history books

New Delhi: In oneof thefirstvi-
sible changes in district courts,
the designation of ‘metropoli-
tan magistrate’ will be phased
out in wake of the new criminal
laws that kicked in on Monday.

Delhi High Court, in an ad-
ministrative order issued on
Monday, re-designated the exis-
ting magistrate courts across
thecapital as “judicial” magist-
rate courts as required under
Bharativa Nagarik Suraksha
Sanhita (BNSS) 2025,

The change in nomenclatu-
re impacts the chief metropoli-
tan magistrates, additional chi-
ef metropolitan magistrates
and metropolitan magistrates
inall the districts of thecity

“In exercise of the powers
conferred by Sub-Section (2) of
Section 9 of Bharativa Nagarik
Suraksha Sanhita 2023 and all
other powers enabling them in
this behalf, the acting Chief
Justice and judges of this court
have been pleased to re-designa-
te the existing magisterial co-
urts of chief metropolitan ma-
gistrates, addl. chief metropoli-
tan magistrates, metropolitan
magistrates, etc. of all the met-
ropolitan areas (erstwhile)/ju-
dicial districts of the National
Capital Territory of Delhi, with
effect from 01.07.2024," the order
1ssued by the high court read.

The order lists out the
changed designations that in-
cludes the additional chief
metropolitan magistrates who
are now addressed as additio-
nal chief judicial magistrates
while the chief metropolitan
magistrates have been redesig-
nated as chief judicial magist-
rates. Since BNSS doesn't con-
tain the term metropolitan ma-
oistrate, they will be called ju-
dicial magistrates first class.

The high court has, however,
underlined that the courts of
chief judicial magistrates, addi-
tional chief judicial magistra-
tes, judicial magistrates first
class, ete, will continue to exerci-
se powers/jurisdiction over the
same categories of cases and/or
cases of the same police sta-
tions/areas, as were being exer-
cised by them prior to the order:

New Delhi: Shortage of beer
hasnotjustledtoadropinsa-
les at liquor stores in Delhi,
prominent clubs and bars of
the city are also bearing the
brunt of it.

Restaurateurs alleged
that there was a severe shor-
tage of popular beerbrandsat
the warehouses and the non-
availability had started im-
pacting sales at their restau-
rants. They added that some
of the popular spirits were al-
so not available. The restau-
rateurs rued that they were
somehow managing to survi-
ve on whatever little was avai-
lable at the warehouses and
there was a substantial shift

of customers to the bars and
clubs in neighbouring towns
in Harvana and UP.

New Delhi: Delhigovi has set
the ball rolling for implemen-
ting the Mukhyvamantri Ma-
hila Samman Yojana, which
aimstoprovide Rs1,000finan-
cial assistance to women
aged above18.

On Monday, Delhi women
and child development mini-
ster Kailash Gahlot said he
has instructed officials to ex-
pedite the process to ensure
the scheme clears all "bureau-
cratic hurdles” and is laun-
ched asquickly as possible.

“I have asked the depart-
ment to prepare the cabinet
note so that we can initiate
the Mukhyvamantri Mahila
samman Yojana. The sche-
me's primary objective is to
provide assistance to women
belonging to economically
weaker sections, help them
lead dignified lives and beco-
me financially independent.
We want to ensure the wo-
men of Delhi get the benefit
of the scheme at the earli-
est," hesaid.

A senior Delhi govt offici-
alsaid thecabinetnote willgo
for approval to three depart-
ments — finance, planning
and law. “The officials will vet
it, give comments, and after
theirapproval, itwillgotothe
cabinet,” he added.

—thatshe isnotapartof any
govt scheme, is not a govt
emploves, and is not a taxpay-
er. On the basis of the self-de-
claration, she will start get-
ting the benefits of the sche-
me. Along with the form, the
womanalsomust provide her
Aadhaar card and bank acco-
unt information.

BJP targets Delhi govt for water woes,
flooding after rain; AAP strikes back

New Delhi: BJP on Monday
slammed AAP govt over wa-
terlogging in the city, saying
its “incompetence” was re-
sponsible for flooding during
the recent rains and the scar-
city of drinking water.

Delhi BJP president Vi-
rendra Sachdeva alleged the
govt had identified several
dangerous waterlogging
spots, but most of these loca-
tions had non-functional
pumps. “On June 28, hund-
reds of permanent water dra-
inage pumps installed by
Public Works Department
were not operational. Accor-
ding to our information, they
were non-functional because

they did not have diesel,” alle-
ed Sachdeva,

Countering the charges,
AAP said, “BJP-led central
government governs NDMC,
Maximum flooding has been
seen under its area, for which
BJP is responsible. They are
pointing fingers at Delhi govt
to hide from the reality of flo-
oding in MPs, ministers and
judges’ homes.”

“There is clearly corrup-
tion in NDMC that has led to
this severe flooding. Never
before have the homes of
MPs, ministers and judges
been flooded. What has hap-
pened toall the funds earmar-
ked for desilting? Have all the
funds been embezzled? The
onus is on BJP and central

govt,” said AAP,

*Not only this, poorly de-
signed infrastructure built
for the G20 Summit is also
causing waterlogging. Theen-
tire Bharat Mandapam Comp-
lex is waterlogged. The I'TPO
tunnels are waterlogged. The-
refore, BJP must stop poin-
ting fingers and answer ques-
tions about their own work in
NDMC," the party added.

Attacking AAP, Sachdeva
sald even pumps installed by
Delhi Jal Board, the flood de-
partment and Municipal Cor-
poration of Delhi were not
working. “Two days after the
flooding, minister Atishi vi-
sited the pumping station at
Minto Road Bridge, and even
then, several pumps were not

operational,” he alleged.

At the Bharti Nagar pum-
ping station, the pumps of
Public Works Department
were found to be non-functio-
nal on June 28, and the situa-
tion has not improved satis-
factorily, he alleged.

