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The NWSL wasn’t the only league dealing
with a break for the Olympics—the MLS was
also taking time off, and dealt with it in a

similar fashion: a mid-season tournament
with Liga MX.

Founded five years ago, the Leagues Cup
provides an opportunity for US and
Mexican teams to test their mettle against
each other, but also serves as the qualifier
for the 2025 CONCACAF

Champions Cup. The top three teams in the
Leagues Cup will automatically qualify for
that tournament, with the winner moving
directly to the 16-team knockout stage.

Club América faced off against Atlas FC at
Snapdragon Stadium on August gth. Club
Ameérica bypassed group play based on
their Liga MX standings, while Atlas FC had
to come up through group play. The two
teams last played each other back in
March, with Club América walking away
with a strong 5-1 victory.



- A Club Ameérica’s fans travel,
and show up strong. The
femenil teams were both
well-represented at recent
Summer Cup matches against
Angel City and SD Wave, and
this all-Mexican contest had an
even stronger turnout. It felt
like fully 80% of the stadium
sported the team’s traditional
vellow and blue, particularly in
the seats traditionally reserved
for the supporter’s section.

On the opposite side of the
field, a handful of Atlas
supporters stood strong, but
quickly found themselves
shouted down and drowned
out every time they attempted
to start a chant. This failed to
deter them, and they remained
engaged throughout the
match.

Unfortunately, their team
provided them with little to
cheer for.

Club América came out strong,
immediately pressing the
attack and driving down field,
only to be turned away. The
two teams tussled back and
forth in the midfield, with
neither side proving able to
break through.

Then in the 2o0th minute, las
Aguilas of Club Ameérica
managed to break into the
defensive third of Atlas. Javaird
Dilrosun took a pass from Brian
Rodriguez and fired off a shot,
but Atlas goalie Camilo Vargas
managed to get a glove on it.
Unfortunately for the visiting
team, it rebounded directly to
Erick Sdnchez, who headed it
into the back of the net.




The goal was the first for
Sanchez as a member of Club
Ameérica.

Neither team had another real
opportunity until the very end
of the half, when Atlas
defender Luis Reyes sent a
cross to Jhon Murillo at the top
of the box. Murillo
outmaneuvered Cristian Borja
and was lining up his shot,
only for Sebastian Caceres to
fly in out of nowhere and get
his body in front of the ball.
Goalie Luis Malagon got in on
the fun as well, and the three
went down in a tangle of

bodies.

The save came at a price, as
Caceres had to leave the match
at the half, to be replaced by
Néstor Araujo.

Atlas FC came back from the
break strong, pressuring Club
América and generating a few
chances, but not being able to
find the target. The moment
would finally come in the 59th
minute, when Raymundo
Fulgencio’s corner kick came
right back to him. He found
José Lozano, who batted in a
header to tie up the match.

The goal was a call to action for
Club América, and they
iImmediately answered.

Relentless pressure kept the
visitors on their heels, and the
ball mostly on their side of the
field. But now it was Club
Ameérica who couldn’t seem to
line it up, missing on a pair of
set pieces.

But in the 73rd minute, Javair6
Dilrosun, who had been
causing havoc for Atlas all
game, broke free and threaded
his way through a wall of red
and black jerseys.



At the last second, he

poked it to captain
Henry Martin, who
despite being heavily
marked by Hugo Nervo
managed to get a boot
on it and just find the
corner of the net.

The remainder of the
game was uneventful,
as Atlas FC failed to
create many problems,
and Club América
quickly dealt with those
that they did.

Club América would
finish the game with a
2-1 win. Facing a quick
turn-around, the team
met St. Louis City SC
four days later up the
road in Carson, where
they turned in another
convincing 4-2 victory.
But Club América’s time
Inthe 2024 Leagues
Cup game to an end on
August 17th in that
same city.

Number-one seed Club
América faced
46th-seeded Colorado
Rapids, and battled to a
nil-nil draw at the end of
regulation. The contest
then moved to a penalty
kick shootout, and after
five rounds, the teams
still remained tied.

The Los Angeles Dodgers set
aside Sunday, August 25th, to
celebrate the life of the late
Kobe Bryant. As if on cue,
Dodger right fielder Mookie
Betts went “Mamba” Style in
the bottom half of the eighth
inning as he ripped a two-run
homer. That put the score at
3-1 as the Dodgers took a lead
they would not relinquish.

