Is nothing sacred?

Orthodox Jews who observe the
Sabbath are criticizing the city
Department of Sanitation over its
stricter evening curbside garbage
drop-offs, saying they are getting
slapped with fines for adhering to
their religion.

In some heavily orthodox neigh-
borhoods like Crown Heights,
trash has to be brought to the curb
for Saturday pickup no earlier
than Friday evening — when resi-
dents are preparing to observe the
Sabbath.

“The city’s new regulations re-
garding garbage collection now
directly infringe on our religious
liberties and seem to overturn
nearly 100 years of precedent,”
fumed Crown Heights resident
Kan Tzivah.

The city now requires property
owners to put out bins later than
that — after 6 p.m. if the recepta-
cle has a secured lid, or between
8 p.m. and midnight for trash bags.

The times were pushed back
from the previous cutoff of 4 p.m.
in an effort to reduce the time rats
and rodents have easy access to
food scraps, officials have said.

Tzivah noted that for about half
the year, the Sabbath starts before
6 p.m., and observant Jews are
supposed to refrain from activities
viewed as work.

“I even tried explaining this to a
DSNY worker who was issuing
tickets right before Shabbos on
our block recently,” Tzivah said.
“Unfortunately, he simply said that
while he was sympathetic to our
problem, he was following orders
and couldn’t make exceptions.

“It feels as though, in NYC 2024,
the concerns of the Jewish com-
munity no longer count.”

Locals shared with The Post
copies of summonses for bringing
out their trash receptacles too
early, with fines ranging from $50
to $300.

“I was surprised because in all
my years living here in Crown
Heights the DOS has been very
considerate to our needs as reli-

gious Jews,” said Rabbi Motty Lip-
skier, a Crown Heights resident
and educator who recently re-
ceived a summons.

“I appreciate all those who are
working on resolving this issue
and I trust that the DOS will be
understanding,” Lipskier said.

Give it a rest

Brooklyn state Sen. Simcha
Felder has urged sanitation offi-
cials to stop issuing summons
ahead of or during the Sabbath.

“Sabbath observant residents
with Saturday collection will need
to put out their trash receptacles
in advance of the Sabbath, which
will be earlier than DSNY’s Trash
Setout Times of 6:00 p.m. and 8:00
p-m.,” Felder said in a Sept. 18 let-

ter to the Sanitation Department’s
enforcement chief.

“By allowing this small window
of time for Sabbath observant resi-
dents with Saturday collection, we
can ensure that we do not cause
mounds of stagnant garbage to
pile up throughout the neighbor-
hood,” Felder said.

“Due to religious observance,
DSNY should refrain from issuing
violations for putting out garbage
receptacles earlier on Friday
evening, as this is the only time
that these residents would be able
to put them out before a Saturday
trash collection.”

A Sanitation Department rep de-
fended the later timetable for put-
ting out trash — and enforcing it
with summonses.

“The old 4 p.m. set-out time was

among the earliest in the country,
and it meant that black bags of
trash sat on our curbs more than
half the day,” said Joshua Good-
man, DSNY’s deputy commis-
sioner for public affairs and cus-
tomer experience.

“Changing this old status quo is
getting results, with the largest
year-over-year drop in rat sight-
ings since 2010, but sustained
progress depends on compliance
with the rules.”

Goodman said the department
has offered to change the collec-
tion day in Crown Heights from
Saturday to another day of the
week to work around the Sabbath.
But the offer, he said, was rejected.

“While that offer was declined
by community leaders,” Goodman
said, “it remains on the table.”

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Industrial
LIC wants
a hrake
on hikes

Businesses in one of the
last-standing industrial cor-
ners of Long Island City say
they can only take so much
gentrification — and that a
planned new bike lane has
put them over the edge.

Local industries argue
that the cyclist carve-out in
the trendy Queens neigh-
borhood will be dangerous
for their truck drivers —
not to mention the bikers.

“Not every street is safe
for a bike lane. You
wouldn’t put a bike lane
down the middle of the LIE.
It’s just not safe. And this is
similar,” argued Matthew
Dienstag, co-owner of the
local LeNoble Lumber.

But the city — which
touts on its transportation
website that nearly 1 million
New Yorkers regularly ride
bikes — is plowing ahead
with plans to connect the
Pulaski and Kosciuszko
bridges for bikers.

The connection will come
by way of Borden, Starr and
Review avenues — a dan-
gerous sector of Blissville
infamous for congestion.

Massive box trucks al-
ready swerve across both
lanes to warehouses, a
tricky maneuver made even
more difficult by a chronic
double-parking problem.

Local civic associations
and the community board
requested the bike lane.

Five people, including
two cyclists, were killed —
and more than 170 others
injured — on the local
roads in the past five years.

“We need to do every-
thing we can to ensure we
don’t lose another life to a
preventable death,” the
area’s City Council mem-
ber, Julie Won, told The
Post.

A Big Apple couple who con-
vinced their family to sell their
home in the US and splash $2.6
million on a crumbling French
chateau is now struggling to keep
the dream alive after being be-
sieged by structural problems
and costly renovations.

Julia Leach, 33, and fiancée
Caroline Ibarra, 37, purchased
the 750-year-old chateau in Cha-
rente, 90 minutes northeast of
Bordeaux, with Leach’s parents
in early 2021, hoping to turn it
into a full-scale hospitality busi-
ness, The Wall Street Journal re-
ported.

But two years after setting up
their Lady of the Chateau busi-
ness, the couple say they have
been set back by the staggering
cost of renovating the sprawling
14,000-square-foot property.

The bill to repair and restore
the property has ballooned to
nearly three times their expected
$1 million budget.

What’s worse, they now risk
being deported when their visas
run out if they can’t prove they’re
earning more than France’s re-
quired minimum wage of roughly
$46,800 within the next two
years.

Then the earthquake hit

The couple’s dream to live in
the French countryside chateau
hit a snag almost immediately
after they decided to uproot from
their Brooklyn apartment, give
up their TV and film camera-as-
sistant careers and start a You-
Tube channel to document the
renovation process.

They were quickly plagued by
issues with the castle-like prop-
erty, including structural prob-
lems, leaks, sewage backups,
electrical issues — and even a
small earthquake.

At one point, the couple found

themselves “knee-deep” shovel-
ing sanitary napkins from a
backed-up septic tank and re-
moving dead animals from the
infrastructure.

The couple also weren’t aware
when they purchased the cha-
teau that it was listed as a historic

monument, which means archi-
tects have to be granted govern-
ment approval for any structural
changes to the building.

The family, including Leach’s
parents and sister, who also all
relocated for the joint venture,
had planned to make a signifi-

cant investment in the property.

“It is becoming completely un-
affordable,” Leach recalled
thinking early on, adding that
the expense made them com-
pletely rethink the initial two
years of renovation plans they
had set aside.

Leach’s parents had sold off
their French Provencal-style
family home in La Jolla, Calif,, to
help pay for the chateau and in-
vest in the business.

Champagne swillers

Leach said the chateau’s gar-
deners and cleaners, including
some who had been working
there for decades, also realized
early on that the couple were se-
rious about reviving the property
and weren’t just there to “drink
champagne in bed.”

“It was more like crushing re-
sponsibility and panic,” she re-
called of the first few months at
the property.

Throughout all the renovations
and structural issues, the family
says they are still trying to keep
their business plans afloat.

Despite initially opening the
property as a bed-and-breakfast,
they have since shifted to focus
on “immersive retreats” so they
can try and turn a profit.

“I think what we’re doing is, in
a lot of ways, very American,”
Ibarra said.

In little more than a year, a
once-obscure South American
street gang has taken hold in the
Big Apple, exploiting the migrant
crisis to build a violent criminal
enterprise from within the walls
of city shelters.

Tren de Aragua, a Venezuelan-
bred crew of thugs, now terror-
izes Gotham with gun-toting,
moped-riding hoods, sells illegal
guns under the very noses of pri-
vate shelter security guards and
runs sleazy prostitution rings in
neighborhoods suddenly besieged
by the marauding migrants.

The gang, which also peddles a
lethal fentanyl mix called Tussi or
“pink cocaine,” has grown so fast
that they have so far over-
whelmed both average New York-
ers and the city’s police force.

“Not every migrant is here to
commit crimes, not every mi-
grant is a gang member,” said
NYPD Chief of Detectives Joseph
Kenny. “But these TDA guys hide
very well in plain sight in the mi-
grant community.

“We aren’t looking to grab the
food delivery guy, but these guys
go so far as to wear Uber Eats
clothing, [using] the delivery bags
while they’re out there committing
their crimes,” the chief told The
Post. “When we do arrest them
they are very eager to talk about
the crime they have committed.

“They are unwilling to talk
about TDA itself.”

Burglary & brothels

The gang, whose name means
“train from Aragua” in Spanish,
now runs citywide theft and rob-
bery crews that have terrorized
neighborhoods.

In Jackson Heights, a stretch of
Roosevelt Avenue dubbed the
“Market of Sweethearts” has be-
come a testament to TDA'S mus-
cle and influence, with vendors
peddling stolen items and an
open-air red light district that has
migrant hookers walking the
streets day and night.

A 24-hour brothel raided by the

NYPD last week may have ties to
the gang, sources said.

One current crime spree has
seen nearly two dozen heists
pulled off by migrants wielding
guns or knives, with the crooks
typically as young as 15 and no
older than 19 years old, law en-
forcement sources said.

The crews move in groups of a
half-dozen or more, and raid not
only retailers but average New
Yorkers — one victim was ap-
proached by a TDA gang and
threatened with a knife, slugged
and robbed in June.

In July, another victim was
lounging near the Central Park
playground when two thugs for-
cibly stole $80 and grabbed his
phone, making him give up his
password before running off.

And last month a woman walk-

ing near Rockefeller Center was
pickpocketed by another migrant.
The NYPD also recently shut
down a major gang-linked rob-
bery crew, with nearly two dozen
migrant teens either busted or
identified as suspects in 21 sepa-
rate and often violent robberies.

Nasty snatch-&-grabs

“They were like, ‘We need your
phone, we need your stuff, because
I had my bag with me, my phone,
AirPods, Applewatch,” one victim
told The Post. “They wanted ev-
erything, but I couldn’t give any-
thing because I had some money, I
had some things in my bag.

“They started and punched me
to the face,” he said. “I was step-
ping back, you know, trying to
fight back, but I couldn’t do any-

thing. And then five more guys
came in, total, like, minimum, 10
of them.”

With little regard for law en-
forcement, TDA gangbangers are
also not shy about targeting cops.

Gang member Bernardo Castro
Mata, 19, was arrested in Queens
in June and charged with shoot-
ing NYPD officers Richard Ya-
russo and Christian Abreu after
nabbing the gun-toting robbery
suspect.

In February, suspected gang
member Jesus Alejandro Rivas-
Figueroa, just 15, was busted for
allegedly firing at a tourist and a
police officer in Times Square.

A month earlier, a cowardly gang
of migrants with alleged links to
the gang jumped two NYPD cops
in the same area, and one of them,
identified as Jhoan Boada, 22, was

sleazy street

A sleazy Queens brothel is
selling sex across the street
from two public elementary
schools near the notorious mi-
grant “Market of Sweethearts,”
according to fed-up locals,
who are mounting a campaign
to shut it down.

