- they seem to have been the only means in use for grinding
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cereals. As a rule, they were roughly made of hard, gritty,
igneous rock or sandstone and mostly show signs of hard
usage. As their bases are usually convex, they must have been
set in the earth or in mud to prevent their rocking. Two main
types have been found : those on which another smaller stone
was pushed or rolled to and fro, and others with which a
second stone was used as a pouhder, eventually making a
large cavity in the nether stone. Querns of the former type
were probably used solely for grain : the second type possibly
only for pounding herbs and spices for making curries. In fact,
stones of this latter type are dubbed “curry stones” by our
workmen and our cook asked for the loan of one from-

museum for use in the kitchen.

Ibn Battuta’s account of Delhi :

The city of Delhi covers a wide area and has: a large

population...The rampart around the city without parallel.

The bread-th of its wall is eleven cubits; and inside it are
houses for night seh:try and gate-keepers. Inside the ramparts,
there are storehouses for storing edibles, magazines,
ammunition, ballistas and siege machines. The grains that are
stored (if. there ramparts) can last for a long time, without
rotting... In the interior of the rampart, horsemen as well as
infantrymen move from one end of the city to another. The
rampart is pierced through by windows which open on‘ the
side of the city, and it is through these windows that light
enters inside. The lower part of the rampart is built of stone;
the upper part of Brichs. It has many towers close to one
another. There are twenty eight gates of this city which are
called darwaza, of theré, the Budaun Darwazé 1s the greatest;
inside the Mandui Darwaza there is a grain market..It (the city

of Delhi) has a fine cemetery in which graves have domes over :
them, and those that do not have a dome, have an arch, for
sure. In the cémetery they sow flowers such as tuberose,

jasmine, wild rose etc; and flowers blossom there in  all

seasons.