Sachdeva claimed this ve-
ar, no additional temporary
water drainage pumps were
rented and installed, like
they usually are every mon-
soon season, “Kejriwal govt's
argument is that the necessa-
ry tender could not be issued
due to the model code of con-
duct. However, this govt, eng-
rossed in securing CM's bail
and fighting elections, did
not pay attention to this es-
sential task,” healleged.

Fact-finding committee formed in
violation of rules, claims forest dept

New Delhi: A day after a
three-member fact-finding
committee of ministers be-
gan its probe into the cutting
of trees in Ridge area insouth
Delhi's Satbariearlierthis ye-
ar, the environment and fo-
rest department on Monday
claimed that the panel was
formed in violation of rules
and it could lead to contempt
of the Supreme Court.

Inacommunication tolieu-
tenant governor VK Saxena,
principal secretary of envi-
ronment and forest depart-
ment AK Singh said the Supre-
me Court had already formed
an Independent committee
consisting of officersof the Fo-
rest Survey of India and other
impartial experts, which had
already furnished its prelimi-
nary report before the apex co-
urt. He added that Delhi govt's
committee, which comprised
ministers Saurabh Bharad-
waj, Atishi and Imran Hussa-
in, also lacked the approval of
the council of ministers.

The fact-finding commit-
tee was formed by Delhi envi-
ronment minister Gopal Rai
on June 29 to look into cutting
of 1,100 trees in the Southern
Ridge by DDA allegedly witho-
ut required permission. The

panel had asked the officials
of DDA, Delhi Police and fo-
rest department to appear be-
fore it. Sources said only poli-
ce officers appeared before it.
A Delhi govt source said
the Supreme Court, which is
also hearing the matter, had
earlier asked Delhi govt why
officers of the environment
and forest department did not
protect the forest when they
had complete knowledge of
the illegal felling of the trees
inthe Ridge area.
“Environment minister
(Gopal Rai asked for the report
on tree felling but principal
secretary AK Singh has not
vet submitted the report,” the

source said, adding that there
was pressure onofficers tonot
appear before the committee
and “some higherups” did not
want the truth to come out.

“Why is AK Singh run-
ning away from accountabili-
ty?" questioned the Delhi
govt source, adding who has
asked him (Singh) not to dis-
close the facts.

In his communication to
LG, the copies of which were
also marked to CM Arvind
Kejriwal {who is currently un-
der judicial custody) and the
members of the factfinding
committee, Singh said consti-
tuting another committee in
the name of fact finding when

the apex court was seized of
the matter was not only im-
proper but may also invite
contempt of the court for in-
terfering in the judicial pro-
cess. He further claimed that
the committee was formed in
violation of the relevant pro-
visions of the Transaction of
Business of the Government
of National Capital Territory
of Delhi Roles(ToBR)1943.
Singh observed in the
communication that the for-
mation of the committee was
a “departure from the gene-
ral practice and procedure”
of Delhi govt as the principal
secretary (environment and
forest) was being asked to re-
port to urban development
minister whereas there were
no orders by the chief mini-
ster to that effect. He added
that the environment and fo-
rest minister was not even a
member of the committee.
“The committee is nothing
but a ‘Group of Ministers'
which has not been constitu-
ted by the Cabinet (Council of
Ministers)...... The said fact-
finding committee has been
constituted under the signatu-
res of Saurabh Bharadwaj,
UD minister, without any due
authority orsanctionfromthe
Council of Ministers,” Singh
noted in his communication.

Mohalla bus service could
be rolled in a mth: Gahlot

New Delhi: Delhi govt's ambi-
tious Mohallabus service isex-
pected to be rolled out withina
month with transport mini-
ster Kailash Gahlot forming a
committee to inspect approved
prototype of the bus.

The scheme aims to deploy
nine-metre-long electric buses
to provide neighbourhood or
feeder bus services. The AAP
govt plans to introduce 2,180
such buses by 2025, catering
gspecifically to areas which ha-
ve limited road width or which
witness overcrowding.

The prototype of the bus
has already been approved. of-
ficials said.

“The inspection of the bus
is already going on at Manesar
inaccordance with the Central
Motor Vehicles Rules (CMVR).
Theminister hasalso
formed a committee
to inspect the bus in
terms of the specifi-
cations required by
the department.

"This will take a
fortnight. We hope to
complete this process
by July 7. Following
these clearances, the
buses will be put on
the roads for trial for
aweelk,” said a senior
official privy to the

“It depends on the produc-
tion of these buses by the com-
pany. Assoon as wereceive the
first lot, we plan to roll out the
scheme,” he added.

In March, Gahlot had in-
spected a prototype of a nine-
metre Mohalla bus at the Rajg-
hat bus depot and travelled on
it to attend the assembly bud-
get session. He had said these
Mohalla buses have seats for 23
passengers and are designed
for shorter routes within Del-
hi, serving as a vital mode of
firstand last-mile connectivity
for commuters.

According to the officials.,
25 per cent of the seats in the
buses will be pink, reserved ex-
clusively for women who will
also get free rides through
'Pink passes'. pr

Thecourtreached asimilar
conclusion in the case lodged
by the Enforeement Directora-
te (ED) against her, saving that
the material collected by the in-
vestigating agency showed she
was “prima facie involved in
payment of Kickbacks, estab-
lishing M/s Indo Spirit for re-
coupment of kickbacks, and in
varions other processes and
activities relating to proceeds
of crime, and thus, in commis-
sion of offence of money laun-
dering as defined under Sec-
tion3of PMLA."

The court specified that its
findings were only for the pur-
poseof deciding her bail under
PMLA. It also pointed out that
the case of Kavitha cannot be
equated to a vulnerable wo-
man who may have been misu-
sed tocommit an offence as she
is a well-educated and accomp-
lished woman, who has remai-
ned MPE, MLC, etc.

Kavitha had challenged the
trial court’s May 6 order by
which her bail applications in
the CBI's “corruption” case as
well asthe ED’s *money-launde-
ring” case were dismissed. Her
lawvers had submitted that of
the 50 accused in the excise poli-
cy case, she was the lone woman
and urged the court to consider
granting her bail as law keeps
women on a different pedestal.