On the game winning blast
Mookie said, “l was just
looking for a strike to swing at.
I’ve been getting a lot of
strikes, especially early in the
count,” | knew it was a double
at least, which would have
given us a chance to put one
across the board. And so that’s
all | really cared about. Just get
us a lead and get into the ninth
and finish it out.”

Earlier in the game, during the
fifth inning, Dodger center
fielder Kiké Hernandez , who
coincidentally wears Kobe’s
number 8, made a brilliant
catch to steal a sure RBI hit
from Tampa’s Ben Rortvedt in
the top of the inning. In the
bottom half, Hernandez
smacked a Jacob Lopez cutter
over the left center fence,
earning him the coveted
Teoscar Hernandez Sunflower
Shower on his return to the
dugout, and giving the
Dodgers the first lead of the
game, 1-0.

The California State
Championship is the last race
of the year for the Speedway
season, and this year it was
held at the Industry Grand. The
Industry Grand Arena is one of
the best venues in California,
heck, probably anywhere for
that matter! If you have
followed Sports Life’s coverage
you will know the season runs
In the summer months with the
annual Gumball Rally being the
rare exception, running on a
February evening.

Kelly Inman is the man who
keeps the show running year
after year, and his enthusiasm
for the sport has kept it alive
and made it a fun Saturday
night event for many years

now. We once again tip our hat
to Kelly and his crew that put
on one of the best “Bang for
the Buck” events in the Los
Angeles motorsports area.

Speedway bikes are a form of
flat track racing that in this
case takes place at Grand
Arena at The Industry Hills
Expo Center. The trackis an
8th of a mile of well-groomed
dirt thatis home to these
soocc single cylinder methanol
beasts! Did we mention that
these have no brakes?

The field is made up of 16
riders, these riders race four at
a time In a series of heats.
Each round has four heats.
Each round the riders are

shifted around so that end of
the night, everyone has raced
everyone else at least once. In
each race, riders are scored
with 3 points for a win, 2
points for 2 place, 1 point for
third and o points for last.

For AMA racing after the 20
races set the field, the top 8
scores go to the semifinals in
which the top 2 in each semi
advances to the 4-rider main.

We have seen a shift in the
past few years as newer, and
frequently, younger riders rise
through the ranks after coming
into the sport and start their
winning ways.



For many years Billy Janniro
was the man to beat, having
been AMA National Speedway
Champion 11 times. And Billy
still has great game. Max
Ruml has been giving Billy a
great run for his money as he is
the current reigning national
champion. The field also
contained past Champions
Broc Nicol and Arron Fox with
up and coming Alex Marting
and Slater Lightcap among
others.

Before the racing began for the
evening we took a moment to

celebrate the last race at the
Grand of Shawn “Mad Dog”
McConnell. Shawn has raced
Speedway for 5o years. 2024
will be his last year on
Speedway bikes. He started in
Southern California but made
his way to England to complete
In the British Leagues.
Shawn’s riding style and
easy-going So Cal nature made
him a hit in England. Once
back in the states he continued
to race and mentor the next
generations for many years.
Shawn will continue to be a
great ambassador for the

sport.

The first round saw 2020
National Champion Broc Nicol,
Billy Janniro, Alex Martin and
Max Ruml win their heats.

Round two had Billy beating
Max, an unusual occurrence so
far this season! Broc won his
heat, with fan favorite Arron
Fox triumphant, with past
“Under 21 Champ” Slater
Lightcap winning for the first
time this evening. Atthis point
only Billy and Broc had perfect
scores.
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n Round three it was Timmy
Dion taking a win, Billy once
again winning, Slater getting
his second win on the night
along with Max with two wins.

Round four mixed them up a
bit, and started with Aaron
getting his second win of the
night, with Broc back on top
again. Alex Martin scored a
second win and then Russell
Green winning for the first time
this evening.

The final round before the
semis continued, and the field
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continued to be a tight one.

Round five started with Alex
Martin scoring his third win on
the night, Broc taking a fourth
win, and “Mad Max” took his
third win of the night. Billy
“The Kid” Janniro took a fourth
win, and only 1 point away
from a perfect score for the
evening to his credit.