The illegal sex shop is the
latest example of criminal ac-
tivity around the infamous
strip in Jackson Heights, an
area law-enforcement sources
suspect could be affiliated
with the cutthroat Tren de Ar-
agua gang.

“No good,” neighborhood
mom Maria Gonzales told The
Post of the brothel Sunday.
“The school is just there.
C’mon, no good. My husband
go and say to them, ‘Not here.
Too close, the nifios.’ They say,
‘OK, OK, OK.

“Crazy,” she said. “We need
police. Everyone calls, but no
police coming.”

The situation is publicly sur-
facing days after the NYPD
raided a 24-hour prostitution
operation on nearby Roosevelt
Avenue, where the so-called
“Market of Sweethearts”
hooker strip is located.

But locals near the latest un-
covered brothel say this situa-

tion is even worse because the
sex shop is across the street
from PS 19 and PS 307.

“As a mother, we always worry
about the safety and welfare of
our children,” Ileana Martinez,
whose two children attend the
schools, said in a statement.
“But what we see near Roosev-
elt Avenue now is terrifying.
Hopefully someone will re-
spond to the CEC resolution.”

Plea to mayor & cops

The resolution, which is due
to be submitted to Community
Education Council 24 at its
meeting Tuesday, calls for city
schools officials, police and
Mayor Adams to team up to
shut down the brothel and
crack down on other criminal
activity in the neighborhood.

“This request aligns with the
NYC [Department of Educa-
tion’s] commitment to ensur-
ing that all students are pro-
vided a safe and supportive
environment, crucial for fos-
tering their academic success
and social-emotional growth,”
the resolution reads.

Photos from the brothel
scene show that a wooden
panel and a wooden door were
built at the rear of the busi-
ness, where apparent prosti-
tutes sit nearby, hoping to lure
in johns.

so brazen as to flash reporters the
double bird as he walked out of
court without bail.

For the majority of asylum-
seekers, the gang is a stain on
their community, and an example
of the rampant violence and law-
lessness that forced them to leave
their homelands in the first place.

“I wouldn’t want the violence I
grew up with to start here,” one
Venezuelan migrant at Manhat-
tan’s Roosevelt Hotel said Sunday.
“Iwouldn’t be here if I saw what I
saw in Venezuela. I brought my
kids here so they wouldn’t have
the experiences with criminals
like how it is over there.”

Another migrant simply called
the gang “very bad people.”

Ground Zero for TDAs New
York City operation is Randall’s
Island, where a massive tent city

was erected to help accommo-
date the wave of migrants from
the US border.

Kenny called it “the main hub
site.”

“You have the shelter itself and
also have kind of like a tent city
where people who are not regis-
tered to be in the shelter have
taken up residence on their own,”
the chief said.

Randall’s recruitment

He said one migrant dealer bus-
ted by the cops “didn’t want to go
on to Randall’s because it’s too
dangerous. There’s a lot of people
there that don’t belong — it’s a
congregation of people.”

But they’ve infiltrated other
shelters — sources said one TDA
bigwig was booted from the mas-

sive Hall Street shelter in Brook-
lyn for breaking the rules but re-
turns every other day to collect
the proceeds from drug sales at
the facility and to smother over
any beefs between gang members.

The 4,000-bed shelter is also
home to a rival Venezuelan gang
called “El Carro De Lost Caragi-
jos 666,” which has a beef with
TDA that predates their arrival in
the US.

The gang itself is named for the
region of Venezuela where they
came from.

The gang began to expand out
of their home base in 2018, and
popped up on the radar for the
Venezuelan military when they
resorted to assassination and
bribes to win lucrative railroad
contracts in the city of Maracay
— and soon established chapters

elsewhere in South America.

Members sneaked into the US
among the millions of migrants
who crossed the border, and set
up shop across the nation, from
cities like El Paso and Chicago to
Florida beaches and Middle
America.

Members are told to get distinc-
tive tattoos that mark them as
members, with the body art typi-
cally including anchors, clocks,
crowns and phrases that included
the word “guerrero” — which
means warrior in Spanish but
also pays homage to Hector
“Nino” Guerrero, the leader of
Tren de Aragua in Venezuela.

The gang tats also tend to fea-
ture the number “23” or NBA
stars Michael Jordan and LeBron
James, both of whom have worn
the number on their jerseys,

while others include images of
bulls, seemingly a nod to the
NBA’s Chicago Bulls, who play in
a city where TDA has flourished,
sources said.

Just last week an immigration
enforcement source told The
Post that the gang has now also
expanded into New Jersey, in part
with new recruits plucked from
the Big Apple.

In New York, TDA recruiters
worked city shelters to enlist new
members, many of them strong-
armed into joining their ranks un-
der the threat of having their
families targeted by the gang.

Any asylum-seekers who refuse
to join are labeled “Culebra” —
an enemy of TDA.

Enraged families of COVID-19
victims are calling for former Gov.
Andrew Cuomo to face charges
after recently surfaced emails
contradicted what he told a con-
gressional panel about nursing-
home deaths.

Peter Arbeeny, Vivian Zayas and
Janice Dean are asking the Depart-
ment of Justice to probe Cuomo,
arguing he lied to congressional in-
vestigators about a state report that
lowballed deaths in nursing homes
at the height of the pandemic.

Cuomo had initially claimed he
had not seen the report, but a new
bombshell probe appeared to show
that he not only knew about the re-
port but had edited it himself.

“We call on the Department of
Justice to launch a full and fair in-
vestigation into Andrew Cuomo’s
statements to Congress, his coor-
dination with other witnesses and

his role in covering up the nursing
home death toll,” the trio wrote in
a statement, obtained by The Post.

“If it is found that he knowingly
misled Congress and the Ameri-
can people or interfered with the
congressional inquiry, he must be
held accountable under the law,”
the statement went on.

“The families who lost loved
ones deserve the truth, and the
public deserves to know that no
one is above the law, especially
those entrusted with public office.”

Andy’s past denial

In June, Cuomo had downplayed
any involvement in a state Depart-
ment of Health report released in
July 2020 that undercounted the
number of nursing home deaths
when questioned by the House Se-
lect Subcommittee on the Corona-
virus Pandemic.

But uncovered emails in a New

York Times report showed that
Cuomo had been suggesting edits
to the report prior to its release,
inserting language that blamed
nursing home staff and visiting
families for spreading the virus
and contributing to the deaths.

A Cuomo spokesperson said the
latest criticism was politicizing
the pandemic.

“We are long past the point of
absurd,” Cuomo spokesperson
Rich Azzopardi told The Post in a
statement Sunday.

“We sympathize with every one
of the 1 million-plus families who
lost loved ones, but the continued
attempts to purposefully distort
and politically weaponize this
pandemic are both transparent
and sad.”

Cuomo hadn’t been sworn in un-
der oath for his testimony, but of-
ficials told him he could be prose-
cuted if he knowingly made false
statements, according to a tran-

script of the closed-doors session.

Democratic  politicians also
called on Cuomo to face more ac-
countability.

“I've stood with the families of
nursing homes and will continue to
stand with them to hold the former
governor accountable,” said As-
semblyman Ron Kim (D-Queens)
an outspoken Cuomo critic.

‘Andrew Cuomo has consist-
ently lied and gaslit the public in
pursuit of his book deal and politi-
cal ambitions,” Kim added. “Now,
we must hold him accountable and
seize this opportunity to fix our
broken long-term care system.”

City Councilman Lincoln Res-
tler wrote in a statement said it
was clear Cuomo’s testimony be-
fore the House was “misleading
and inaccurate.”

“Time and again, he reveals him-
self to be someone New Yorkers
cannot trust and who does not be-
long in public office,” Restler said.

Prison
for fatal
dog maul

A Texas couple whose pit
bulls viciously mauled an
elderly veteran to death will
each spend more than a
decade behind bars for the
attack.

Ramon Najera, 81, died
when he was attacked by
two dogs that had escaped
their yard and charged at
him and his wife, Juanita, 74,
in San Antonio.

First responders wit-
nessed Najera’s bloodied
body being dragged by one
of the dogs. The canines
then attacked firefighters,
who were forced to fight
them off with pick axes.

The dogs’ owners, Chris-
tian Morena and Abilene
Schneider, were each
slapped with lengthy prison
sentences Friday for the Feb.
24, 2023, mauling, the Bexar
County District Attorney’s
Office said.

Juanita told a court Friday
that she now suffers from
post-traumatic stress disor-
der and “extreme loneliness
and emptiness.

“I would never have imag-
ined I'd be calling myself a
widow at this time in my
life, and in this tragic way,”
she said. “PTSD is now
something I will have to deal
with the rest of my life.”

Morena will spend the
next 18 years behind bars,
with Schneider receiving a
15-year sentence. The DA’s
Office said the couple was
criminally negligent by not
providing adequate fencing
and allowing the dogs to
roam free.

Criminal justice reforms
enacted in 2019 under then-

bail laws

Federal officials would
bypass states like New York
that have policies viewed as
soft on crime — and give
law enforcement funding
directly to localities under a
bill pitched by the Empire
State’s GOP delegation.

The bill, sponsored by up-
state Rep. Marc Molinaro
and shared exclusively with
The Post, would distribute
some federal law enforce-
ment funding directly to lo-
calities if states have laws
on the books like New
York’s Clean Slate Act and
loose bail laws.

“Taxpayers shouldn’t be on
the hook to prop up a regime
in Albany that is making us
less safe,” Molinaro wrote in
a statement. “This bill will
take funds from Albany and
reinvest them directly into
the local police, courts, and
governments that are actu-
ally doing the work to re-
store public safety.”

The light-on-details legisla-
tion is co-sponsored by all
but one of New York’s Repub-
lican members of Congress.

It would require the De-
partment of Justice to with-
hold funding meant for the
states if they don’t allow
judges to base bail eligibility
on a “dangerousness” stan-
dard or if they have “a general
policy providing for the seal-
ing of the criminal records of
felons.”

The senior Hezbollah leaders
killed in Friday’s Israel Defense
Forces airstrike were meeting to
plan an Oct. 7-style invasion in
northern Israel, officials said.

Members of the Iran-backed ter-
ror group’s elite Radwan Force
were allegedly studying “plans for
a ground invasion at the heart of
the occupied territories” in north-
ern Israel, a Hezbollah source told
the Al-Monitor Middle East news
outlet.

Israeli President Isaac Herzog
reiterated the claims during a Sky
News broadcast Sunday morning
as he condemned Iran and its ter-
ror proxies.

“All of these leaders came to-
gether in order to launch the same
horrific, horrendous attack that we
had on Oct. 7 by Hamas, by burn-
ing Israelis, by butchering them,
raping their women, abducting and
taking hostage people and little ba-

bies,” Herzog said.

“This is exactly the same plan
they have been planning for years
under the plans of the Empire of
Evil of Iran,” he added.

The IDF said it killed 16 senior
commanders and Hezbollah opera-
tives during an airstrike on Friday
as the terrorists gathered inside a
high-rise apartment building in
the Dahiya area of southern
Beirut.

IDF spokesperson Rear
Adm. Daniel Hagari said
top leaders Ibrahim Agqil
and Ahmed Wahbi were
among those Kkilled in the
blast as they were allegedly
scheming to invade Israel.