However, CBI and ED oppo-
sed Kavitha's bail pleas, saying
that she was powerful enough to
influence witnesses. She is in ju-
dicial custody in the two cases.

In her bail plea, Kavitha
maintained she had “nothing
to do” with the excise policy
and there was a criminal cons-
piracy against her “orchestra-
ted by the ruling party at the
Centre with the active conni-
vanceof ED.”

New Delhi: Delhi High Court will take
up on Tuesday chief minister Arvind
Kejriwal’s plea challenging his arrest
by the Central Bureau of Investigation
(CBI) in a “corruption” case related to
the alleged excise policy scam.

The plea, which was filed on Mon-
day, has been listed for hearing before
Justice Neena Bansal Krishna.

In the plea, the Aam Aadmi Party
national convenor also challenged a
June 26 order of the trial court by
which he wasremanded in the CBl cus-
tody for three days,

Kejriwal wasarrested by CBIonJu-
ne 26 from Tihar Jail, where he was in
judicial custody till Julv 3 in a related
“money-laundering case” filed by the
Enforcement Directorate (ED).

CEI had claimed before the trial co-

urt that the AAP chief did not coopera-
te with the investigation and delibera-
tely gave evasive replies. The federal
agency had also expressed apprehen-
sion that he might influence witnesses,
Whilesending Kejriwal tothe CBI's
custody for three days on June 26, the
trial court had refused to declare his
arrest illegal, as sought by the defence
counsel, sayving that “the timing mayv
be circumspect, but it is not the clear
criterion for declaring an arrest ille-
gal”. The trial court had said that whi-
le investigation was the prerogative of
the probe agency, there were certain
safeguards provided in law and the
agency should not be “overzealous.”
The CM was arrested by ED on
March 21 and was granted bail by the tri-
al court in the "money-laundering” ca-
se on June 20. However, the trial court’s
order was staved by the high court.

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Flock Watch Breeds Joy For Birders

145 Distinct Species Of Birds WINGED AFFAIR
In & Around City Identified

New Delhi: A summer bird
census conducted recently vi-
elded impressive results with
bird watchers identifving 145
distinet bird species within
the city and adjacent areas.
The single-day survey imvol-
ved collaborative action un-
dertaken by several teams of
dedicated birders, whose
sighting confirmed a rich ta-
pestry of birdlife comprising
both resident species and
summer migrants.

Among the most
notable sightings
were paradise
flycatchers, the

Jacobin cuckoo
and the Indian pitta

Delhi and neighbouring
regions are host to summer
avian visitors from south In-
dia, SriLanka, Africaand Eu-
rope whoarrive to breed here.
Amongthemost notablesigh-
tings were paradise flycat-
chers, the Jacobin cuckoo
and the Indian pitta.

“Owver 70 birders formed
nine teams and went to diffe-
rent areas of the city to re-
cord the impressive species
diversity. They spotted 145
species of resident and sum-

mer bhreeding visitors, “A
number of these species bre-
ed in Aravali Mangar, Bhond-
si, Chandu, Najafgarh, Okhla
and other parts of the Yamu-
na floodplain,” said birder
Kanwar B Singh, who organi-
sed the birding expedition.

According to eminent bir-
der major general Arvind Ya-
dav, while there wasnoabnor-
mality observed during the
event, the gradual change in
the landscape every vear has
many ecologists worried. Ya-
dav said, “There was no ab-
normality in terms of sigh-
tings. We did not spot anyt-
hing very rare and it was ove-
rall adecent census. However,
what I must draw attention to
is the changing landscape.
For instance, plotting for resi-
dential areas is taking place
near key bird habitats like
Sultanpur and places in the
Aravali range. At Sakarpur
village near Gurgaon, where
there use to be a leopard trail,
thereis now ahighway adven-
turesportslike paramotoring
in the waterbody there. This
will lead to habitat loss and
disturbance for the birds.”

Yadav pointed out that at
this time of the year, more than
15speciesof summer migrants
visit the region, including the
Indian pitta, flyeatchers, cuck-
oos, Eurasian golden oriole, ro-
sy starling and bitterns.

9-year-old girl strangled, body
burned; minor neighbour held

Gurgaon: A 16-vear-old boy
allegedly strangled to death a
nine-vear-old girl, his neigh-
bour in a housing society, on
Monday morning when she
walked in on him trying to
steal from the flat. He set her
body on fire by lighting piec-
es of camphor and cloth he
found lying around after he
killed her, apparently to
destroy evidence.

The boy, who was appre-
hended under Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita (BNS) — the
first case to be registered in
the city under the new law
that has replaced the Indian
Penal Code — had allegedly
gone to the neighbour's house
to steal jewellery when her
mother and brother were vis-
itinghisflat. The two families
live in adjacent towers of the
Sector 107 society, which was
built under the affordable
housing scheme.

The case wasregistered at
Rajendra Park police station.

The boy told investigators
he entered the neighbour’s
flat thinking evervone was
away and panicked when the
girl suddenly walked out of
the washroom.

Police said the girl’s fa-
ther, a machine operator at a
factory, was away at work, so
she was alone. She was tak-
ing a bath and had probably
come out to check when she
heard noises as the boy made

his way in. The door was ap-
parently latched but not
locked, since the family had
only gone out to the next tow-
er and was expecting to
returnsoon.

The boy claimed he stran-
gled her with a dupatta on a
bed. When he realised she
was not breathing, he
grabbed pieces of camphor
and amatchbox from the 'poo-
ja ghar' and threw the burn-
ing pieces on her, thinking it
would erase his fingerprints
and destroy other evidence,
The murder was committed
around 10am.