The first Semi-final pitted Billy
Janniro, Alex Martin, Slater
Lightcap and Russel Green.
Slater raised his game, and the
stakes for the night as he able
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to take the win with Billy taking
the only other transfer position
with Alex Martin in third and
Russell Green rounding out the
semi. Semi-final two was Broc
Nicol, Max Ruml, Arron Fox and
Timmy Dion.

Broc once again proved that
when the chips are down, he
can pull it off, and he was able
to hold off Max to win the the
semi-final as the two of them
advanced to it the final with
Arron Fox third and Timmy Dion
missing out on the final!

As
they headed into the first turn
they were side by side with
Nicol on the outside, but the
bike seemed to get away from
him and Broc was down and
out of the race.

The next few laps saw young
Slater Lightcap finally show
the crowd that a season of
training in the Polish
“Extraliga” Junior Trials made
some difference! He edged his
way a little farther ahead each
lap. It was a great battle that
saw Slater get his first huge

win since his “Under-21”
Championship, with Billy in
second and Max in third for the
last podium spot. Everyone
was happy for Slater and his
Dad/mechanic Keith.

We have watched Stater
mature as a rider this year and
the time they spent in Europe
this spring was paying off.

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The 7th annual “Junior Kurtz
Memorial” Cup at the Industry
Grand was full of surprises and
serious “Hand to Hand” combat.
Speedway Racing may be, with the
exception of Western Europe,
Australia and New Zealand, a bit of
a niche sport. But there is no more
exciting form of racing.

Yes, we can all watch Motocross
Star Jett Lawrence, go 20 straight
races without a loss, but itis rarely
able or exciting enough to match
four guys on methanol fueled
bikes at full throttle ... 6 inches
apart! Did we mention that those
bike have no brakes at all!




I n addition to the usual 4
man, 20 heat race program,
where every rider meets every
other rider at least once during
the night, if you want to see
“Do or Die” action try the “Last
Man Out” race, where the gate
goes up and after one lap, the
last guy across the line is
excluded. After 2 one lap
heats, and there are only two

riders left to battle it out, the
remaining two riders go to the
line for a 2-lap knife fight for
all the bucks! This unusual
event was brought back on
Wednesday night, with both
the promoter and the fans
pitching in extra money with
100% going to the winner! And
boy did they pitch in, with
nearly $1,000 in the pot.




Although “Mad Max” Ruml
has been pretty much
unbeatable this season,
nothing lasts forever. Although
Max managed to avoid
elimination through the first
two one lappers, he simply
couldn’t get around Broc Nicol
to save his life. In the end, it
ended up with Nicol taking
home a handful of wadded up
10’s 20’s and 50’s to the
delight of the crowd.

The rest of the evening was
just as exciting, from the “Pee
Wee’s” to the Sidecars

The “PeeWee’s” are a riot. This
IS where young future
Champions get their start. Kids
as young as five or six seem to
know no fear. Sometimes they
line up as many as 12 riders at
the starting line and boy do
they go at it, with the girls
holding their own.

After the lower (2nd and 3rd)
divisions mains were decided,
the next to last of the main
events, was the sidecars. With
twice the displacement, four
times as many cylinders, and

twice the riders, these guys are

completely nuts. And they
enjoy that reputation! The
passenger hangs so far down,
and almost off of the bike on
the inside, moving all over to
get the traction they need, itis
truly a display of acrobatic
talent, and sheer grip. Literally
on the throttle from the start,
It’s four laps of screaming
craziness, all sideways. In the
end, it was National Champs
Jones and Summers narrowly
beating out the Ovrid brothers,
with Smylie/Kinner taking the
last place on the podium.




After working through the
heats, and the semi’s, Mad
Max Ruml took a nearly perfect
point score for the evening to
make it to the Main, to face off
with Broc Nicol, Slater Lightcap
and Aaron Fox, all tied exactly
one point behind him.

After the usual introductions,
and a lot of kicking the surface
to see where they best traction
might be, each rider chooses
his starting gate. The rider with
the highest point total on the
night, gets to choose first, and
the rest choose in descending

order. When the gate finally
went up, both Broc Nicol and
Mad Max Ruml got great starts.
However, the pair were rarely
more than a few inches ahead
of behind, depending on where
they were in the lap. And often
with the lead trading places a
couple of times each lap, never
more than a bike length apart.
Both of them trying different
lines to block or hold the lead.
But at the checkers, Brol Nicol
held fast, as he held Ruml off
by maybe 6 inches, if that!