“Aqil and the Radwan Force
commanders who we attacked
are the commanders who
drew up and led the
Hezbollah terror
group’s plan,
to be carried
out on the

day the order was given, to attack
into the northern territory of the
State of Israel, what they called
‘The plan to conquer the Galilee,””
Hagari said.

Aqil and Wahbi were also alleg-
edly part of Hezbollah’s top brass
that allegedly oversaw the near-
daily attacks on Israel since Oct. 8.

Following the air-

strike, which Leba-
nese health offi-
cials left a total of
37 people dead,
Hezbollah  fired
more than 100
rockets over the
border early Sun-

day.

One of the missiles
hit a residential
building in Kiryat

Bialik,
wound-

ing at least three people as thou-
sands across northern Israel were
sent scrambling for shelters.

In retaliation, Israel fired its own
rocket barrage that killed at least
three people and left another four
wounded near the border, accord-
ing to Lebanon’s health ministry.

The conflict between Israel and
Hezbollah reached a boiling point
after thousands of pagers, radios
and other electronic devices used
by members of the terror group
detonated last week in attacks that
were blamed on Israel.

While the US backs Israel’s right
to defend itself, White House Na-
tional Security spokesman John
Kirby told ABC’s “This Week” that
it is not in Israel’s “best interest” to
force a military escalation.

“The tensions are much higher
now than they were even just a few
days ago,” Kirby said. “We still be-
lieve that there can be time and
space for a diplomatic solution here
and that’s what we’re working on.”

IDF probing whether Hamas chief is dead

The Israeli military is in-
vestigating whether Hamas
chief and Oct. 7 master-
mind Yahya Sinwar may
have been killed in a recent
airstrike on Gaza, accord-
ing to multiple reports.

Some media claim Sin-
war may have been killed
or wounded in one of the
most recent bombings in
an unspecified part of the
Gaza Strip, nearly a year
since the terror chief

green-lit the Oct. 7 terrorist
attack that sparked the war.

Officials with the Israeli
intelligence agency Shin
Bet and Israel Defense For-
ces said there is no new ev-
idence to suggest that Sin-

war is dead but that they
are continuing to investi-
gate the possibility.
Questions have swirled
about Sinwar’s fate because
the Hamas chief suppos-
edly went radio-silent dur-

ing continued airstrikes in
Gaza, according to Axios
reporter Barak Ravid.
Sinwar has gone quiet in
the past, a tactic that has
spurred false reports of his
death.

Bibi's
‘siege’
plan for
N. Gaza

Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu has
told the country’s parlia-
ment he is considering
the military’s “Generals’
Plan,” which would evac-
uate all residents from
northern Gaza to lay
complete siege to the
area, a new report says.

The PM told Knesset
members Sunday that his
cabinet would be exam-
ining the plan, which is
not backed by the US, to
take control of northern
Gaza as Hamas contin-
ues to regroup in the
area even after a year of
war, The Times of Israel
reported.

Former Israel Defense
Forces Maj. Gen. Giora
Eiland laid forth the plan
last week before the
Knesset Foreign Affairs
and Defense Committee.
He told the panel’s mem-
bers the plan would en-
sure Israel’s victory and
free the hostages at a time
when the cease-fire talks
with Hamas lie frozen.

“We have to tell the
residents of north Gaza
that they have one week
to evacuate the territory,
which then becomes a
military zone; [a zone] in
which every figure is a
target and, most impor-
tantly, no supplies enter
this territory,” Eliand
said of the proposal.

Eiland, who has re-
ceived backing from sen-
ior IDF reservists, said
the plan would cover the
entire area north of the
Netzarim Corridor in
Gaza City, with the
forced evacuation esti-
mated to affect about
250,000 people.

After the evacuation,
IDF troops would then
systematically arrest or
eradicate the members
of the terror group who
stayed behind, and any
terrorist who avoids the
troops would eventually
“starve to death.”

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T’S easy to forget because he’s
usually invisible but we still
have Joe Biden as president for
four months.

Catholic prep school Biden at-
tended while his younger brothers
had to content themselves with
the local public school.

up a story about Biden wanting to
show off his hometown but he’s
never had the urge before and,
quite honestly, there’s not much to
show off.

On Friday, Jill Biden was hosting
a glitzy party for the cast of the
West Wing.

Saturday night was a pet project
for the “life-long educator” on the
South Lawn: hosting the “first-
ever Back-to-School Night at the
White House to celebrate the start
of the new school year with edu-
cators, school professionals, stu-
dents, and families,” as the press
office put it.

No room at the White House for
the leaders of 2 billion people to

discuss how to combat Chinese
aggression in the Indo-Pacific. So
off they trooped to Wilmington.

What a joke.

But not as much of a joke as
what happened Friday, at Joe’s
first Cabinet meeting in 11
months. He brought in Jill to sit at
the head of the table as if she were
running the show. She delivered a
little speech on one of her pet top-
ics while Joe stared vacantly into
space and Cabinet members had
to politely clap.

Harris to blame

Whether it’s Jill or someone else
running the country, the bottom
line is that we don’t have a func-
tional president.

This is a constitutional crisis.

Kamala Harris is most to blame

because she has the constitutional
duty as vice president to ensure
the president’s brain is not AWOL.

Former President Donald
Trump indicated that he likely
wouldn’t run in 2028 if he loses
the Now.

“No, I don’t. I think . .. that
will be it. I don’t see that at all,”
he told TV host Sharyl Attkis-
son on Sunday when asked
about a potential fourth White
House run. “Hopefully, we're
gonna be successful.”

Trump, 78, has been the GOP
standard-bearer since 2016,
and if he did hypothetically vie
again in four years, he’d be
older than President Biden, 81
— who is the oldest president
in US history.

Most polls show Trump run-
ning neck and neck against
Harris, though the GOP nomi-
nee has a history of outper-
forming surveys.

“I was a very consequential

president, and would cer-
tainly be, and maybe even
more so this time,” Trump
declared in the interview on
Sinclair broadcasting’s “Full
Measure.”

“I understand countries, I
understand who rips us and
who doesn’t.”

Trump’s entrance into the
2024 arena did little to deter
primary competition, but the
real estate mogul ultimately
bulldozed about a dozen chal-
lengers and easily locked down
the nomination.

Trump also suggested there
was some benefit to being out
of office after losing the 2020
election to Biden.

“It would have been easier if
Idid it, you know, contiguous,”
he mused. “But the benefit is
more than anything else, it
shows how bad they were. It
shows how bad this radical left
liberal crazy philosophy is.”

Voters’ trust in Trump

Most voters think Donald
Trump is right about the econ-
omy and the direction of the
country, according to two na-
tional polls that came out Sunday.

A hefty 65% of likely voters
feel the country is heading in
the wrong direction and trust
Trump more on the economy
(50% to 41%), according to a
national NBC News poll.

In a separate CBS News/You-
Gov poll, 59% of voters rated

the economy as “bad” com-
pared to 39% “good.”

Despite a bleaker view of the
state of the US, both polls
showed Vice President Kamala
Harris is continuing to make
significant gains.

Respondents to the NBC poll
favored Harris 49% to 44%.

The CBS poll, which did not
include third-party candidates,
had Harris up by a similar mar-
gin — 52% to 48%. Ryan King

Befuddled prez forgets
he’s introducing Modi

A confused-looking President
Biden fumbled and snapped at
staffers after forgetting which
world leader he was supposed to
introduce at a press conference
event during the Quad summit
Saturday.

Biden, 81, was supposed to call
Prime Minister Narendra Modi of
India to the stage, but appeared to
be unsure which of the three
visiting heads of government he
was meant to name.

“Thank you all for being here
and now, uhh, who am I introduc-
ing next? Who’s next?” Biden
shouted after wrapping up his
remarks.

An announcer then revealed
that Modi — the head of the
world’s largest democracy — was
up next and the prime minister
came up and shook hands with

Biden soon thereafter.

The outgoing president was
hosting allies of the four-nation
Quad alliance at his home in
Wilmington, Del., for a short, two-
day summit as foreign leaders
travel to the US for the United Na-
tions General Assembly meeting.

The Quad — established to help
counter the influence of China —
includes the US, Japan, India and
Australia.

“By the way, he’s from a small
country like ours. A small popu-
lation like ours,” Biden then joked
while embracing Modi, 74. “He’s
become a good and decent man.
A good friend.”

India has the largest population
in the world, with about 1.4 billion
people, while the US is the third-
most populous at 345 million.

Biden had unveiled a global ex-
tension of his “Cancer Moonshot”
initiative earlier in his remarks and

recounted his son Beau’s death of
brain cancer in 2015.

The new initiative entails a
partnership between the four
countries and seeks to reduce
cancer deaths.

Return to ‘Moonshot’

“m proud to announce that
our four countries, the leaders
behind me and many organiza-
tions here today are committing
over $150 million for HPV, HPV
screening and therapeutics,”
Biden said.

“Next year, doctors and nurses
in the US Navy will begin a pro-
gram to train Indo-Pacific coun-
terparts in conducting cervical-
cancer screening and vaccination
so we could reach every woman
in the region and it matters folks.”

Throughout his presidency,
Biden has been dogged by similar

confused leader of the free world Modi was on deck.
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faux pas and episodes of forget-
fulness or confusion during high-
profile outings.

Last year, for example, Biden
bumped into a giant flag at the
United Nations and seemingly
snubbed Brazilian President Luiz
Inacio Lula da Silva by exiting the
stage without shaking his hand.

At 81, Biden is the oldest presi-
dent in US history, though former
President Donald Trump could top
that if he wins the Nov. 5 election
and serves out a full second term.

Amid consternation about his
mental acuity, Democrats re-
volted against Biden and pres-

sured him to drop his reelection
bid for the White House, render-
ing him a lame-duck president.

Chatty first lady

During the president’s Cabinet
meeting Friday, First Lady Jill
Biden raised eyebrows by doing
most of the talking and later host-
ing a Rose Garden event without
him.

The weekend gathering was
poised to be Biden’s final summit
with the Quad Alliance leadership
before he departs the White
House. Biden had sought to add

“personal touches” to the two-day
summit and further cement his re-
lationship with the key allies.

“Our countries are more strate-
gically aligned than ever before,”
Biden had said during the sum-
mit, “While challenges will come,
the world will change, because
the Quad is here to stay.”

Later this week, he is set to
meet Ukrainian President Volo-
dymyr Zelensky for the latter’s
fifth public trip to the US since
Russia invaded in February 2022.

Zelensky is expected to discuss
a “Plan for Victory” with Biden
and eventually visit with Vice

President Kamala Harris as well
as former DPresident Donald
Trump as part of his trip, which
includes a speech before the UN
General Assembly’s 79th session
in Midtown.

On Tuesday, Biden is scheduled
to deliver remarks before the UN
and confer with other world lead-
ers throughout the week.

Days after the Now. 5 presiden-
tial election, Biden is expected to
attend his last Asia-Pacific Eco-
nomic Cooperation gathering,
which is set to take place in Peru,
and his last G20 summit, slated
for Brazil.

Privatized
VA musters
vet interest

Earlier this month, Republican
vice presidential hopeful J.D. Vance
suggested a bigger role for private
health care at the Department of
Veteran Affairs — and drew swift
backlash from Democrats.