“We received a call
around 10.45am that a minor
oir]l was Killed on Monday by
a minor boy who resides in
her neighbourhood. We have
apprehended the minor. The

In her police eomplaint,
the girl's mother said on re-
turning home she found the
iron gate of their flat locked
but the wooden door open. “I
saw my neighbour's son
standing inside the flat and
detected a burning smell. 1
immediately called my neigh-
bours and the fire depart-
ment. They entered the flat
through thepujaroom. Inside
the bedroom, we found my
daughter’s partially burnt
body,” she said.

Police have sent the body
for autopsy, while a forensic
team and dog squad collected
evidence from the flat,
including fluids.

New Delhi: Delhi’seducation mi-
nister Atishi has ordered the se-
cretary (education) to immedia-
tely withdraw the recent manda-
tory transfer orders for teachers
serving in the same schools for
more than 10 years.

This comes after the Directo-
rate of Education mandated
transfers for teachers who have
been at the same school for over a
decade. The minister's interven-
tion ensures that these experien-
ced educators remain in their
current positions, countering the
directive that threatened reas-
signment for those not voluntari-
ly applving for a transfer.

The circular had left many te-
achers unhappy. In this regard, a
delegation of teachers met the
minister on Mondayv and handed
over a memorandum to her.

Atishi said that a unique rela-
tionship exists between a teacher
and their student which is built on
yvears of trust, In such a situation,
onlyv a narrow administrative
aspect cannot be the reason for the
transfer of teachers from one
school to another, Notably, the Na-
tional Education Policy, 2020 also
talks about improving the rela-
tionship between teachers and
studentsand stopping the harmful
practice of excessive transferfora
better educational environment,

The minister said education
has been the top priority of Delhi
govt under the leadership of CM
Arvind Kejriwal. “In the last few
yvears, we have worked tirelessly to
strengthen the education system
of Delhi. Teachers are the most
important part of any school sy-
stem and Delhi govt's effort is to
constantly work to increasetheca-
pacity and confidence of teachers
and not do anything that hurts
their dignity. In such a situation,
such a decision, where under an
administrative order, all the tea-
chers whohavecompleted 10 years
in a school have been transferred
in one go, should be withdrawn
immediately,” she added.

Atishi 1ssued instructions to
the secretary (education) in this
regard and said that this decision
should be withdrawn immediate-
ly and no teacher should be trans-
ferred just because they have be-
enn working in a particular school
for more than 10 years. She also
soughtanactiontakenreportwit-
hin the next seven days.

Delhi-Ggn traffic to
be hit for 3-4 days

New Delhi: Delhi Traffic Police
have issued a traffic advisory for
3-4 days on NH-48 in the carriage-
way from Gurgaon towards Delhi

The NHAI began work on top-

New Delhi: The water production of DelhiJal Bo-
ard increased to 974 million gallons per day (MGD)
on Monday from 938MGD on Sunday, the latest
DJB bulletin stated. However, it still remains far
below the city's average demand of 1.290MGD.

Afterfacing problems for over amonth, the Wa-
zirabad water treatment plant (WTP) produced
133MGD water on Monday, a little more than its ca-
pacity of 131IMGD. It was producing less as the raw
water supply got reduced, which, Delhi govt had
claimed, wasdue tothe alleged deliberate stopping
of supply by the neighbouring Haryana.

Accordingto Monday's bulletin, the reduced
raw water supply does not seem to be a problem
any more, but DJB is facing other issues.

The Chandrawal WTF, which is supposed to
produce 94MGD, iscurrently producing 80MGD
duetoafault in its pump caused by Friday's tor-
rential rain, the bulletin stated. Similarly, the
Okhla WTP is producing around SMGD less
thanits capacity because of anundergroundre-
servoir problem. The Wazirabad plant is also
hattling maintenance problems.

In.June, when the temperatures were rising,
water supply was deeply affected acrossthecity
as the production at all DJB plants reduced con-
siderably —dipping even to the season’s lowest
of around 888MGD — prompting water mini-
ster Atishi toorder a crackdown on its misuse.

Teams were deployved to enforce a fine of Rs
2,000 on anyone caught wasting water, including
using pipes to wash cars, allowing water tanks to
overflow, and utilisingdomestic water supply for
construction. They were also authorised to dis-
connect any illegal water connection in const-
ruction sites or commercial establishments.

Find solutions
to curb spilling
of drain: Atishi

New Delhi: Public Works Department
(PWD)minister Atishi, mayor Shellv Oberoi
and senior officials jointly inspected a large
part of drain number 12 in central Delhi on
Monday. This drain is crucial for carrving
rainwater from central Delhi to Yamuna.

During the inspection, Atishi instructed
officials to find short-term solutions to pre-
vent this drain from overflowing again this
rainy season.

According to Delhi govt, the “unexpected
rainfall” on June 28 this year caused this
drain to overflow, leading to waterlogging
around I'TO Chowk. This drain was also the
cause of flooding in I'TO last yvear. A regula-
tor in this drain broke last vear, causing ra-
inwater to backflow onto the Ring Road, Su-
preme Court and adjoining areas.

The minister also directed officials to
find a permanent solution to prevent the
drain from overflowing.

Mavor Oberoi stated that I'TO Chowk and
the roads around it are among the most im-
portant routes in Delhi. *To prevent water-
logging here, we will work together with the
departments of the Delhi govt and take eve-
rv necessary step,” said Oberoi.

According to the mayor, Atishi has asked
officials to immediately remove encroach-
ments on the banks of the drain, which will
ensure that cleaning and maintenance work
can be done without any hindrance.

Atishi has also directed officials to incre-
ase the flow of water by installing temporary
water pumps to effectively managedrainage,
said the Municipal Corporation of Delhi.

DMRC has removed driver cabins from all 29 trains

New Delhi: All 29 trains on Magenta Line have now become
completely unmanned. While Delhi Metro Rail Corporation
(DMRC)has removed thedrivers’ cabins, anattendant is pre-
sent after a gap of three-four trains, but they will be removed
ina phased manner.