But for some vets who have had
headaches in the past dealing with
the VA, bringing in more of the
private sector is sparking interest.

“I've spent hours on hold,
waited weeks for appointments,
and driven over an hour to an-
other state for a 15-minute visit,
using my own PTO,” Marine vet-
eran Shelby Anderson, who suf-
fered an on-base injury and lost a
leg, told The Post. Anderson de-
scribed Vance’s remarks as “a
breath of fresh air to hear.”

Recent surveys have indicated
that the VAs approval ratings
continue to improve — a dra-
matic shift from a decade ago
when the agency was mired in a
wait-list scandal.

Still, there are lingering issues,
like a 240,000 claim backlog, ac-
cording to the department’s most
recent figures.

“I think that there are areas
where the VA actually works very
well,” Vance (above) said in a re-
cent interview on the “Shawn
Ryan Show” podcast. “So I would
not say, ‘get rid of the whole
thing.” But I would say, ‘give peo-
ple more choice.’ I think you’ll
save money in the process.”

Kate Monroe, a Marine veteran
and the CEO of the Vetcomms.us
organization dedicated to helping
fellow vets navigate the VA, ar-
gued that any move further in the
direction of more private-sector
care must be done carefully.

“If we’re considering privatiz-
ing portions of VA health care,
we must first ensure that the
funds don’t end up in the hands
of the same people mismanaging
the system today,” she said.

A young widow is raising a
“miracle” baby — who was born
nine months after her husband
was killed in a freak accident on
their Caribbean honeymoon.

Marianna Kuhlman, 23, an-
nounced she gave birth to her
son, Raphael Patrick Kuhlman,
and posted pictures of the new-
born on her Instagram, just
nine months after husband Nate
Kuhlman, 23, fell and drowned
while water skiing on their hon-
eymoon in St. Lucia.

“Clearly, God had a plan big-
ger than anything we could
have ever imagined,” Kuhlman
wrote in an July Instagram post.

‘Gift of life’

“He answered our prayers,
and prayers of those around the
world, just in a different way
than we had expected, but still
the GIFT OF LIFE; the miracle
we are so overjoyed to finally
share with you all.”

The Ohio couple wed just
three days prior to the tragic ac-
cident, and had agreed not to
consummate their relationship
until after they were married,

‘MIRAGLE’

“This has to be a miracle,” she
recounted telling her in-laws,
according to the Times.

“God himself would have to
kick an egg out.”

The couple met as students at
Franciscan University in Steub-
enville in October 2021 and
prayed nightly.

They eventually got engaged
more than a year later and mar-
ried on Oct. 28, 2023 — a date
chosen specifically to avoid
Kuhlman conceiving on their
wedding night, the Times re-
ported.

Beach horror

The newlyweds spent their
first night married in their
apartment, then drove to Miami
the next night. The following
morning, they arrived in the
Caribbean to start their honey-
moon, but then tragedy struck.

The couple kicked off their
honeymoon at the beach where
Nate went water skiing while
Kuhlman watched from the
shore. Minutes later, Kuhlman
witnessed her husband receiv-
ing CPR on a boat that was rac-
ing back to land.

Attempts were made to revive
the young husband but doctors
informed his new wife that he
wouldn’t make it, the Times re-
ported.

Kuhlman first announced
her pregnancy on social
media on her late hus-
band’s birthday in
January.

Kuhl-
man wrote in the July 18 post.

Chess authority keeps Russia, Belarus in check

Chess governing body
FIDE’s general assembly
Sunday upheld a ban on
Russian and Belarusian
players imposed after Mos-
cow invaded Ukraine in
February 2022, while back-
ing a move to consider eas-
ing restrictions on disabled

and junior players from
those two countries.

The Ukrainian govern-
ment, the State Department,
chess players and members
of the Ukraine Olympic
team had urged chess feder-
ations to reject a motion by
Kyrgyzstan to fully rein-

state the two nations.

In the end, delegates from
66 countries supported a
last-minute proposal by the
FIDE Council to consult the
International Olympic
Committee about letting
players with disabilities or
who are children under 12

from Russia and Belarus re-
turn to international events.

“We believe this approach
upholds FIDE’s commit-
ment to inclusivity while
respecting the international
framework,” the organiza-
tion’s deputy president and
also a former world cham-

pion Viswanathan Anand
told the assembly before
the ballot.

Forty-one delegates voted
not to readmit the players,
21 countries favored lifting
the ban entirely and 27 ab-
stained or were absent.

Raid on new top

cop latest blow

A raid on the home of the Big
Apple’s interim police commis-
sioner has raised eyebrows —
coming just days after he took the
job and as investigations swirl
around Adams administration of-
ficials, The Post has learned.

Interim Commissioner Thomas
Donlon said in a Saturday night
statement that federal authorities
had taken from him “materials that
came into my possession 20 years
ago and are unrelated to my work
with the New York City Police De-
partment” — one week after his
predecessor stepped down over a
seemingly unrelated raid.

Sources told The Post that
agents had been searching for
classified documents Donlon may
have brought home during his
years with the FBI and the Depart-

ment of Homeland Security — but
that explanation has left a lot of
law-enforcement officers scratch-
ing their heads.

“The same federal agencies that
‘recommended’ Donlon to Adams
also executed the warrant — less
than a week after Donlon’s ap-
pointment — to search his house
for 20-year-old documents,” one
source said, adding that Southern
District of New York head Damian
Williams actually backed Mayor
Adams’ commish choice before he
announced it.

“I can hear the agents laughing
while they’re torturing the mayor,”
the source said. “It’s open season on
Adams at the SDNY and FBL”

The same source said Donlon
“clearly pissed off the wrong peo-
ple at the FBI,” which led the inves-
tigators to throw “another grenade
in Adams’ lap and pull the [pin].”

“Donlon was collateral damage,”

the source added.

Adams tapped Donlon, an
NYPD outsider, to take over as the
city’s interim commissioner on
Sept. 12 — the same day former
Commissioner Edward Caban ab-
ruptly resigned because of a fed-
eral investigation that has focused
on him, his brother and several
other close allies of the mayor.

Slew of investigations

Federal agents had seized Caban’s
electronic devices as part of what
sources say is a sweeping corrup-
tion probe into potential influence
peddling — an inquiry that’s also
ensnared Deputy Mayor for Public
Safety Phil Banks, Schools Chancel-
lor David Banks and their brother
Terence Banks, as well as former
NYPD official Tim Pearson and
First Deputy Mayor Sheena Wright.

None has been accused of

crimes and it is not clear if the in-
vestigations are connected.

On Sunday, Donlon ignored The
Post as he walked out of his Upper
East Side apartment and refused to
answer questions about the raid.

Some sources said the raid was
the feds’ way of telling Adams that
nobody in his orbit is safe. But oth-
ers claimed it was just the result of
a vetting process for renewed
clearances — criminality had
nothing to do with it. Not every-
one believed that though.

“They don’t search your house
when they do security clearance,”
said Joseph Pistone, the legendary
FBI agent known as “Donnie
Brasco” who infiltrated the Mafia
in the 1970s and 1980s.

Tourists have ruined one of
Yellowstone’s most gorgeous
thermal pools — turning its once
pristine blue waters into a mish-
mash of colors because of years
of accumulated coins and trash,
officials said.

The Morning Glory Pool —
perched near the famous “Old
Faithful” geyser — was for years
a must-see attraction in the Up-
per Geyser Basin in Yellowstone
National Park, according to Cow-
boy State Daily.

“There are some lovely quotes
about its beauty and stunning
blue colors, and likening it to the
Morning Glory flower,” Yellow-
stone National Park historian
Alicia Murphy told the outlet.

But those early visitors to the
park’s Wyoming portion from
more than a century ago weren’t
all that concerned about the envi-

ronment — and did not practice
the stringent “leave no trace” pol-
icy that outdoor enthusiasts live by
today, according to park officials.

Wishing well

The brilliant blue pool of
scalding water was treated like a
wishing well as visitors chucked
coins, handkerchiefs, trash and
all sorts of other debris into its
depths.

Murphy said tourists often
tossed things into whatever crev-
ice or hole they could find in

America’s first national park —
established on March 1, 1872 —
hoping it would make something
interesting happen.

“People didn’t understand the
plumbing and how geysers
worked,” she said. “There were
lots of ideas about, ‘If we throw
something into this pool, we
might be able to make it erupt.””

The items corrupted the pool’s
natural beauty, and its deep-blue
water is now a mix of greens, yel-
lows, blues and oranges.

Former Yellowstone ranger Jeff
Henry said that at one time, the

National Park Service held regu-
lar cleanups that he equated to
“harvesting a crop.”

The team fished out hundreds
of objects during the laborious
work, Cowboy State Daily said,
as it tried not to damage the deli-
cate thermal pool.

“We found tons, probably thou-
sands of coins,” Henry added.
“There were a lot of rocks that
didn’t belong there, and I think we
found some hats that probably had
blown off people’s heads and
landed in the pool. And they,
wisely, didn’t try to retrieve them.”

He can’t imagine the park ser-
vice doing something similar
now, however, given the diffi-
culty of the work.

“Cleaning pools was done on a
regular basis,” he said. “But val-
ues change, and they don’t clean
the pools anymore, at least with
the frequency and at the scale
that we did.”

DNA reunites kin 70 yrs. after kidna
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A California family’s 70-
year-long search for their
kidnapped relative ended in
June after an online DNA
test finally put them on the
right track to the complete
opposite end of the country.

Luis Armando Albino, a re-
tired firefighter and Vietnam
War veteran living on the
East Coast, was kidnapped
from a park in Oakland, Ca-

lif. in 1951 when he was 6.

He had been playing with
his older brother when a
woman approached him,
promising she would buy him
candy if he came with her.

For many of his family
members, including his
mother who died in 2005,
that was the last time they
saw him. But the family
continued to hold out hope

for seven decades.

Luis was raised by a cou-
ple on the East Coast. Offi-
cials did not specify where
on the East Coast he lives
today and authorities still
have an open investigation
into his abduction.

Luis’ niece, 63-year-old
Alida Alequin, took an on-
line DNA test in 2020 “just
for fun” that showed a 22%

match with a stranger who
would turn out to be Al-
bino. She tried to reach out
to him but had no luck.

She picked up the search
again in 2024, digging
through archives of the Oak-
land Tribune and gathering
enough evidence for law en-
forcement to open a new
missing person case. After
another DNA test, investiga-

The FBI helped arrange for
Luis, now a father and grand-
father, to come to California
for a reunion with Alequin,
her mother and other rela-
tives June 24. Alequin told the
Bay Area News Group that
Luis “hugged me and said,

A college student who was bru-
tally raped by a club manager and
promoter on her first day of work
at a swanky Midtown bar is suing
him and the business, saying it
failed to protect her.

The woman, a former dance ma-
jor who filed her suit anony-
mously in Queens Supreme Court
last week, says trendy Blue Mid-
town and the company Dream
Hospitality is liable for the rape by
since-twice-convicted rapist
Christopher Macias in September
2021.

Just two weeks before the plain-
tiff was attacked, Macias raped an-
other college student, a freshman,
inside his car, her suit notes.