TOI had reported in Junethat thetrains on Magenta Line
would become fully automated. “Magenta Line is now comp-
letely driverless. We have removed the driver’s cabins from
29 trains, creating more space for passengers. We will remo-
ve attendants in phases,” said a DMRC official. After Magen-
ta Line, the same step will be taken on Pink Line,

Delhi Metro’s fully automated network is currently about
97km long and available on Magenta and Pink lines. It is the
onlydriverless train operation network in India. Inthe upco-
ming corridors under DMRC’s Phase-IV expansion, too, the
train operations will be driverless.

The driverless train operation facility was launched on
the Janakpuri West-Botanical Garden Magenta Line in Dec
2020 and was introduced on the Majlis Park-Shiv Vihar Pink
Line in Nov 2021, But till now, a train operator used to be pre-
sent to instil a sense of confidence and assistance.

“We will try to implement this soon in Phase IV with the
experience received on these two lines. For driverless opera-
tions in Phase IV, we have taken some measures like a track
monitoring system with cameras installed on the tracks,”
DMRC managingdirector Vikas Kumar earlier told TOI.

ADMRC official had earlier said, “Driverlesstrainsbring
more flexibility in the operations, and reduce human inter-
ventions and human errors. The system also helps in impro-
ving the availability of coaches for operations. The driver-
less trains eliminate the manual process of checking done
before induction, subsequently reducing burden on train
operators. The parking on the stabling line in depots is also
done automatically™

DMRC will procure 312 coaches — 52 trains — for driverless
operations for Phase IV's priority corridors. “DMRC has alrea-
dy started reaping benefits of driverless operations on its two li-
nes interms of increased availability of coacheson service. The
reliability of the trains has increased manifold due to exhausti-
ve self-tests done before induction in service every day, elimina-
tingall possibilities of human error,” an official said earlier.

Four killed after car rams
canter-truck on KMP e-way

Gurgaon: Four people died and two others suffered severe
injuries as a Maruti Ertiga collided with a canter-truck on
KMP Expressway in Farrukhnagar on Monday afternoon.
The impact of the collision was so severe that the car was
completely shattered.

According to witnesses, both vehicles were travelling in
the same direction when the accident occurred. The driver of
the Ertiga was attempting toovertake the canter-truck at high
speed, while the latter was tryving to exit the expressway.

and content, reveals a recent
study published in the British
Journal of General Practice.
Parkinson's disease (PD)
is the second most common
neurodegenerative condition
worldwide. It is estimated
that it will affect 14.2 million
people by 2040, mostly due to
anincrease in life expectancy.
In people with anxiety, the
study confirmed that depres-
sion, sleep disturbance, fati-
one, cognitive impairment, hy-
potension, tremor, rigidity, ba-
lance impairment, and consti-
pation arerisk factors for PD.
Neurologists in Delhi
emphasise that this finding
canassistthem intheearly di-
agnosis and treatment of Par-
kinson's disease.
Nevertheless, it is crucial
to recognise that anxiety, alt-
hough a potential early symp-
tom, is only one aspect of the

multifaceted nature of Par-

kinson's disease. While this
study sheds light on the con-
nection between anxiety and
Parkinson's, further research
is necessary to fully compre-
hend the complexities of this
neurodegenerative disorder.
Dr Jaideep Bansal, senior
director and head of neurolo-
gy at Fortis Hospital, Shali-
mar Bagh, said, “This study
prompts healthcare profes-
sionals to give more conside-
ration to anxiety symptoms
in elderly patients and incor-
porate them into a compre-
hensive diagnostic process.”
“By recognising and add-
ressing anxiety in a timely
manner,” Dr Bansal suggests,
“we can enhance the overall
well-being of people atrisk.”
Research shows that anxi-
ety can appear prior to motor
symptoms and that individu-
als with PD generally experi-
ence higher levels of anxiety.
“(One theory suggests that
PD may influence the brain's
fear circuitry and may be lin-

“This damage can disrupt
the normal functioning of the
brain's motor control sy-
stems, leading tothecharacte-
ristic symptoms of Parkin-
son's, such as tremors, rigidi-
ty, and bradvkinesia,” he said.

Furthermore, anxiety can
trigger inflammation, oxida-
tive stress, and mitochondrial
dysfunction within the brain.
These processes collectively
contribute to the neurodege-
nerative progression obser-
ved In Parkinson's disease.

“Some people may experi-
ence persistent and unexplai-
ned feelings of worry and
unease, indicative of a gene-
ralised anxiety disorder
Others might encounter sud-
den episodes of intense fear
accompanied by physical
syvmptoms such as a rapid he-
artbeat and sweating, which
are characteristic of panic at-
tacks. Additionally, social si-
tuations may trigger heighte-
ned self-consciousness and
discomfort, leading to social
anxiety These manifesta-
tions of anxiety in PD often
arise without a clear external
cause and tend to persist over
an extended period,” said Dr
Biplab Das, director and se-
nior consultant, neurology,
Narayvana Hospital, Gurgaon.

Anxiety is a common ex-
perience that everyone faces,
but when it becomes persis-
tent, uncontrollable, and rea-
ches a pathological level, it
can be a predisposing factor
for certain conditions, said
Prof Manjari Tripathi, head
of neurology department of
AlIMS. Sheadded that itisim-
portant to note that “not all
anxious patients will have
Parkinson'sdisease”.

Fortunately, anxiety can
be managed through both
pharmacological and non-
pharmacological approa-
ches. “Adjusting one's lifesty-
le, exercise, voga, seekingthe-
rapy, and taking prescribed
medication may help lower
the chancesof developing PD.

More the law, less the justice

New criminal codes will be tested on their ability to
protect the principle of presumption of innocence
I I The three new criminal codes that Kicked in yesterday — BNS,

BNSS, and BSB - will eventually replace the trio of IPC, CrPC

and Indian Evidence Act, respectively, which have governed
the criminal justice system. That'll happen only once all cases filed
under the old codes are closed. Given India’s caseload, this, in effect,
means two sets of codes will be in application simultaneously
across jurisdictions — a tremendous challenge for those who man
the criminal justice system. That the codes needed an overhaul is
indisputable. But challenges remain aplenty.