“I showed up as an employee,
ready to work, bright eyed, full of
hope, and I left scarred, trauma-
tized and victimized by him,” the
plaintiff, a college senior at the
time, told The Post.

“And that’s at fault of these clubs
and of these people that are hiring
him and allowing him into a place
of position. In the nightlife indus-
try in New York City, it’s all too
common.”

The woman and her lawyer said
the nightlife world must do a bet-
ter job of protecting its workers.

“We hope this lawsuit will send
a clear message to employers that
they have a responsibility to pro-
tect their employees from sexual

harassment and assault,” said at-

The woman added that she
wants all employees to be more
aware of how people in power can
take advantage of others.

She recalled for The Post how
her only day at the West 44th
Street club began with Macias

“He knew what my goals were,”
she said. “And he kind of used that
in a way to make me trust him and
make me feel like T had to . .. stick
with him if I wanted to be success-
ful.” She said, “he knew exactly
what he needed to do in order to
make me. .. trust him.”

At the end of her shift after
4 a.m., Macias offered her a ride
home, she said. On the way, he
pulled off onto a quiet West Vil-
lage street, where he raped her
twice, the woman said. She fought
back, and Macias got so violent

that witnesses heard her scream-
ing and called the police, she said.

Macias was convicted in January
of raping her and the other stu-
dent and is now serving 18 years
to life in state prison.

The woman and Shirian said the
nightlife industry must weed out
such predators, suggesting a back-
ground check could have helped
signal Macias was prone to dis-
turbing behavior. In 2012, he was
accused of shoving a police officer
down some stairs in his home-
town of Hoboken, NJ.

The club did not respond to a
Post request for comment.

House Republican leader-
ship on Sunday unveiled its
second plan to avert a gov-
ernment shutdown, ditch-
ing a key provision from the
first attempt that Demo-
crats had roundly opposed.

A vote on his “Plan
B” could come as soon as
Wednesday.

Act, even if it triggered a
shutdown.

4-slay firing ‘switch’

By JARED DOWNING

The gunmen who opened fire
outside a popular hookah bar, kill-
ing four people and wounding 17
others, on Saturday night likely
used weapons with an illegal
“switch” that allowed them to fire
fully automatic, maximizing the
casualties, according to authori-
ties.

Police said the gunmen found a
single intended target standing
outside a nightclub and sprayed
bullets into a bustling street full of
bars and restaurants, which is
popular with college students and
just a few blocks from the Univer-
sity of Alabama, Birmingham.

“They were in a vehicle, got out
of the vehicle, shooting occurred,
they fled in the vehicle,” Birming-
ham Police Chief Scott Thurman
told reporters.

‘Hell-bent on harm’

The shooting lasted only mo-
ments, but police found more than
100 empty shell casings at the
scene. Police believe at least one
weapon had been outfitted with a
“Glock switch” that allowed the
handgun to fire full auto, accord-
ing to WVTM-TV.

Machine guns and other fully
automatic weapons are illegal in
the US, except for a few excep-

tions that require onerous federal
licenses.

However, these illegal conver-
sions have become a scourge on
the streets of Birmingham, Mayor
Randall Woodfin told reporters.

“There’s a certain element in
this community who are too com-
fortable riding around with semi-
automatic weapons, automatic
weapons, convergent switches
and everything else, whose only
hell-bent intent is to harm peo-
ple,” Woodfin said.

The gunmen’s intended target
had been standing outside the
Hush Cigar and Hookah Lounge, a
basement club that often has a
long line of people waiting to get
in. It is located in Birmingham’s
Five DPoints neighborhood, a
trendy spot that draws many stu-
dents from the nearby university.

This is the third quadruple hom-
icide this year for Birmingham. In
July, a drive-by shooting at an
adult birthday party killed four
and injured nine others. The city
had 135 homicides in 2023, accord-
ing to AL.com.

Another shooting occurred at a
different night club just a few
hours after the killings, although
police say the two were unrelated.

No arrests have been made so
far, and the hunt for the gunmen
continues.

Ukr. hits Russian ammo

Ukrainian drones struck two
Russian munition depots in an
overnight attack that caused one
of Russia’s largest ammo storage
facilities to explode in a massive,
fiery blaze Saturday, officials said.

Kyiv’s military general staff said
the attack targeted facilities in
Tikhoretsk and Oktyabrsky, with
the former allegedly harboring
2,000 tons of munitions, including
weapons from North Korea.

Videos uploaded to social media

from Tikhoretsk, in Russia’s
southern Krasnodar region, show
the moment the military facility
erupts into a cloud of fire.

“The facility is in the top three
largest munitions storages of the
occupiers, and is one of the key
points in the Russian military logis-
tical system,” the general staff said.

A Ukrainian security source
said drones were used against
both ammunition depots.

Call for security

Mary J. Blige has resided inside
the mansion in years past, as
have several “high-level business
folks,” one neighbor named Jack
told KABC.

“I think some influencers have
lived here over the years. It’s a
really cool house. It’s big,” the
neighbor added.

“The longer it sits like this,
more people are going to come
and keep doing what they’re do-
ing,” Jack said. “The neighbor-
hood, this house specifically,
could use a security guard. Two
guards . . . not that expensive.
Let’s keep the neighborhood safe.”

Combs is being held at Brook-
lyn’s Metropolitan Detention

Center after he was

arrested by federal
agents last week on charges of
sex trafficking, racketeering and
transportation to engage in pros-
titution.

He was placed on suicide
watch inside the jail as a “pre-
ventative measure.”

The neglected mansion in the
posh Hollywood Hills has been
owned by John Powers Middle-
ton since 2012. It’s been vacant
for over a decade.

Middleton, the only son of busi-
nessman and Philadelphia Phil-
lies owner John S. Middleton,
owns a second Los Angeles prop-
erty that has also become overrun
by vagrants, according to KABC.

Squatters and taggers have
been entering the Hollywood
Hills property for over two years.

The unwanted guests have be-
come headaches and safety haz-
ards for the neighbors, who call
the mansion an eyesore with the

“Every time we call, the police
will come and they’ll clear it out,
and then within an hour or two,
five more people are there and
staying the night,” one neighbor
told the outlet.

Others claim the taggers are
beginning to spread their work
to other properties.

Nuisance

The Los Angeles Department
of Building and Safety declared
the property a nuisance and is-
sued an abatement order forcing
the owner to build a fence and
secure the property in October
2022, NBCLA reported.

Middleton failed to comply
with the order, leading the city to
erect a fence instead.

A lien has been issued on the
home and Middleton has de-
faulted on property taxes for sev-
eral years.

HERE’S a whole lot of hot
air coming out of New York
City this week.

As politicians, celebrities
and academics descend on the
Big Apple for Climate Week
NYC, expect a lot of bad ideas —
and ironically a lot of carbon di-
oxide emissions — from elites ea-
ger to force their political agenda
on the masses but unwilling to
make the sacrifice themselves.

Starting Sunday, these self-ap-
pointed climate crusaders are
busily lecturing ordinary Ameri-
cans about how to live, what to
drive and even what to eat, all
while flying in on private jets and
being chauffeured around town
in SUVs. As they pontificate from
podiums and plush panels about
reducing carbon footprints, they
conveniently ignore their own
outsized ones.

Climate Week is rehashing the
same tired, failed schemes of the
climate movement, branded this
year with an “age of urgency,”
perhaps in recognition that their
ideas still don’t work. Despite
the ramped-up doomsday rhe-
toric, our environment is thriv-
ing — and this is the best time in
human history to be alive.

If you're looking for someone
to blame for inflation, start with
the devotees of Climate Week:
Their anti-fossil fuel proposals
have resulted in higher energy
prices, which increase
the cost of everything.
Add to that the tax bur-
den of the hundreds of
billions spent on renewa-
ble-energy subsidies and
pressure from the ESG move-
ment, which bullies businesses
into adopting climate initiatives
or risk debanking.

Yet for all that investment —
and all that cost increase — wind
and solar power still represent
just 5% of the nation’s energy
production. Despite the Left’s
best efforts, wind and solar are
largely failed technologies.

They work all right when the
wind is blowing and the sun is
shining, but weather conditions
are notoriously difficult to pre-
dict and rarely track with elec-
tricity needs. No matter how
many industrial wind farms and
solar panels we build, those sys-
tems rely on fossil fuels to keep
the lights on.

Imagine for a moment that cli-
mate activists achieved their goal
and somehow managed to delete

every drop of oil and gas and van-
ish every lump of coal nation-
wide. First, of course, it would de-
stroy our society and send us back
to the Middle Ages — as Venez-
uelans found out firsthand, when
week-long blackouts struck their
once prosperous nation after their
oil industry collapsed.

But what would happen to our
dangerously warming climate?

Nothing. According to the same
data models climate radi-
cals misuse to claim the
sky is falling, a total US
ban on fossil fuels would
shift global temperatures
by a few hundredths of a
degree at most. These models
have significantly overestimated
warming every time, so even that
may be a stretch.

Even if the whole world partic-
ipated in the disappearance of
fossil fuels, the effect would still
be minute — less than a tenth of
a degree.

But we’re not doomed. Con-
trary to the Climate Week event
snappily titled “Let’s Not Die,”
climate-related deaths are down
99% in the last hundred years, ac-
cording to researcher Bjorn Lom-
borg, even as the world’s popula-
tion has quadrupled.

In fact, by the numbers, we’re
growing more resilient to climate-
related disasters than we are to
non-climate-related disasters like
volcanoes and earthquakes.
Clearly, the weather isn’t the prob-
lem here.

In reality, this is the best time in
human history to be alive. Around
the world, in the wealthiest urban
centers and the most impover-
ished developing nations, people
are living longer, healthier, better
lives than ever before. They have
accessible, abundant energy to
thank — and not the unreliable,
unaffordable energy the climate
movement promotes.

Access to affordable, reliable
energy from fossil fuels dramati-
cally improves life expectancy,
infant and child mortality and
economic opportunity, while re-
ducing poverty and disease. Fos-
sil fuels are the reason we have
comfortable homes, access to
nutritious foods and life-saving
medicines.

They are the reason you can
spend your free time reading
this article instead of the back-
breaking labor of life without
them: subsistence farming, walk-
ing miles to collect water or fire-
wood, and the likelihood of a
short and difficult existence.

Climate Week’s dreams are
nothing but fantasies that won’t
stop climate change, but would
ravage our society.

If its organizers really hope to
create a brighter future for hu-
manity, they should unapologeti-
cally embrace the high-carbon
lifestyle and acknowledge its
power to transform the human
condition.

ov. Hochul has rightly blasted a $9 billion
home health-care program, calling it a
“racket” that’s socked taxpayers — but
now 1199 SEIU, the political-powerhouse
health-workers union, is looking to turn her
reform drive into an even bigger cash drain.

Hochul called the Consumer Directed Per-
sonal Assistance Program, which uses state
funds to compensate family members who
care for loved ones at home, “one of the most
abused programs” in New York history.

Yet The Post’s Vaughn Golden reports that
1199 is looking to unionize the family work-
ers who deliver the care — which is basically
guaranteed to hit taxpayers even harder.

Easier CDPAP eligibility rules set in 2015
goosed enrollees from 20,000 to 250,000,
with Medicaid spending on the program
tripling over the past five years as it became
wide-open to abuse. In 2020, the FBI busted
a Brooklyn outfit that manipulated the
hours of care workers to pocket millions in
state and federal Medicaid funds.