Undertrials burden | The approach to the codes’ overhaul was
discarding colonial baggage and to be reformative. Here, proportional
penalty is key. This means penalties are designed such that minor
offences don't invite jail time. Old faults compounded by new offences
that have crept in are unlikely to lessen the undertrial burden. It's
imperative that during training of the law enforcement machinery,
it's drummed in that no matter the crime and prescribed sentence,
there must be unwavering focus on
presumption of innocence - the hallmark
of aliberal reformative justice system.

Heavy hand | Minimum age for
criminal responsibility continuesto be 7
years, lower than international conven-
tion. Snatching is a criminal offence. It's
still prison for those not looking after old
parents. Sex on the pretext of marriage can be punished with up to 10
years'jail. A judge canaward such convictl-dayjail, or 10 years. Such
latitude can be problematic in interpretation — not all judges are
judicious.

0Old laws block | Archaic legal ideas continue to be in play.
Defamation remains on the statute, asdo provisions for ‘sedition’ if
not in so many words. A rigorous weeding out of archaic laws is
required, notleast when it comestomarital rape. Onus ison legislatures
to decriminalise petty behaviour and junk harsh provisions to meet
the agenda of reformative justice.

Capacity flags | Due process is deeply linked with capacity. Poor
forensics botches up many an investigation., And courts must
not allow police free hand when it comes to seizing ‘evidence’. Due
process ensures, for instance, forensics of digital devices don't
impinge on privacy rights. It demands probes compartmentalise a
phone’s contents - what investigators can and cannot explore. And
that this rule is spelt out.

Various police forces advertise they ‘care’ for civilians, but
collective experience is often otherwise. At the core, liberal justice,
the long-stated purpose for an overhaul of IPC, CrPC and IEA,
firmly stands for individual rights. The dharma of India’s criminal
justice delivery must be premised on protection of personal
freedoms and civil liberties.

Only once a rules-based global order
levelled the playing field, could Indians start

. Today, sports to business to science, in almost
. every sphere there are many success stories of the
Rohit bhaiva leadership style of agreeableness,
positivity and even-temperedness. Politics alone
maintains a big difference. There are two key
elements to this. One, any attempt to regulate the
aggro in the electoral field runs against the lakshman rekha
defending free expression.

Ageism ignores economic reality. Seniors are a high-spending group, from healthcare
to consumption. They aren’t a drag on growth. They are a plus for it

There is a loud ageist
rumour doing the rounds.
We are told that the
elderly are stubbornly
living longer and their
numbers are now well
heyond the load-bearing capacity of the
voung. This accusation is not just econo-
mically untrue, but it also underminesa
fundamental feature that is found in
humansalone.

Human seniors a breed apart | What we
tend to ignore is that only among us do
the old dominate the voung. Even our
close genetic neighbour, the silverback
gorilla, must vield his leadership to
younger rivals who are both stronger
and more attractive to females in the
band. Hard to tell which of the two hurts
the arthritic, old gorilla more.

Human beings are, in that sense, afreak
of nature. In US, two 75-plus men are
banging away at each other for the most
powerful office on earth. In the corporate
world, if you haven't noticed, peppered

hairmakes a CEQ look credible.

For us, age confers dignity, not
humiliation, as with gorillas. But what
about retirement and when the body goes
frail? Even then the old keep contributing.

They keep economy going | The pharma-
ceutical industry depends on the elderly
to sell theirdrugs, such as the omnipresent
lisinopril for hypertension, which in US
is prescribed
about S0mn
times annually,
In India, knee
replacements
are at around
2,500,000 a vear
and have grown
2.5 times in the
past five vears.

Sadly, but
happily for
drug producers,

those above 65
vears old are 11
times more
prone to cancer.
Then there are

The “seniors living” market 1is
expected to grow worldwide at a CAGR
of 6.2% over the next seven

vears. Though this is
still a fledgling industry
in India, it is projected to touch
$12bn by 2030. In India, if current form
holds, the spending power of Gen §(“8§"
for seniors)will be $1tn by 2050.

Gen S also supports the economy
via pension funds, which are a “captive
audience”, in a manner of speaking,
for much of it is channelled towards

govt at low interest rates. The rate of
growth in pension funds has
outpaced GDP growth in several
non-OECD countries. Examples
abound from Canada to Uganda to India
of pension contributions helpingdevelopa
country’'s infrastructure.

Elderly play special role in India | There
are other benefits too that elders bestow,
especially in India. As about 48% of
families here are joint, seniors contribute
in ways money cannot buy, or can, but at
a huge cost. This includes rearing
grandkids and keeping the housechold
humming while the yvoungare, hopefully,
earninga living somewhere.

But not every old person in India is
warming the rocking chair or regaling
little ones with nursery rhymes. In
India, one-third of the elderly are still
holding a job and have deferred their
retirement toan unspecified future date.

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Battle Begins: New Codes Versus Old Ways

Gender sensitisation to much larger forensic infra, BNS & two other laws demand
huge capacity expansion in the criminal justice system. Are govts up to it?

India’s criminal justice
system entered a new
era vesterday with
the enforcement of
three new criminal

— laws—Bharativa Nvayva
Sanhita, 2023 (BNS), Bharativa Nagarik Suraksha
Sanhita, 2023 (BNSS) and Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam,
2023 (BSA). Superseding colonial-era statutes, these
laws promise to put in place a modern, citizen-centric
and justice-oriented criminal justice system.

To resolve long-standing issues of delays in justice
delivery and slow investigative processes, the new laws
prescribe procedural timelines, increased use of tech,
digital evidence and mandatory forensic investigations.
These changes are not sufficient totruly decolonise the
system. Besides, their efficacy depends on tremendous
cooperation within state organisations, coupled with
mobilisation of significant resources,

Training must be thorough | Making the new laws work
requires thorough training and competence-building
of key stakeholders, including police and judges. Home
ministry has already launched initiatives for training
of police, prisons, judicial and forensic personnel.
However, this cannot be only about disseminating info.
Far more is needed. Training of stakeholders must
foster a shift in mindset towards the laws’ core objectives:
to do away with colonial overhang and make the system
more citizen-centric. This requires responsive and trust-
based policing practices and judicial procedures.