Hochul’s office claims her reforms — con-
solidating the 700 payroll agents between
Medicaid and caregivers into a single middle-
man — will still control costs.

Yet 1199 is strong-arming the companies
bidding to serve as middleman to “advo-
cate” for higher caregiver wages and bene-
fits. And to help unionize these workers.

It wants the bidders to commit to pushing
for higher funding and to “remain neutral
with respect to the question of whether” the
caregivers sign up with the union.

Bidders are all too likely to fold: “The po-
litical world does not mess” with 1199,
snarks Empire Center health-industry ex-
pert Bill Hammond.

Unionizing 200,000 caregivers would be a
huge win for 1199, which already boasts
450,000 members. Yet it would defeat the
purpose of the program — which, again, is
to help family members, not unionized em-
ployees, care for loved ones.

And if funding is boosted so “workers” get
higher pay and benefits, taxpayers won’t
save a dime; quite the reverse.

The gov might well blink from bucking the
union, and the Legislature is all too likely to
play along. But if Hochul truly wants to end
the “racket” she’s deplored and rein in runa-
way costs, she’ll stomp on this naked power
grab immediately.

Why Harris Is Dissing Al Smith

As for those exceptions: One came in 1996,
when the then-cardinal opted to invite nei-
ther nominee, presumably because Presi-
dent Bill Clinton had vetoed a bill that
banned “abortions” of babies already partly
out of the mother.

That could be Harris’ concern now, since
she and running-mate Tim Walz support
unlimited abortion rights all the way
through the ninth month of pregnancy.

City Hall
claims to have an “ongoing process” to fill
its slots.

Since neither the council nor the mayor
can bother keeping the CCRB running prop-
erly, they ought to admit it’s outlived what-
ever use it once had — and start the process
of amending the City Charter to get rid of it.

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Gaitlin a Gift to WNBA

called a longtime friend the

other day, a fellow sports fan, to

catch up, and we spent the first

20 minutes talking about
women’s professional basketball.

Neither of us had ever exhibited
the slightest interest in the WNBA,
but both of us, simultaneously, un-
beknownst to the other, had be-
come Caitlin Clark fans.

There are transformational play-
ers who change the competitive
balance in a league or change how
the game is played, but it’s rare to
come across players who lift an en-
tire league on their shoulders.

There was much knowing chat-
ter when Clark entered the WNBA
that she was in for a rude awaken-
ing after her historic college ca-
reer, that she wouldn’t look so spe-
cial against the best women play-
ers in the world. And, yes, there
was a period of adjustment, but as
the WNBA regular season ends
and the playoffs begin, we can say
the Clark doubters have been
proved categorically wrong.

Infamously, Geno Auriemma, the
storied coach of the University of
Connecticut women’s team, said
back in June, “The delusional fan-
base that follows her disrespected
the WNBA players by saying she’s
going to go in that league and tear
it apart.”

Delusional? Clark has had the best
rookie season in WNBA history and
turned everything she’s touched to
ratings or attendance gold.

For all the jealousy and even hos-
tility she’s elicited from other

‘WNBA players, Clark is doing them
all a favor. The WNBA could have
had an unlimited advertising and
marketing budget and not produced
anything like the results of simply
putting “C squared” on the court.
With Clark, the everyday is ex-
traordinary. For the final game of
the season against the Fever, the
unremarkable Washington Mystics
moved the event to the NBA arena
and drew 20,711, the most for a
game in WNBA history. The Mys-
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tics usually play in an arena with a
capacity of 4,200.

The Indiana Fever averaged 17,000
attendees per home game and 15,000
on the road; both are more than any
other team by a healthy margin.
When the team shows up in an op-
posing arena, often a lion’s share of
the fans are rooting for Clark, not
the home team.

The Ion network, which broad-
casts WNBA games, saw its ratings
increase 133% from a year ago, to
670,000 per game. It benefited
from broadcasting seven games
with more than a million viewers,
all involving the Indiana Fever. No-
tably, viewership among men aged
25 to 54 increased 181%.

Clark finished the season tied for
seventh most points per game and
led the league in assists per game.

She set rookie records for total
points in a season, assists per game,
and three-pointers made.

She’s the only rookie ever with a
triple-double — and she did it twice.
She scored the second-most three-
pointers ever in a season, falling just
short of the all-time record.

WNBA legend Sheryl Swoopes,
who has never sounded overly en-
amored with Clark, recently said
that the Fever star wasn’t yet “dom-
inating” the league. Perhaps, but
Clark’s numbers match or eclipse
those that Swoopes amassed in her
MVP seasons.

Swoopes, for instance, averaged
18.5 points, 3.3 assists, and 4.9 re-
bounds per game in 2002. Clark av-
eraged 19.5 points, 8.4 assists, and
5.7 rebounds per game this year —
and, again, she’s a rookie.

Clark is a fierce competitor on the
court and a modest voice off it, con-
stantly expressing — and showing
— deep gratitude for her rock-star-
like following. She’s a role model in
every way for her young fans, and
her older ones can marvel at her
skills while appreciating her class.

The Fever are making their first
playoff appearance since 2016, after
starting the season a woeful 1-8.
They might be bounced quickly,
but after an incredible post-Olym-
pic-break surge, who knows?

Regardless, for sports fans along
for the thrilling ride and WNBA
players and executives benefiting
from the boost to their business,
the universal sentiment should be,
“Thank you, Caitlin Clark.”

Hochul Must Restore
MTA Fiscal Sanity

AST week, the state-controlled Metropolitan Transportation Author-
ity unveiled its next five-year capital-infrastructure plan: $68.4 billion.
It feels like the 1970s — a lot of ideas, and no way to pay.

The MTAs latest plan includes $47.8 billion for subways and buses, in-
cluding replacing railcars and continuing to digitize signals. It would spend
another $6 billion each on the region’s two commuter-rail systems, and $3
billion to maintain bridges and tunnels. Finally: $1.7 billion to rebuild the
nuts and bolts of Grand Central Terminal, and $2.8 billion to build the “in-
terborough” light-rail line between Brooklyn and Queens.

These are sound concepts. We should continue to upgrade signals, some-
thing other global cities did decades ago. We shouldn’t let Grand Central
fall down, and outer-borough light rail could alleviate traffic.

But it’s all fiction — unless and
until Gov. Hochul becomes a
firmer leader.

The MTA usually identifies a mix
of revenues for its capital plans,
some speculative, but most realis-
tic. This time, it hasn’t. Yes, the
bridges-and-tunnels portion takes
care of itself, as tolls fully fund it.
The MTA expects at least $13 bil-
lion in federal funds, based on past
plans, and expects to borrow $10
billion. But this leaves more hole
than plan: $45 billion-ish in ... we’ll
figure it out later.

Worse, it’s not clear that the MTA
can borrow $10 billion. It already
owes $47.8 billion, and starting half-
way through the next capital plan, it
will face half-a-billion-dollar annual
deficits, making it harder to pay in-
terest on those loans.

Plus: it’s not just the next capital
plan that’s unfunded. With three
months left on the current capital
plan, the MTA is still missing bil-
lions of dollars for it. The MTA
was supposed to get $3.1 billion di-
rectly from New York state’s bud-

had to clean up Rockefeller’s mess,
appointed Dick Ravitch as MTA
chair. Ravitch, a real-estate devel-
oper empowered by Carey to act
independently, put together a plan
of what the MTA could achieve in
five years — $7.2 billion for things
like buying new rail cars and fixing
tracks and signals.

Then he convinced lawmakers to
enact taxes, about $800 million a
year, so that the MTA could borrow
funds and use the tax revenues to
repay the loans. Indeed, the situa-
tion today is worse than the 70s, be-
cause we still have all those taxes,
and then some. Today, the MTA’s
annual tax income totals $8.6 billion
a year, 43% of its budget.

If you think the MTA’s problem is
that the Legislature hasn’t in-
creased taxes, consider: In 2019, the

get for the current plan — but has
only received $500 million of that
allocation. All told, of the current
five-year, $55.4 billion capital plan,
only $21.8 billion in budgeted fund-
ing has been “secured.”

Transit advocates cry, “Conges-
tion pricing now!” But congestion
pricing would do nothing to fund
the next capital plan. The MTA
was supposed to borrow against
congestion pricing’s $1 billion-plus
annual revenues to fund $15 billion
in the current plan — and still
would have fallen far short.

This feels like the 1970s MTA. In
1968, then-Gov. Nelson Rockefeller, a
liberal Republican, created the MTA
because he wanted to run for presi-
dent in an era of growing awareness
about pollution and fear of urban de-
cay. But he never funded it.

He promised a full Second Ave-
nue Subway (all the way down-
town) and the East Side Access
terminal for the Long Island Rail
Road (opened ... 55 years later, in
2023). Meanwhile, trains continued
to fall apart.

That changed in the 1980s, when
Gov. Hugh Carey, a Democrat who

MTA started collecting a surcharge
on Uber and taxi trips in core Man-
hattan, taking in $300 million annu-
ally. A year later, it started collect-
ing a “mansion tax” surcharge and
two new taxes on internet sales,
now bringing in $700 million. And
last year, to fund post-COVID defi-
cits, the governor increased the
MTA’s tax on city payrolls, bringing
in $1.1 billion.

Now, Hochul must figure out:
How many projects can the MTA
realistically build in the next five
years? Trying to do too much at
once only pushes up construction
costs. And then, figure out: How
can labor unions, both construc-
tion and operating, contribute to
cutting costs?

It’s also worth wondering, if
transit is so important, whether
the state can’t cut something out of
its $237 billion budget to make a
higher contribution, without taxes
or borrowing.

Absent fiscal direction, the MTA
didn’t issue a capital plan so much
as a confused cry for help.

If West had held the king, South
could have returned to his hand and
led a second spade to the queen for at
least nine tricks. But when East won
and led his last heart, West cashed four
hearts for down one.

No prizes are awarded for making a
contract shortly. If South lets East’s
queen of hearts win, South still has a
stopper and can break up the
defenders’ communication.

West can win the heart return with
the ace and lead the nine, but then
South wins and safely finesses in
spades. He has nine tricks even when
the finesse loses.

Cap preservation, growth not short-term partners

ORLD peace. Calorie-
free cheesecake. Sensible
politicians with your in-
terests at heart.

Like all these pipe dreams, in-
vestment strategies promising
both growth and capital preserva-
tion are phony baloney. Fiction.
Yet so many vendors in varied
forms — especially in rocky times
like this summer’s — claim other-
wise, peddling poor products des-
tined to disappoint.

Rational expectations are key to
successful investing. Growth and
true capital preservation can’t co-
exist in the short run. However,
achieving growth likely means ac-
complishing both in the long term.
Confused? Let me explain.

“Capital preservation” sounds
appealing and even prudent given
the recent chop and fearful elec-
tion headlines. But a true capital-
preservation strategy is wise for
far fewer investors than almost
anyone imagines.

Volatility isn’t negative

Why? True capital preservation
means your portfolio’s value
shouldn’t fall — the eradication of
potential volatility. Sounds nice, get
rid of those stomach-churning ups
and downs! Yet volatility and nega-
tivity aren’t synonymous. A 1% rise
is similarly volatile to a 1% dip.