Community service a grey zone | BNS lays down
community service as a form of punishment for six
offences. However, the specifics remain unclear. There
is a general lack of ¢larity on what community service
entails, its term, segment(s) of community that will

benefit from it, and how such a punishment will be
enforced.

It 1s judicial decisions that have provided the specifics
of such punishment in the past. From the number of
hours of service per week to the number of yvears to its
nature, courts have laid down terms on a case-by-case
basis. Now, withcommunity service gaininglegislative
recognition, specific guidelines must be put in place.

Mumbai: In an investor-fri-
endly move, Sebi has asked
market entities likestock ex-
changes and depositories to
ensure fees charged to bro-
kersareuniformand not lin-
ked tovolumes. The markets
regulator on Monday also
proposed easier compliance
structure and reduced capi-
tal requirements for passive
mutual funds.

The markets regulator
has instructed stock ex-
changes, clearing corpora-
tions, and depositories to
review fees charged to
memberssuch as stock bro-
kers and depository parti-
cipants. Sebi describes ex-
changes, clearing corpora-
tions and depositories as
market infrastructure in-
stitutions (MIIs). Theirser-
vice charges are borne by
brokers who in turn reco-
ver them from investors.

Currently, some of the-
se entities use a volume-ba-
sed pricing model, which
can be complex and lack
transparency. This means
that stock brokers can col-
lect more money from in-
vestors than what thev ne-
ed to pay these entities,
This can be misleading for
investors and can create an
uneven playing field for dif-
ferent-sized members.

To address this, Sebi
has said that the charges
collected by these entities
from investors should
match what brokers are

charging the end-investor.
“The MII charges which
aretoberecovered fromthe
end client should be‘true to
label’,” Sebisaid in a circu-
lar. The regulator said that
the current practice of re-
covering charges from cus-
tomers on a daily basis and
passing them on once a
month to the MIls could re-

Bond yields
are falling, life
insurers may

Mumbai: The fall in long-
term bond vields, coupled
with pressure from reinsu-
rers, is causing private insu-
rers to reevaluate their term
insurance rates. Three of the
topfive private life companies
are expected to raise their
term rates soon, a senior in-
dustry source said.

The yield on the 40-year
bond hasdecreased from 7.34%
at the time of issue last yvear to
7.09%. Similarly, the vields on
other long-term bonds have al-
s0 dropped. For example, the
27-vear bond maturing in 2051
is trading at a vield of 7.06% —
only marginally higher than
10-vear bond yvield of 7% . These
long-term bonds were already
highly sought-after, with de-
mand from insurance compa-
nies surpassing supply.

However, the entrance of
new foreign investors in the
bond market following JP
Morgan index’s inclusion of
govt bonds has further pushed
down yields. And if RBI cuts

New Delhi: Despite an 11%
shortfall in June, monsoon
this vear could end in the
‘above normal’ range with
IMD expecting good rainfall
in the coming three months
of the season.

“In 20 out of the 25 years,
when June rainfall was below
normal, July rainfall was nor-
mal or above normal. Similar-
ly, in 17 of the 25 years, when
June rainfall was below nor-
mal, overall southwest mon-
soon rainfall was normal or
abovenormal,” said IMD chief
Mrutyvunjay Mohapatra while
sharing past data that indicate
high probability of ‘above nor-
mal’ seasonal rainfall in the
country when La Nina would
be an important factor.

As far as temperature is
concerned, good rainfall will
bring relief with maximum
(day) temperature being nor-
mal to below normal over
many parts of the northwest
India in July,

In contrast, northwest In-
dia recorded a mean temper-
ature of 31.73 degrees Celsius
in June, 1.65 degrees Celsius
abovenormal and the highest
since 1901. Even the monthly
average maximum temper-
ature in the region was 38.02
degrees Celsius, 1.96 degrees
Celsins above normal and
highest since 1901,

Assam-Arunachal flooding cuts off road
links to several India-China border areas

looding in Assam and Arunachal Pradesh worsened overnight

with rain continuing to feed rivers already in spate and causing
multiple landslides on Monday that cut off road links to several
areas along the India-China border, reports Kangkan Kalita.

Assam State Disaster Management Authority reported that the
number of flood-ravaged districts in the state increased from 12 to 19,

In Arunachal's Itanagar, the administration ordered shutting
schools from July 2to 6due to rainand landslides. Floodwater
washed away a bridge over the Kurung river in Kurung Kumey.
The swollen Kameng River swept away many houses in Seppa,
East Kameng districts.

There seems to be no respite in sight over the next few days,
with IMD forecasting heavy to extremely heavy raininthe
NorthEast till at least the end of the week. Over 8,000 people are
sheltered inrelief camps across Assam. Tinsukia district reported
one more flood-related death, taking the season's death toll to 35.

CM Himanta Biswa Sarmasaid heavy rain in catchment areas of
Arunachal was causing more flooding. He said NDRF and the Army
were on standby to deal with any emergency. “The next three to four
days are critical. We need to monitor the situation minutely.”

Subansiri in North Lakhimpur surpassed its previous highest
flood levels, recorded in 2011 and 2017. *The situation worsened
after National Hydroelectric Power Corporation released 409
cubic metre water from the Lower Subansiri dam, affecting 11,000
peoplein21lvillages of the district,” CM Sarma said.

FITNESS TESTS NO MORE ‘CRITERIO
FOR INDIA SELECTION

Focus Has Shifted To Injury Preventive Tests
& Performance Tests For Contracted Players

New Delhi: The T20 World Cup-
winning campailgn was a rare in-
stance in the last five years when
the Indian team had all its re-
sources fit and available for selec-
tion. Plagued by recurring inju-
ries to star players like Jasprit
Bumrah and Hardik Pandya post
the 2019 ODI World Cup, the In-
dian cricket board’s (BCCI) medi-
cal team at the National Cricket
Academy (NCA) changed its ap-
proach for contracted players
from doing fitness tests to injury
preventive tests and performance
tests in the last two years.