Here’s what’s crucial — and es-
pecially tough for market-addled
investors to digest: Volatility is
your friend. With stocks, volatility
is much more often up than down.
Eliminate the “down,” and the
“up” also disappears.

Nixing volatility would mean,
for example, that you miss out on
the 63.1% of calendar months US
stocks rose (and 73.5% of all calen-
dar years from 1925-2023). Indeed,
true capital preservation is limited
to ultra-low-returning cash or
cashlike vehicles. Growth? No.

Treasury bonds offer better-
than-cash long-term returns, but
they don’t eliminate volatility, as
2022’s stock-like bond price plum-
met proved. Bond prices and

yields move inversely, mechani-
cally so. Hence, rising long-term
rates slaughter bond returns.

Enter inflation. While it soared
recently, America’s long-term an-
nual average is about 3.5%, run-
ning about 2.5% now. The 10- and
30-year Treasury bonds yield
about 3.7% and 4%, respectively.
Lock up your funds for 10 or 30
years now, and maybe you outpace
inflation. But what if inflation av-
erages its historic average or
higher? Savers can be losers.

Even mild growth requires vola-
tility. It is the opposite of capital
preservation. Don’t forget: With-
out downside volatility, there is no
upside. Ever.

Hence, as wunified investing
goals, capital preservation and
growth can’t coexist. If someone
says otherwise, they’re wrong.
Maybe they foolishly believe it.
Worse, maybe they hawk awful
products — insurancelike, “buff-

ered” funds or others. Worst,
maybe they’re crooks touting “up-
side with no downside,” a la Ber-
nie Madoff.

For real growth you need short-
term volatility. Full stop. Can’t
stomach it? Expect low returns,
which may require reconsidering
your goals, savings and future
spending rates.

Look at the long term

But there is good news. While
capital preservation and growth
don’t work as a combined goal, a re-
sult of pursuing long-term growth
is likely to preserve capital in time.

Consider that the S&P 500 rose
in 82 of 94 rolling five-year peri-
ods from 1925-2023. And 84 of 89
10-year periods. It has never been
negative over any rolling 20-year
span, averaging 806%.

The past never guarantees the
future, but it does help set reason-

able expectations. So long as prof-
its motivate people and we have a
quasi-capitalistic world, stocks
should deliver significant long-
term returns.

Hence, a well-diversified equity
portfolio is very likely to grow
over coming decades — maybe a
lot — despite bouts of sharp nega-
tivity en route. Hence, if you con-
sider that very realistic investing-
time horizon, it may look like you
achieved big growth while pre-
serving initial capital. But it all
stemmed from pursuing growth.

Those peddling growth with
capital preservation sell a siren’s
song. Don’t let it shipwreck your
financial future. And from your
profits, have some calorie-rich
cheesecake on me.

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US eyes ‘spy cars

The US Commerce De-
partment is expected on
Monday to propose prohibit-
ing Chinese software and
hardware in connected and
autonomous vehicles on
American roads due to na-
tional security concerns, two
sources told Reuters.

The Biden administration
has raised serious concerns
about the collection of data
by Chinese companies on US
drivers and infrastructure, as
well as the potential foreign
manipulation of vehicles
connected to the internet
and navigation systems.

The proposed regulation
would ban the import and
sale of vehicles from China
with key communications or
automated  driving-system
software or hardware, said
the two sources, who de-
clined to be identified be-
cause the decision had not
been publicly disclosed.

The move is a significant es-
calation in the United States’
ongoing restrictions on Chi-
nese vehicles, software and
components. Last week, the
Biden administration locked
in steep tariff hikes on Chi-
nese imports, including a
100% duty on electric vehi-
cles, as well as new hikes on
EV batteries and key minerals.

Commerce Secretary Gina
Raimondo said in May the
risks of Chinese software or
hardware in connected US
vehicles were significant.

“You can imagine the most
catastrophic outcome theo-
retically if you had a couple
million cars on the road and
the software were disabled,”
she said.

President Biden in Febru-
ary ordered an investigation

into whether Chinese vehicle
imports pose national secu-
rity risks over connected-car
technology — and if that
software and hardware
should be banned in all vehi-
cles on US roads.

“China’s policies could
flood our market with its ve-
hicles, posing risks to our na-
tional security,” Biden said
earlier. “I'm not going to let
that happen on my watch.”

Public comment

The Commerce Depart-
ment plans to give the public
30 days to comment before
any finalization of the rules,
the sources said. Nearly all
newer vehicles on US roads
are considered “connected”
— meaning they have on-
board network hardware that
allows Internet access, share
data with devices both inside
and outside the vehicle.

The department also plans
to propose making the prohi-
bitions on software effective
in the 2027 model year and
the ban on hardware would
take effect in January 2029 or
the 2030 model year. The
prohibitions in question
would include vehicles with
certain Bluetooth, satellite
and wireless features and
highly autonomous vehicles
that could operate without a
driver behind the wheel.

A bipartisan group of US
lawmakers in November
raised alarm about Chinese
auto and tech companies col-
lecting and handling sensi-
tive data while testing auton-
omous vehicles in the US.

Meat facility is cooked

Listeria plant
Is Boar’s dead

Boar’s Head has tapped
dozens of workers for a
deep clean of the Virginia
plant whose listeria out-
break has led to multiple
customer deaths, but the
company has no plans to
reopen it, The Post has
learned.

The giant cold cuts dis-
tributor said last week it is
closing the Jarratt facility
“indefinitely” and said it
has offered its 500 employ-
ees severance packages.

In an email to The Post
last week, a Boar’s Head
spokesperson said, “We do
not currently have any
plans to reopen this plant.”

That’s despite the fact
that Boar’s Head plans to
retain some 85 mainte-
nance and sanitation work-
ers at the 170,000-square-
foot facility for several
more months, according to
Jonathan  Williams, a
spokesman for the United

Food and Commercial

Workers Local 400.
The Jarratt plant stopped
packaging meats and

cheeses in late July when
the listeria outbreak, which
has killed nine people and
hospitalized at least 57,
came to light.

But most employees con-
tinued to work there
through Sept. 13 to clean
the facility, Williams said.

While the skeleton crew
of 85 is slated to work at the
plant at least through the
end of the year, others have
been offered jobs at a
Boar’s Head plant 30 min-
utes away in Petersburg,
and given commuter sti-
pends, according to Willi-
ams.

Still others were paid to
take food safety and manu-
facturing classes to earn
professional certifications,
he said.

Food safety attorney Bill
Marler, who is representing
some of the victims in the

listeria outbreak, said he’s
skeptical the Jarratt plant
will ever reopen.

“Once you have listeria in
a facility it’s really hard to
eradicate, and the inspec-
tion reports we've seen
showed the condition of
the plant as a perfect place
for listeria to grow,” Marler
told The Post.

As for Boar’s Head, “I
have serious doubts that
they are cleaning it to re-
open it,” given the “nine or
more deaths” Marler
added.

One likely reason is that
listeria is stubbornly hard
to get rid of once it is estab-
lished, food safety experts
told The Post.

“The pathogen lives in
the building and in areas
that are difficult to access
like drains, cracks and crev-
ices and walls,” said Lee-
Ann Jaykus, a professor of
food, bioprocessing, and
nutrition sciences at North
Carolina State University.

X docs

The Brazilian Supreme
Court asked Elon Musk-
owned social platform X to
present documents validat-
ing its new legal representa-
tive in the country, as the
firm’s lawyers now say it will
comply with court demands
to be allowed to resume op-
erations in Brazil.

X was shut down in Brazil
in late August after it did not
comply with orders from the
top court related to hate-
speech moderation.

But in the past few days, X
representatives have started
to publicly vocalize inten-
tions to address the court de-
mands, although the firm had
previously said it would not
meet them.

X lawyers said late Friday
that the platform had named
a legal representative in Bra-
zil, addressing a key demand
imposed by the court.

On Saturday, Supreme
Court Judge Alexandre de
Moraes gave X five days to
provide commercial regis-
tries and other documents
proving that it has formally
signed Rachel de Oliveira
Conceicao as its Brazil legal
representative. Reuters

GM workers
to get shaft

Work remotely or hybrid? You still need a work bestie

T’S time to bond outside the Zoom room
with your co-workers. No, really. Slack
is great and all, but a best friendship it
does not make.

“On a professional level, work friends
can be trusted people to whom we can turn
for professional advice and feedback,
whether it’s how to tackle a specific chal-
lenge we are having or to support us in our
professional development,” said Shira
Schuster, Ph.D., a licensed clinical psychol-
ogist of Williamsburg Therapy Group in
Brooklyn.

“Work friends are essential because they
can be real-time sounding boards,” echoed
Prerika Agarwal, MBA, a certified career
coach and the founder of Inspiration Ca-
reers in Washington, DC. “They give practi-
cal advice, not just theoretical, because
they’ve been in the same meetings and
know the same people.”

As Schuster highlighted, our work friends
might also be connected to others in the in-
dustry and thus help with networking. And
on a personal level, work friends can pro-
vide social and emotional support, making
work more enjoyable.

By contrast, Schuster said working from
home can contribute to a feeling of loneli-
ness, so having that proverbial “work wife”
can help employees feel more connected
and “plugged in” to the workplace.

Ahead, easy strategies to lock down a
work BFF, regardless of where you work.

Join the club

“Participate in your company’s online so-
cial groups or interest clubs,” said Agarwal.
“Whether it’s abook club or other interest,
being active in these groups helps you meet
colleagues with similar interests. Engage in
conversations, contribute to discussions and
show genuine interest in what others share.”

Whether in the flesh or via video chat,
these community builders are important in
establishing meaningful connections.

Help out however you can

It may seem obvious, but lending a helping
hand to colleagues is an often-overlooked fast
track to friendship. Agarwal stressed the impor-
tance of offering to help co-workers whenever
you can, whether it’s project assistance, sharing
helpful resources or lending a listening ear.
This can create a strong foundation for friend-
ship, she said, plus people appreciate those who
are helpful so they’re more likely to reciprocate.

These concepts apply even if you have a vir-
tual workplace. In her own career, Agarwal
worked with her now-friend Charlie for over
three years without ever meeting in person.

“We shared best practices, networking tips
and supported each other through work chal-
lenges,” she recalled. “It made my day so much
better to have someone who understood the
company culture and the people we worked
with. Charlie was both an adviser and a friend,
which made a huge difference.”

Set a virtual coffee date...

Agarwal is a proponent of the virtual coffee
chat with colleagues. A mainstay during the
pandemic, they’ve now fallen to the wayside,
but can actually be beneficial in career- and
friendship-building.

“Just send a casual message to someone you
want to know better and suggest a quick video
call. Talk about work, but also share personal
interests to build rapport,” said Agarwal. “Do-
ing this regularly helps establish a genuine
connection.”

For a thoughtful gesture, you can send some-
one a Starbucks or Instacart gift card in the
same way that you might treat a colleague to
a beverage in the flesh.

For those who are fully remote, Schuster is
also a fan of virtual lunch breaks so you can chat
over video while you take a break from work.