According to a NCA docu-
ment, in possession of TOI, it 1s
clearly mentioned that the stand-
ard fitness tests are not a ‘selec-
tion criterion’ for plavers. The
Indian team management under
the captaincy of Virat Kohli and
coach Ravi Shastri had made fit-
ness tests like the vo-vo test,
which checks the endurance of
athletes, a vardstick for players
to get into the team.

The NCA team, comprising
physios and strength & condi-
tioning coaches, has devised
three proformas which are
known as National Fitness Test-
ing Criteria (NFTC), Perfor-

mance Testing Battery and Pre-
vention Testing Battery The
NFTC is supposed to be done
every 12-16 weeks, performance
testing every six weelks and pre-
vention testing every two weeks.

The NFTC consists of 10 metre
sprint test, 20 metre sprint test,
standing long jump. vo-vo tests
and dexa scan (fat percentage).
Interestingly, the document states
that these numbers are derived
from the average of athletes in an
age group and are only group
benchmarks, “Please note these
are only fitness measures and not
a selection criterion,” the docu-
ment reads.

Notably, the yo-yo and 20 metre
sprint numbers are set higher for
emerging plavers than centrally
contracted players. The yo-vo
mark for contracted plavers is
16.5 while emerging plavers are
expected to score 16.7.

What's more interesting is
that these vo-vo tests have be-
come a rarity for contracted play-
ers at NCA. “The idea is that once
a player is centrally contracted,
he must have reached the desired
level of fitness. With the amount
of cricket and time they spend on
the road, it is unreasonable for
contracted playvers to undergo
NFTC tests. So, the focus has

shifted to injury prevention and
performance tests. Team India
strength and conditioning coach
Soham Desai, along with phvsios
Yogesh Parmar, Thulasi and
Kamlesh Jain, has done a great
job keeping the players in shape
through the 2023 ODI World Cup
and this T20 World Cup,” a BCCI
source told TOL

The prevention test has be-
come the most important tool.
There are tests like overhead
squat, walking lunges, glute
bridge hold and half kneeling
medicine ball throw. These are
short tests but it is observed if
the player could hold his posture
correctly through the tests. If the
plavers struggles to do so, it's
warning sign that the player
could be risking an injury.

The GPS vests and whoop
bands provide information about
running-bowling metrics and
players taking responsibility of
their off-field activities like sleep
and recovery.

According to sources, surgery
is the last option. Like in the cases
of Bumrah, Hardik, Ravindra
Jadeja and Shreyas Iver, the med-
ical team tried to work around
these battery tests in 2022-23,

“There are data and tests ga-
lore to ensure that the plaver isin
prime shape when he takes the
field. The performance testing bat-
tery and prevention testing bat-
tery playved a big role in plavers
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going out on the field and perform-
ing without worrying about
breaking down,” the source said.

Dravid, Rohit devised ‘rotation’
blueprint in Feb 2022

While all the attention was on
India’s probable top 15 players,
the team management was actu-
allv working towards like-for-like
options for every player. In effect,
the team management had been
looking at about 30 players.

“It was decided that if the
trainers and physios feel a player

New Delhi: Asthenew crimi-
nal laws came into force on
Monday, home minister Amit
Shah dismissed the opposi-
tion's charge that they were
“forcibly” pushed through
Parliament amid the suspen-
sion of 146 Lok Sabha and Ra-
jva Sabha MPs, saying that
discussions on the laws had
involved all stakeholders and
lasted four years, making it
possibly the longest consulta-
tion exercise in post-Inde-
pendence India.

Shah, however, said he was
open to suggestions from
members of the opposition on
how to further improve crimi-
nal justice delivery, “My doors
arealwayvsopenandlamready
to meet anyone who wants and
also review (the laws).

Full rollout of new laws in UTs by Aug 15

I_] ome minister Amit Shah on Monday said all the UTs are ex-
pected to fully roll out the three criminal laws — Bharativa
Nvava Sanhita, Bharativa Nagarik Suralksha Sanhita and Bha-
rativa Sakshya Adhiniyam — by August 15, though a country-
wide 100% implementation may take 34 years as the entire
criminal justice infrastructure gets an upgrade as per require-
ments of the new laws, reports Bharti Jain.

Shah said that the states will have flexibility to start by noti-
tving a police station for full rollout of the new criminal laws,
followed by a tehsil, a district and, ultimately, the entire state.
This will require upgrade of the courts, which is in the works
sinee 2020 in consultation with the Supreme Court and the nec-
essary software having been readied.

Remand time
still remains
15 days: Min

New Delhi: Union home min-
ister Amit Shah on Monday
clarified that the maximum
15-day police remand period
under Bharativa Nagaraik
SurakshaSanhita(BNSS)will
remain the same as was pro-
vided for in Section 167 of the
erstwhile Criminal Proce-
dure Code (CrPC).

Addressing a press confer-
ence hours after the three new
criminal laws came into force,
Shah said unnecessary confu-
sion was being created to give
the impression that the time-
period for police remand had
been extended under BNSS.

“I want to clarify that in
BNSS also the remand period
15 15 days. Earlier if an ac-
cused was sent to police re-
mand and he would get him-
self admitted in a hospital for
15 days... there could be no in-
terrogation as his remand pe-
riod would expire. Also, some-
times two accused are arrest-
ed and need to be interrogated
together. The new law now
provides for the same 15-day
police remand, but the deten-
tion can be in the whole, or in
parts, at any time during the
initial40davsor60dayvsout of
the detention period of &0
days or 90 days,"” said Shah,

Former law minister Kapil
Sibal had last vear raised
concerns regarding Section
187 of BNSS dealing with po-
lice remand, while alleging
that then proposed eriminal
laws would promote use of
draconian police powers for
political ends.