... Or an in-person coffee date
If you're working in the office or on a hybrid
schedule, Schuster said you could suggest to a
co-worker to go to lunch or coffee together once
or twice a month, when you are both in the office.
“If you’re not sure what to talk about, the

conversation can always be focused on work
initially, and will likely veer to more personal
topics (family, hobbies) as you keep talking,”
suggested Schuster.

Be kind, always

Make an effort to get to know people’s names
and try to be friendly and open in your de-
meanot, said Schuster.

“Ask questions that show a genuine interest
and ask follow-up questions,” like what they
plan to do on the weekend, then ask them how
it went the next time you see them. Schuster
also recommends sharing some things about
yourself that others can respond to.

Say, “‘I'm going to get a coffee at [name a
place]. I can’t live without coffee! What about
you? Are you a coffee person?’ Colleagues usu-
ally respond positively to others if they show
a genuine interest and care,” said Schuster.

Plan a fun event

“If you work as part of a team, you can orga-
nize or participate in team building/social
events (either in person or remotely) where you
can get to know your co-workers a bit more,”
said Schuster. “If there is someone you are in-
terested in becoming friends with, you can learn
abit more about them in these types of events,
and then strike up a related conversation.”

For example, if some of your colleagues are
tennis buffs, plan a round-robin tournament.
If you discover other co-workers love cooking,
hire a chef to teach a virtual or in-person class.
If you aren’t a head honcho who can book
these kinds of gatherings on a company card,
reach out to your HR department to see if your
company has a budget designated for these
kinds of team-bonding affairs.

Whichever method you implement, don’t
be shy about seeking out camaraderie with
your co-workers.

“Building friendships at work, especially re-
motely, takes effort but is definitely worth it,”
said Agarwal. “Having someone who truly un-
derstands your work environment can make
a huge difference in both your professional
success and personal happiness.”

Hogherg solid in
net as insurance

Like most people who
buy insurance, the Island-
ers hoped they wouldn’t
need it.

But as Marcus Hogberg,
the likely No. 3 goalie for
the organization this sea-
son, made his preseason
debut for the club Sunday;,
the stakes were a little
higher than anyone would
have liked — a function of
Ilya Sorokin’s offseason
back surgery that has so
far kept him out of training
camp.

While general manager

Sorokin isn’t expected to
miss time at the start of
the season, question marks
around the star net-
minder’s health will be
there until they are an-
swered via his presence on
the ice.

Ergo, Hogberg’s solid 15
of 17 performance through
the first half of Sunday’s
4-2 win over the Devils
was a bit more noteworthy
than anyone would have
figured a few months ago.

Still, through a few hairy
stretches early in the game
as the Islanders struggled
in the defensive zone,
Hogberg stood up to pres-
sure well. Jakub Skarek,
who replaced him for the
game’s second  half,
stopped all eight shots he
saw.

“They were both very
good,” coach Patrick Roy
said. “We had a couple
moments in the first, I
thought we gave up too
many scoring chances, so

well, kept the game at 1-0
[after New Jersey scored
first]. He was good on
those rebounds, kept the
puck close to him.”

Hogberg, a 29-year-old
Swede, spent the last three
seasons with Linkoping
HC in the Swedish League
and compiled a 914 save
percentage in 2023-24.
That came after spending
2017-21 with Ottawa, where
he often shuttled between
the NHL squad and AHL
Belleville, never putting up
a better save percentage
than 904 with the Sena-
tors, which he did in
2019-20.

For the Islanders, who
have avoided playing their
No. 3 netminders to the
point of overworking oth-
ers when an injury has
happened over the past
couple seasons, the intro-
duction of a trustworthy
third goaltender was high
on the offseason to-do list.

So I didn’t feel super nerv-
ous because of that. That helped
for sure.

“I kind of try to live in the mo-
ment, and I was just happy we
moved the ball and my team-
mates found me.

Rangers training camp is well un-
derway, with the first exhibition
game scheduled for Sunday night
and a new face on the right wing of
Chris Kreider and Mika Zibanejad.

strong roster around him.

The Jets have scored three offen-
sive touchdowns in each of their
first three games. In 17 games last
season, they did that only three
times. In 2022, they did it five
times.

They’re averaging 22.3 points
per game this season, which ranks
amodest 14th in the league. This is
a twisting of statistics, but had
they scored 22 points in four of
their 10 losses last season, they’d
have won those games and been
11-6 instead of 7-10.

One thing you feel from this Jets
team — largely because of the
presence of Rodgers — is that they
have not been satisfied after their
two wins.

For example, receiver Garrett
Wilson, the perhaps the team’s
most dynamic player, has yet to
break out. He has a modest 15 re-

Coming from a four-time league
MVP, that’s saying something.

There should be better to come
for the Jets. And there needs to be,
because after playing Denver on
Sunday, the degree of difficulty in
the schedule rises.

“If the expectation is winning,
then we’re going to celebrate it, but
we should expect a win,” Rodgers
said. “The next step is expecting to
dominate.”

If it ever comes to that for the
Jets — consistent domination —
then that “PTSD” suffered by the
likes of Christopher Johnson will
gradually disappear and morph
into a very different emotion.

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Number to clinch falls to 1
with Judge-powered win

OAKLAND, Calif. — In his final game
at the Coliseum, Aaron Judge played
emperor, with the Yankees takeover of
the East nearly complete.

Taking the field for the last time at a
stadium that holds special meaning for
him, before the A’s bolt for Sacramento
and eventually Las Vegas, the Northern
California native added another chapter
to his special season.

Judge crushed a

second straight day

— extending his major league lead to 55
— added a double that keyed a rally and
scored another run to send the Yankees
to a sweep of the A’s with a 7-4 win in
front of 24,663 on Sunday afternoon.

“Ending it with a sweep is my favorite
thing,” Judge said after going 2-for-3
with a pair of walks.

Jasson Dominguez and Gleyber Tor-
res also homered as the Yankees
(92-64) flew home on the verge of win-
ning the division.

After an off day Monday, they will
need just one win over the Orioles dur-
ing their three-game series that begins
Tuesday in The Bronx to clinch the AL
East. The Yankees will enter the series
leading the Orioles by a season-high six
games with six games to play, their
magic number to win the division down
to one.

“We’re focused,” manager Aaron
Boone said. “Everyone in that room
knows what’s at stake and what the mis-
sion is and where we’re at in the calen-
dar and the opportunity in front of us. I
think guys are ready to do what we got
to do to win ballgames and give our-
selves a chance come October.”

The Yankees also have a magic num-
ber of three (with a 21/,-game lead over
the Guardians) to secure the best
record in the American League, which
would give them home-field advantage
through the ALCS.

Sunday’s win capped a 5-1 road trip,
which included clinching a postseason
berth Wednesday in Seattle, as the Yan-
kees went 12-3 across their two West
Coast swings this season.

“We play well on the road,” Judge said
after the Yankees finished the regular

season 50-31 on the road — their most
road wins since 2003. “Coming out of
here 5-1is big, especially going into the
last homestand. Magic number is down
to one. Let’s just go take care of busi-
ness now.”

Things got interesting late Sunday as
Clay Holmes entered in the eighth inning
to protect a 6-4 lead and put the first two
runners on before recording an out.

Boone then called on Luke Weaver,
who struck out a pair
to get out of the jam
and finished off the
five-out save in the
ninth — his fourth of the season.

Luis Gil was not his sharpest, giving
up four runs on five hits and three walks
across 51/3 innings. He left with a pair of
runners on in the sixth inning and a 5-2
lead, but both runs came around to
score when Ian Hamilton gave up a dou-
ble to pinch hitter Ryan Noda.

But the Yankees gave Gil enough run
support to record his 15th win after en-
tering the rotation late in spring train-
ing as an injury replacement for Gerrit
Cole.

“I'm extremely happy and satisfied
about that,” Gil said through an inter-
preter. “When you think about it, to win
15 games, I wanted to come into camp
and help this team as much as possible.
So it’s a great feeling, great experience.”

It was a 2-2 game in the third inning,
when Judge, a native of Linden (roughly
80 miles from the Coliseum), belted a
solo shot to dead-center field off right-
hander Joey Estes for the 3-2 lead.

Judge had taken batting practice with
the Yankees here back in 2013, shortly
after they drafted him with their first-
round pick, and now he was closing out
his Coliseum career in style.

“It’s definitely sad,” said Judge, who
has belted four home runs in nine
games since going a career-high 16
games without one. “I have a lot of great
memories here as a player. Came here a
couple times as a kid, so I'll reminisce
on that a little bit. But there’s a lot of
history in this building.

“A lot of special players played here,
and just getting a chance to be on that
same field and do some things, it’s defi-
nitely something I won’t forget.”

Pete Alonso came to the plate to a
standing ovation from much of the sold-
out Citi Field crowd in the bottom of
the first in what could have been his fi-
nal game there as a Met.

The first baseman said the reaction
caught him off guard, so much so that
he didn’t know what to do.

Alonso said home plate umpire John
Libka had a message for him when he
got into the box.

“John said, Are you gonna tip your
cap or something? I can give you time,” ”
Alonso said after the Mets’ 2-1 win over
Philadelphia. “I said, ‘What?’ I was wor-
ried about my at-bat, but [thought]
“Yeah, I should’ I'm happy John re-
minded me.”

It was the first of four loud ovations
for Alonso, who is headed to free
agency for the first time.

If things go well for the Mets over the
next couple of weeks, though, he could
be back again.

And Sunday’s win over the Phillies
helped their cause, since Alonso said he
had a similar mentality as Carlos Men-
doza: He’s wasn’t looking at Sunday’s
game as anything final in Queens.

The Mets are two games ahead of the
Braves for the final NL wild card with
the series between the two set to begin

in Atlanta on Tuesday and asked about
Sunday potentially being his final game
at Citi Field, Alonso said beforehand,
“In my mind, it isn’t.”

In order for the Mets to play at Citi
Field again, they would likely have to
make it to the NLDS, since all the wild
card series games are at the higher
seed.

“I'm really excited for this opportu-
nity that we worked so hard for this
year,” Alonso said. “Today is not about
me. This about us and who we are. This
is about the 2024 Mets. From where
we’ve come as a group, we've come SO
far. We just need to finish.”

It’s something they didn’t do in 2022
when a three-game sweep at the hands
of the Braves in Atlanta in the middle of
September helped cost the Mets a divi-
sion title.

Alonso is confident they will close
strong on the road this time around to
secure a wild card spot.

Following Monday’s off day, the Mets
will see how the 24 season will end up.

“I'm excited,” Alonso said. “We’re
playing meaningful baseball. This is
what we prepared for all year and now
it’s here. Now we’ve got to go do it.”

Since the end of May, the Mets still
have the best record in the majors,
which also has Alonso and the Mets
feeling good with a week left.

“We've played excellent baseball for a
really long time now;” Alonso said. “And
I think people are gonna think of the
2024 Mets with ‘Oh my God’ or Gri-
mace, but the one word that for me
comes to mind is ‘resilient” We've
earned the right to be in this position
and to be a part of this group has been
really, really special.”

Sunday was another example, even if
Alonso went 0-for-4 with three strike-
outs.

“It was incredible, storybook stuff
right there,” Alonso said of the fan reac-
tion.

And it was better that it came in an-
other victory.

“That was a gritty team win,” Alonso
said.

HE GIANTS were dead, and you hadn’t
Teven cracked open your first game-day
